Thousands of Years Ago, Before

Egyptian History Began.

How He Lived ami Procured Food

Many Tlionsniuls of Years Ago-His

First Dwelling Place Undoubtedly

a Cave in tho Kocks.

Although hundreus of thousands of
years have certainly elapsed since that

e\? K'h primeval man occupied Weat-
< m Europe in company with the reindeer
au.i other animals which have In theso
later days retreated to the Arctic, so j
much h;ts boon ascertained by scionee j
respecting him that one can actually look
buck through the ages and behold this
remote ancestor of the human race as he
lived and pursued his daily avocations.
The great glacial period had oome to an

end and the mighty animals With which
his own distant progenitors had boen
obliged to contend—the great cave hear,
twice as big as a grizzly, the cave lion, the
mammoth, the woolly rhinoceros and the
subcr-toothed tiger—were fast becoming
extinct. U was stillverycold, else what
is now France could not have been occu-
pied by reindeer as plentifully distrib-
uted as are now sheep in the s:imc re-
gion, and by the musk ox, the chamois,
tho wild goat and the lemming, all of
which have been driven, by theincreas-
ing warmth of subsequent seasons, to the
Icy North, or to the frigid mountain tops.
Not having acquired the art ofbuilding,
man in that time was obliged to make
his home in caverns, selecting, by prefer-
ence, a hole in the rocks with a very nar-
row opening, which could only be en-
tered by climbing. Thus he not only o'.>-
tained shelter, but rendered himself se-
cure against attacks by wildbeasts. When
ho took up his abode in a level and non-
mountainous country he was compelled
to construct artificial eaves for himself by
i;;.th< lint; stones together, or, f<-r want <>f
a tavern, it an overhanging cliffcould be
found lie helped OUt this natural protec-
tion with rucks, and thus made a conve-
nient retreat. Very many of n;ese an-

al open-air settlements have been dis-
covered, which, from the remains found,
are known to have been occupied by fam-
ilies, or tribes, the stone tools and other
objects f«;unii witli them demonstrating
their extreme antiquity. Also some reck-
oning can be formed approximately of
the number of centuries required for the
deposit of the strata covering up these
relics.

buch retreats v ere usually situated in a
valley near a running stream, continues
the Washington Star. Like tho caverns,
they contain great deposits of bones of
mammals, birds and fishes, as well as
tools and weapons of bone and stone.
The hearths are also found, on which the
priiiicxal people cooked thair food, with
quantities ofashes from fires that burned
ho many years ago. These hearths were
made from Blabs of very hard rock, such
as sandstone or alate, bedded down sol-
idly in tho ground. Man duriug that
epoch had no notion ofagriculture. aehad
ii"t as y<t domesticated uny animal so as
to profit by its strength, or to insure by
its moans a constant supply of rood,

Reindeer's horn
was the earliest raw material employed
for manufacturing purposes, and to tho

The horse, the ox, theelk, tho ibex and

the < hamois, all contributed to the prime-
val larder. Skallsand the long bones of
t!i" newly-killed animals were broken
witli hatchets and hammers for the pur-
pose <>i' extracting the marrow and
brains, which those, who feasted, ate all
steaming with the natural animal heat.
To tench prey certain birds, such as ih--
grouse and the owl, were added. When
all other game was short they fell hack
upon the rat. Around the hearthstone of
one cave at Chaleux more than twenty
pounds' weight "1 tin1 bones of water
rats, halfroasted, were dug up.

That, fish was us.-.| by man at that epoch
as anarti i f food has been proved by
the discovery of numerous remains of
fish bones in the caves he occupied. Ou
many of tho bone and horn Implements
he left behind also are discovered sketches
representing fishes. The most iimple
form of fishing apparatus *.rnp!oyed in
thai age was a little splinter of' bone
from '\u25a0-lie t" two inches in ]< njrtli and
pointed at both ends.

tions of which were distributed around
the country according to the require- j
menta of each family. The cave at Cha-
leux, above referred' to, was one of these
factories, and in it have been dug up
more than 20,<K)0 flint hatchets, daggers. ;
knives, scrapers, scratehers, etc. A [
workshop of this kind in Perigord was
devoted to the making of spearheads, j
while another confined itself to fabricat-
ing tools of reindeer horn. Many round
stones are found, which may have been
used as hammers, but tho opinion has
been advanced that some of them were
employed for boating water after they
had been made hot in the fire. In many
Of the caves whisflos, of a peculiar kind,
have been discovered, made from the first
joint of the foot of the reindeer.

In Denmark enormous stores of relics,
left behind by man of a later, though
very early, period arc found in tho piles
ofkitchen refuse, so-called, which repre-
sent the debris of meals eaten long ago.
Tho accumulations of this sort along the
coast are, in many cases, composed
chiefly of shells, especially those of the

I oyster, with broken bones of mammals,
i birds and fish, and wrought Hints, etc.
t Remnants are found in them of the st;;4,
the boar, the wolf, tho dog, the fox, the
wildcat, the lynx, tho ottor, the porpoise,
the soal, the beaver and the hedgehog.
Bones of the cod and the herring would
Beem to indicate that the primitive inhab-
itants of that country were not afraid to
venture out to sea in pursuit of food.
Not only did these ancient Danes domes-
ticate the dog, but evidently they ate the
poor animal when other supplies were
scarce, as is shown by the contents of tho
kitchen mounds. Canine bones, broken
by the hand of man, and still bearing the
marks of having been cut with the knife,
are among the remains discovered. The
men of tins epoch also fished with nets,
charred remnants of which have been re-
vested by excavation.

With the discovery of metals and their
use- came a great revolution in the condi-
tion of man. Doubtless gold was the
first one with which he became ac-
quainted. In its natural state this preci-
ous substance is drilled down by the wa-
ters of many a river, and Its gutter would
be likely to attract attention. Copper
was probably the next metal utilized, and
the Knowledge of tin also dates back to a
very great antiquity. Silver was un-
known to a much Inter date, I'•\u25a0cause it is
seldom found pure, and hardly ever, ex-
cept in combination with lead ores.
Bronze, which is an alloy of nine parts ot'
copper and one of tin. was the first me-
tallic substance used for the purpose of
making tools as a substitute for flint,
bone and horn. It was produced very
easily by smelting together bronze and
tin ores, thus producing a readily fusible
material, very hard when rendered so by
slow cooling, and easily cast with stone
molds into any shape desired. There
was no instrument which could not lie
made in this way out of bronze, and, once
provided with it, man was able to make
apid progress in civilization.

HELD UP.

A San Franciscan's Experience With
Placer Highwaymen.

George Ross, a San Francisco ship-
wright, relates to a San Francisco news-
paper reporter the following particulars
of the recent robbery near Auburn, in
which he was the victim :
"I stopped at the Gray Eagle mine |

Thursday morning after I left Forest
Hill," said Mr. Ross yesterday, "and was j
journeying along by team at an easy gait I
on tho road to Auburn, when I saw two
men, who appeared to be Chinese, stand- j
ing in the middle of the road right in my I
way. "ne had a double-barreled shot
gun and tho other a large pistol. The !
two covered rue with their weapons.
'You stop horses and get out,' said the
man with the gun, as ho cocked both
barrels. I did just as I was told, and the
man with tho pistol held the horses while
I got out. It was s rather uncomfortable-
situation, especially as the man with the
gun kept it close to my face.
"Iwas compelled to turn my pockets

inside out and throw their contents on
the ground. Luckily, I had left my
watcli at Auburn and had only |43 70 with
me. This the highwayman made me pick
up and hand to him, leaving mo 70 cents.
Iwas then allowed to get back into my
buggy and told to 'go on and say noth-
ing.'

"£lost no time in getting to Auburn,
where I informed Sheriff Conroy of my
adventure. He set out immediately in
company with two men, and went as far
as tho north and middle fork of the
American River, but found no trace of
the highwaymen. Yesterday I accom-
panied the Sheriff to the exact spot where
I was robbed, about six miles from
Auburn and near the Georgetown toll
bridge on the American River. The
Sheriff then made a fresh start, but when
1 last heard from him he was still work-
ing on the case.

"I think the man with the gun was not
a Chinese, although he was dressed as
one. Ho wore a mask made out of a
piece of cloth cut from his blue blouse.
tiedid not speak a word of Chinese to
his companion while they were holding
me up. Tho man at the horses' heads,
however, was jabbering Chinese all the
time, without getting a single answer.
They both seemed to understand what
they were about."

Negotiations were opened with tho Capa*

Agent of that company, they arranged for th«purchase Of about 230 acres of (botbill land
This bein- more than they had thought of
tnkinc for their own use, they spoke fo a
number of friends about it. with the result
that tbe tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Hiekok.4o acres; W. &
l.'amett, 20 acres; N. T. Qreathead, 80 acres;
Mrs. L. On-athead, 20 acres: W. M.Kny.'JO
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; K. A. Barker,
20acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20acres; E. It. Has-
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.

So far this had been merely a private yon«
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, It was round that so many
more would liketo join it than the area ofthe
purchase would admit of, th;»t it was sug-
gested on ail hands, -'Win not gel some mor«
land and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of :i stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation ofthe whole ofit,aftersubdividing
rtaccordicgto the requirements of the sub-
scribers.

vines, etc. This early purchase oftrees wafl
the means ol' Having between (3,000 and
S! 000 to the company, the prices in some
en-e, having more than doubled Blnee then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified ai>d the

\u25a0 of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went Into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all tho
members arranged u> set out all their lands In
fruit trees, etc, the tirsi year. Consequ«nUy
in this, the tirst season,some 40,000 trees and
between 20.000 and 30.000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Com pan v,
and a number ofpeople are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty aorea
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. \{n\r
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every ona who
lias visited It, but ouc thing Is very sure, and
that Is that this neglect will never again bo
fell in tbe valley.

The fruits set ont are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pear*,
prunes.

This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in It from time to time as many
of the beauties and curio-MMes of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money.
