Analarm was at once rung in,
but long before the fire department |
arrived at the scene the building was in
flames. The contents were so inflamma-
ble and the floors so soaked with oil that
the fire became uncontrollable alinost as

|
soon as it started. {

The warehouse of the firm adjoined the
refinery, and so quickly had the flames
spread that the warehouse, as well as the
refinery, was on fire and burning when
the firemen The firemen suf-
fered severely from the intense heat given
off by the burning oil, and were unable to
approach closely to the burning build-
ings.

After the fire had been burning for
about three hours a spark from the burn-
ing warehouse fell on the broom factory
of Zan Brothers & Feldman, and in a few
minutes the building was in tlames, 'lihe- |
firemen were wholly unable to cope with
the second fire, and the broom factory
vas totally destroyed.

A late estimate places the total loss at
120,005, Kelly, Dunne & Co. estimate
their loss at $40,000, and Zan Bros. place
place theirs at §75,000.

It is supposed that the fire is the work
of an incendiary. Oil was found on a
wood-pile at St. Vincent’s Hospital, and
it is supposed that some one was prepar-
ing to fire the hospital, which contained
150 patients, one-third of whom are hely
less.

George Jones, Fouuder of the
York “Times,’’ Passes Away.

the founder and publisher of the 7imes
was but the fulfillment of his youthful
ambitions, and from the day when the
first copy of the 7Vmes was issued to the
day of his death Jones has devoted to it,
to the exclusion of all other interests and
affairs, his undivided time and energies.
His success has been the success of the
journal he controlled. His honorable
-areer and repute were inseparably asso-
ciated with the career and standing of his
newspaper. It was in 1833 that Jones
came to New York. Greeley had pre-
ceded him by about two years. It wasin
the business office of Horace Greeley's
Tribune that Jones became first connected
with journalisin. In their early journal-
istic life they were closely associated.

Mr. Jones arrived here on July 16th.
Anxiety for his daughter, who was guite
sick, had completely exhausted
This and a complication of troubles
caused him to grow weaker and weaker.
Tuesday he commenced growing rapidly
worse, and finally died this morning.

The funeral services will be held Fri-
day morning at 10 o’clock, at Dr. New-
ton’s Church, Madison avenue and Six-
ty-sixth street, New York City.

MARYLAND FARMERS.
The Alliance Meets in Secret Session
at Baltimore.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 12.—The Farmers’
Alliance, or People’s Party, began its
second day’s session of the State Conven-
tion at 9 o’clock this morning. All out-
siders and reporters are excluded.

Resolutions were adopted this after-
noon by the Maryland State Farmers’
Alliance declaring that as all ciiizens
are equal, therefore taxation on
both real and personal property
ought to be equally imposed; that every
exemption from taxation is a direct ap-
propriation for the benefit of the owner
of the exempt property and an increased
levy on the property of taxpayers; that
no exemption law is just; that no law,
contract, or device, directly or indirectly
imposing the payment of any part of any

tax upon any man not the hona ftide
owner of the property, ought not
to be tolerated, but ought to
be illegal and +wvaid; that mort-

gages should be taxed when recorded;
that non-residents of the State ought not
to participate in the use and employment
of public property of the people of the
State, and therefore the oyster and other
fisheries of Maryland ought to be pre-
served by law for the sole use and bene-
fit of citizens of Margland.

The platform adopted at Ocala was in-
dorsed.

The following was also adopted: *‘The
Farmers’ Alliance and Industrial Union
is not and cannot become a political
party. The proper work of the order is
educational only, and the members are
first to decide with what party they will
act. Itis, on the other hand, for politi-
cal parties and managers thereof, each for
themselves, to determine what they will
do to deserve the moral support of the
order or the votes of its members.”

Frank Brown, Democratic nominee for
Governor, was indorsed for Governor in
the following:

“Whereas, Frank Brown of Carroll
County announced through the press in
his candidacy for the Governorship that
he avpeals to the farmers of Maryland for
sunport, and in publie speeches further
deciared his sentiments as favorable to
aid inupholding the agricultural interests.
Therefore, the Farmers’ Alliance of
Maryland desires to recommend his can-
didacy to favorable consideration of the
farmers of the State.”

Officers of the alliance and delegates to
the Supreme Council will be chosen to-
morrow, after which the convention will

Barge Crowded With Excursionists
Struck by a Cyclone

THE UPPER DECK TORN FROM ITS
FASTENINGS.

Thrown Down Upon the Mass of Hu-
man Beings—TFourteen People Xilled
and Twenty or More Seriously In-

Jured—The Nesults of the Accident

Supports of the Deck.

Mixeora (L. L), Aug. 12.—The em-
ployes of Theodore Kaiser of Graham
avenue, Brooklyn, went on an excursion
to Laurelton Grove, Cold Spring ITarbor,
to-day on the steamer Crystal Stream
and the barge Republic. There were S00
persons crowded together on the upper
deck of the barge. Suddenly a heavy
squall struck the barge and the upper

deck gave way, pinioning abhout fifty
persons. Fourteen persons were in-

stantly killed, and twenty or more in-
The injured were taken to Oyster
Bay for treatment. Eight women, four
children and two men were killed.

Just before leaving Cold Spring Harbor
dock for the return trip, after all the pas-
sengers were aboard, a squall came up.
The boat hands. anticipating a shower,
let down the canvas curtains, which are
to the hurricane deck of the
barge, and fastened them down to the port
side. This prevented the wind from
blowing through, and as one strong gust

| struck the barge it lifted the starbourd

side of the deck from its fastenings and
forced it over to the top port side. As it
pushed over the end ot the deck nearest
the dock to which the barge was tastened
it dropped down upon the hundreds of
women and children who had crowded
over to that side of the barge in an eftort
Lo escape.

In a moment the air was rent with
screams and agonizing eries of the vie-
tims, whose lives were bheing erushed
and limbs broken. It was in the midst
of a terrible storm, and the waves ran
high. Some persons think the mast of
the barge was struck by lightning, but
this is not known.

The otlicers, deck-hands and other men
on the steamer which had the barge in
tow lost no time in reaching the barge
and doing all in their power to rescue a

they could from the wreck. Willing
hands irom the grove and neighboring

places were also soon at work, and in
fifteen minutes the fallen deck was raise«
sulliciently to allow all those who wero
alive and uninjured to erawl out, and the
injured to be assisted from the barge.

It had been hoped that none were
killed, but the lifeless bodies of fourteen
were seen lying near the gunwale. All
had their lives crushed out by bei
caught between the edge of the fall
deck and the guard-rail. Women, chil-
dren and even strong men wept pite-
ously, as they looked upon the dead or
dying.

The pilot of the barge, whose name
could not be ascertained, was also killed

He was in the pilot-house when the wind
threw the deck over. He was thrown
over, and fell between the deck and the

boat. Among the injured are: Charles
Held, Mrs. Henry Isselmann, Mrs. Zerr-
maniu,

The injured were carefully ecarried
the steamer, which conveyed
them to Oyster Bay, a village a distance
of six miles, where they were attended to

by physicians. The bodies of the dead
were laid on the deck of the barge to

await the arrival of the Coroner.

The place where the accident occurred
is at the head of Cold Springs Harbor,
and is a favorite picnicking ground. The
falling and sad results are due entirely, it

| is said, to the rotten condition of the sup-

ports of the deck. Many of the excur-
sionists carried with them pieces of the
center posts, which show that they were
perfectly rotten at the core. The barge
itself, it is said, is unsafe in other particu-
lars.

Mrs. Schammant, whose daughter Liz-
zie was among the Killed, says she was
standing at the upper end of the barge.
She saw the storm coming, and was try-
ing to get to shelter when the cyclono
came and ripped the top of the barge off,
and a minute later she saw her daught-
er’'s legs sticking out from between the
guard-rail and the edge of the deck. She
could hear her screaming but could not
belp her. She does not know what be-
came of her sister, who was standing
near her, and fears she was also killed.

Geor Peters, who was slightly in-
jured, said: “Everybody had gone on
{m:mi the bs and steamer, and they
were just preparing to cast off the haw-
sers by which the barge was fastened to
the dock, when a ecyclone struck the
barge and threw it over to one side.
They had rolled down the canvas on
one side to protect those on board from
rain. which commenced to fall, when a
fearful gust of wind lifted the roof ott and
arried it with the pilot-house and every-
thing else over against the side nearest
the dock. A number of people were
crushed between the edge of the roof,
which dropped down when the supports
were broken, and I think most of those
who were killed had their lives crushed
out in this way. I assisted a number of
women and children to get from wun-
der the collapse. I never saw such a
terrible sight.”

Other accounts of the accident are simi-
lar to the foregoing. When the special
train carrying the survivors home
reached Brooklyn a crowd of 2,000 gath-
ered at the depot anxiously awaiting
news of those near and dear to them.
The Corner’s jury this evening viewed
the bodies of the dead and gave permits
for their removal to Brooklyn.

LIG HTi DRAUGHT VESSELS.

and in similar situations. We are very
much in need of such vessels at the pres-
ent time on the China ion, and several
vessels in the Behring Sea have been or-
dered to proceed to China as soon as they
can be spared to protect American inter-
ests there.”
