
SECRET OF THE WAR.

How the Shenandoah Might Have
Been Captured.

A Falthfbl California Official Sent Im-

Iportant and Timely Information to

the Government and Received a

Brutal Eebuko for Ills Pains.

Public interest in the careers of the Con-
federate cruisers has been revived by a
recent article from tlie pen of the execu-
tive officer oftho Alabama. Similar arti-
cles from the executive officer of the
Florida and tho Shenandoah might prove
even more interesting. As they probably
cannot be furnished, any information
concerning those cruisers ought to be
welcome. Commodoro Maffitt hus de-
Bcribed vividly the cruise of the Florida.
The story of tho Shenandoah has also
beon told, but thero is one incident of her
lifo told now for the lirst time. Her
career was as destructive as that of either
tho Alabama or the Florida.

Captain Semmes of the Alabama de-
stroyed vessels and cargoes valued at
17,5*7,60986, Captain Maffittof the Flori-
da, property valued at $3,098,(309 04, and
Captain Waddell of the Shenandoah,
ships and cargoes valued at $6,438,320 31.
And Waddell's cruise was for only a lew
months, the others lasting for years.
Much of the destruction caused by the I
Bhehandoah was after Lee's surrender
and after the war was over. Between i
Juno 24 and June 28, 1865, she captured ;
twenty-eight ships. Twenty-four were
burned and four were ransomed. Tlio j
four wero bonded so ss to get rid of pris- \
oners. This destruction ruined the whal- |
ing lleot in the Ninth Pacific The yes- j
scis were taken in couplets, triplets and
quartets. Ten capture-, were burned in
a lump above Behring's Straits. Itwas a
strange sight for an arctic latitude. The
icy seas were illuminatedwith the flames,
which painted the heavens like an aurora
boreal is.

Tho Confederate cruisers seemed to
have a Bpecial spite against the Yankee
whaler. They were helpless victims.
The Alabama began her career by burn-
ing two of them near the isle of .'lores,
and the Shenandoah finished hers by
obliterating the whaling industry in the
Northern oceans. It bias never fairly re-
covered from the blow. It lias been
charged that it was a foul blow. The
affidavit of Mr. Temple, laid before the
tribunal of arbitration at Geneva,asserts
ihat Captain Waddell destroyed fifteen
vessels afer he knew of the surrender of
Lee and the suppression of the insurri o-
liou. It derives more weight because of
a similar aihda> it made by Mr. Nye. It
is acknov< lodged that on the 28th of .June,
while burning the ten whalers, the
Captain received the news ofthe assassin-
ation of President Lincoln. This crime
was committed nearly a week after the
surrender o! Lee.

Captain Waddell defends his course by
naying that from a pri/e captured on June
2'}, 1865, he recoiveaa newspaper contain-
ing the correspondence between Grant
and Lee relative to the surrender. The
same newspaper, however, informed him
that the seat of the Confederate Govern-
menthad been removed fromßichmondto
Danville. It also contained a proclama-
tion from Jefferson Havis giving assu-
rance ofthe continuation of tiie struggle.
He claims, therefore, that he had m> right
to suppose that the war was ended, or to
cease his hostile endeavors. Hedeclan a
that be did not hear ofthe capture of Mr.
Davis until August Jd, a month and four
days after the whaling vessels were de-
stroyed. Then he dismounted his guns,
(dosed his ports, whitewashed his fun-
nels and saili d for Liverpool in the g
of a merchantman. He arrived thereon
November 6th, without having spoken
a single vessel during the long voyage
from the North Pacilic. lie saw* no land
after leaving Behring's Straits until he
reached the Irish CoasL He evidently
gave everything a wide berth. He had

i en making war on his own account
after the war was over. He manifestly
liad fears that he might not be able to
make bis assumed defense available. It
must have been an anxious voyage for
him. It would certainly have been much
bettor for him to sail direct for San Fran-
cisco if he had had entire confidence inthe strength of his defense.

The eventful career of the Shenandoah
thusolosedingloriously. It might have
bad a quicker ending if the United states
Government had paid heed to a faithful
official. He foresaw what was coming
and warned the authorities, lb- got a
merciless rebuff for his vigilance. The
story is now toldfor the first time. The
faithful official was Colonel Charles
James, then Collector of the Port ot San
Francisco. lie is now in Washington.
Hearing of bis action in the last days of
the war, I callod upon him, and found
him in his rooms upon Capitol Hill. Al-
though slowly recovering nrom an attack
of tlo- grip, In- received me with charm-
ing courtesy. Colonel James is six I
two, and in years more than the allotted
three score and ten. Ho has long and
diahelved whitehair. His eve la bright,
and his body as straight as an arrow. His
face is seamed with age. ami has a
thoughtful expression. He has had con-
siderable experience in political lifo, and
was appointed Collector b. President
Lincoln attho solicitation of Salmon P,
Chase. He had a personal acquaintance
with both.

"Yes," he replied, In answer to my
question, "1 know something of the ca-
: of the Shenandoah, she was tbe
last Confederate cruiser and tbe last to

There is no other rational explanation. If
the Government acta promptly it can
fcead her oil.

"Hooper aoaroed to have read tisc rid-

die intuitively. His words startled mo.
He impressed me at once with the accu-
racy of his convictions. There was no
othor way ofaccounting for the clearance
ofthis coal. Itold hiui he was dead riglit.
I felt that prompt action was required
imperatively. Our men-of-war were on
tho alert. They had been looking fortho
Shenandoah for some time, and she had
proved a veritable will-o'-the-wisp. Her
commander was shrewd and calculating.
Like Maffitt, he had been an officer in the
United states Navy, and he knew how to
elude pursuit. He was bent on doing
even more damage than tne Alabama
had done, und he could do it in less than
halt the time. Hero was an opportunity
to either overhaul or thwart him and pre-
vent the destructive blow at our com-
merce in the Pacific. There were ru-
mors that he had already reached Mel*
bourne and recruited a fullcrew. Ifso,
he had entered the Pacilic Ocean at the
Australian gate and was already far away
on his errand of destruction. A few
thought that he was ufter the steamships
plying between San Francisco and Pana-
ma. The fact that the coal was shipped
to the Marquesas might indicate this.
But i took no stock in it, nor did Hooper.
Tho shipping to Marquesas might have
been a ruse. It was intended for a steam-
ship, somewhere, and not an American
steamship. The Panama steamers were
too swill for tho Shenandoah, and the
risk too great. Besides, they carried
rilled cannon, and could put into Mexi-
can or Guatemalan ports at any time.
The whalers wero utterly defenseless,
and there was no risk. Infinitely more
damage could be done with greater ease
and in a much shorter time.

"It must have been 4 o'clock in the
afternoon when (Hooper came into my
office. We talked over the matter fifteen
or twenty minutes. I was so impressed
with tho gravity of the situation that I
wired the information to the department
at Washington, giving full details. I told
them what I apprehended aud reminded
them that Commodore Poor was in the

I harbor with the man-of-war Saranac 1
! added that I would ascertain whether he
| was prepared lo sail at once upon tiio re-

< ceipt of orders, and cut olf the Shenan-
doah. It was a long dispatch, and quite
an expensive one, but I thought the cir-
cumstances demanded it. I think that
the rates by overland telegraph at that
time were $2 50 for ten words. It did not
occur to me that i was unwarrantably
extravagant.

"After Bending tho dispatch Iput for
the bargo office. The Saranac was an-
chored fully a mile and a half away, n< ar
Gloat Island. The sun had set and it was

j growing dark. Itwas quite cold. There
was a strong wind and tne bay was boist-
erous. We pulled for the Saranac She

j had her lights out when I clambered up
her side. No one challenged inc. A

] man whom 1 took to be the officer of the
deck <ame forward. I asked for thecommander of the vessel. He replied
thatCommod >re Poor was the comman-
der. I saiel that I desired to see him.
The officerreplied that he was at dinner
in his cabiu and could not be Been. I
told him that 1 was the Collector of the
Port and that my business '.vas urgent.
'"I mns'. see him,' I said. 'Show me

the way to his cabin and I will take the
responsibility of disturbing him.'

" •Well, you'll have to take the respon-
sibility,' lc-answered, 'for its against the
Commodore's orders.'
"'lf you will not conduct me to the

cabin,' I said, -point out the way.'
"With a look, as if bethought I was

about to enter;', (ion's den, he pointed to
the gangway. I descended at once. I

The
officer was at his post. He seemed sur-
prised at my unceremonious visit. A-- I
descended to the boat I heard him say:
'That's a damned strange fellow. I won-
der what he's up to.'

"We Btarted for the city. The wind
was more furious and there were show-
ers ofspray. I was wet to the -kin when
I landed at the barge office. I went di-
rect to the telegraph offiea and informed

; the Treasury Department that Commo-
dore Poor wasri al\ to sail at a moment's
noth c.

"I spent, the evening at the Pacific
i Clv!;. There whs the usual tilk ovor the
; war. Sherman had finished his march
.to the sea, and was making his way
; throng!* the Carolinas. Expectation was
buoyant. My thoughts, however, weralon the Pacific, and my anxiety intense.

iNo one knew my apprehensions. I left
theclubat midnight. 1 was so eager for
Information from Washington that I
could not sleep. 1 went to my otliee early
in the morning. Mr. Hooper was among
the first callers, Bfe was astonished when
[told him that no reply to my dispatch

i had 1» en received. I again wir< d the de-
j parturient, asking wind I anas to do or

w bat was to be done. There was another
period of anxiety. At length, late in tho
afternoon, the reply came. 1 tore open
tiit« envelope Id breathless haste, xes,

, it was from Washington, and a character-
istic Washington dispatch. It ended my
anxiety, ana nearly ended me. It in-
formed me that tlie Government knew of
tb \u25a0 wh< .'. iboutsof e\ iry pound of coal
on the Pacific Ocean, ana t. Id me that I
must not spend so much money In tele-

i graphing.
"It dumfounded me mid horrified

Hooper. 'This dispatch killed all efforts
to save the a*haling fleet. Ialways fancied

' that it emanated irom the War Depart-
ment. It could not have been dictated
by the Secretary ofthe Treasury. 1 took
malignant satisfaction afterward In tele-
graphing the information I received as to
the depredations of the Shenandoah.
Within four months she burned twenty-
six whaling ships, valued, cargoes and
all, at over 55,300,000. Their sailo/S were
sent to San Francis, o in an utterly desti-
tute condition, half starved and half
clothed, [f the Government had paid
heed to my warning the destruction of

and Commodore Poor and the Saranac
have won as much fame as Commodore

NO EPIDEMIC PREVAILS.

The Health of the State, Generally
Speaking, is Good.

"What Secretary J. R. .Lame of the

State Board of Health Has to Say

ln His Monthly Iteport.

In the last monthly circular justpre-
! pared and distributed by ihe Secretary of
I the State Board of Health, that oilicial
! states that the health of the people
I throughout the State ia good. Mortality
j reports from (J(> cities, towns nnd villages,
j aggregating a population of 696,886, show
I 1,096 deaths irom all causes.

This is a percentage of L67 per 1,000 for
July, or 18.84 per annum.

There were illdue to com amptlon, 45
to pneumonia, 12 tv* bronchitis, sto ccn-

j gestion of the lungs, 16 to diarrhea and
dysentery, ti*_ to cholera infantum, 89 to
ether diseases of stomach and bowels, 31
to diphtheria, 10 to croup, sto scarlatina,
Tto measles, 5 to whooping-cough, sto
t\mho-malarial levers, 38 to typhoid

i lever, 2 to remittent and intermittent
livers, ii* to cerebro-spinal fever, 15 to
cancer, 80 to heart diseases, 12 to alcohol-

j ism and 473 to other causes.
There were i,"> deaths frompneumonia,

as against 59 in June; 12 from bronchitis,
j as against 29 in .June, and 5 from conges-
tion ofthe lungs, as against IS in June.
This shows a marked decrease in acute
dis.uses ofthe respiratory organs.

Tiiere were _K. deaths trom typhoid
j fever, and 5 from typho-malarial.fevers,
