
LAST SAD RITES.

THE REMAINS OF JAMES HUSSEEE
LOWELL LAID AT REST.

Simple liut Impressive Fnneral Serv-

ices Attended by a Large Gather-

ing ofDistinguished Men.

Special to the Record-Union.
Boston, Aug. 1-4.—Simple but impress-

ive funeral services over the remains
of the lato James Russell Lowell were
hold in Appleton Chapel, Cambridge, at
noon to-day. Ihe chapel waa crowded
to overlloAving, and many were unable to

got in. Seldom has thero been witnessed
such a gathering of those distinguished
in literary and other professions as Avere
gathered to pay the last tribute of lovo
and respect to tho deceased author, critic,
poet and diplomatist. Thore were no
services at Elmwood, the poot's lato
home.

Shortly after 12 o'clock the funeral pro-
cession moved into the church. Mrs.
Burnett, in the deepest of mourning, was
escorted by her eldest son, and tho rest of
tho children came next, followed by the
nurses and servants.

Bishop Phillips Brooks and Key. Will-
iam Lawrence, Dean of the Episcopal
Theological School of Cambridge, met
tho remains in tlie vestibule. Key. Mr.
Lawrence reading "I am tlio resurrection
and the life," bs they preceded the casket
down ilv> church.

The honorary pall-bearers were: Dr.
Oliver Wendell Holmes, Christopher
Cranch, John Holmes, Professor Charles
Elliot Norton, Professor Child, C. F.
Choate, George William Curtis, William
\)'-,\\\ Howell--, Professor John Bartlett
ami President C. W. Eliot of Harvard
University.

The coffin, which was borne by the
undertaker's assistants, was covered
with black broadcloth and bore a silver
plate, on which was inscribed: "Died
August 12, 1891, .lames Russell Lowell,
aged 72 years, ,*> months."

Flora] tributes were very few in num-
ber and modest in character. An ivy
wreath picked at Elmwood rested on the
bead of the casket, another wreath of ivy
from the field hung over one corner of
the reading-desk, and a wreath of roses
irom Mrs. Putnam lay upon the lloor at
the has,, ofthe pulpit.

The services iv the church wero very
simple, as befitted the nature oftho man,
consisting solely of the Episcopal service
for th«- dead, ami vocal music by the
Temple Quartet of Boston.

The body was not exposed to view . and
was taken to Mount Auburn immediately
after the service at the chapel, followed by
about fifteen carriages. There was no
service at the grave.

While the body was being conveyed lo
it-- las' resting place in Mount Auburn
the churcl; bells throughout the city were
tolled and the Hags were displayed at
half-mast by order ofthe Mayor.

The spot selected for the poet's grave, it
is understood, was of his own choosing.
The lot is in a valley in the rear of the
cemetery, and directly inthe Bhadowof
the Longfellow lot, where rest the re-
mains of America's famous bard. An
immense crowd was gathered in the
cemetery. Bishop Beach pronounced the
last prayer, which completed the 1

fal burial service, for, although Br.
-Owellwasa Fnitarian.it was his wish

that the ftineral services should be from
the Episcopal service book.

Among those in attendance were five
survivors of the class of »38 of Harvard,
of which Dr. Bow ell wa ia member. The
Order of Loyal Legion, of which Dr.
Lowell was a member, was also repre-
sented. Among other notable people
pn sent were Miss Ellen T. Emerson,
daughter of Ralph Waldo Emerson, and
B. r.. Anderson of Madison, Wis.

A contract was entered into for the
purchase ol a large number of fruit tree),
vines,etc. This early purchase of trees wai
th-- means of saving between *:<,ooo and
94,000 to tlie company, the prices InsomS
cases having more than doublet since then.

The Ideas which th" prospectus sot forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went Into itdoubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all tho
members arrang- a to Bet oui all their lands in
fruit trees, etc., the tirst year. Consequently
in this, the Urst season,.some 40,000 trees and
between 20.000 and 30,000 vines will be
planted.

Tiie satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number ofpeople are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
fbture, as well as forthe beautiful valley ln
Which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has Visited it, but one thin- Is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again bo
felt iv the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly ofthe standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, tia;s, ruisin grapes, etc., while along
both shies of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their iirae. ful shade.
A considerable|number ol citrus trees are also
hein-_v set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can b
fully grown In the valley, about which tho
eoloiiists appear to have no doubt, pro-. ,
proper care Is given tothe young trees. Neal
1). Barker, Genial Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care Is to be as*
cribed much of the Buccess ol the venture.

Mention should bo mode of the town-site,
about whicli there is a pleasant innovation
Which might with profit be fallowed by morn
ambitious places. A small park ofsome tl n S
acres iias been laid out right in the center of
the town.
