Washington, Aug. kj.—The result of

the investigation by the Civil Service ;
Commisson of the charges that last
spring the civil service law provisions
as to political assessments, etc., was be-
in*;ruthlessly violated in Baltimore, has
been submitted to the President.

Commissioner .Roosevelt's report says,
in part, that the primaries of March 30th
were marked by a very bitter contest be-
tween two factious of the Republican
party—really a light between oilicc-hold-
ers and disappointed ofliee-seekers.
Party success was a secondary considera-
tion, important only because it facilitated
to get offices.

Roosevelt cites this as an illustration of
"much-vaunted usefulness" to any party
oftheoffice-seeking variety ofward-work-
ers. The ward-worker, who is simply in
politics for tho offices, is a curse to the
community. His political activity is
purely unhealthy and mischievous. Gov-
ernment office-holders must be taught in
one way or another that their duty is
to do the work of the Government for the
whole people, ami not to pervert his
office for the use ofany party or faction.
"The evidence seems dear," says the
Commissioner, "Unit both the Postofflce
ami Marshal's office were used for the
purpose ofinterfering with or controlling
the result of the primary election, awiu

that there was a systematic, though
sometimes indirect, effort made to assess
tiie Government employes."

The Commissioner asks the dismissal of
twenty-live nun in the Marshal's otlice
ami other departments. "'lt is evident,"
he says, '"that the non-classified service
in almost every patronage <-tnee was
treated as a bril,ery-che.st from which to
reward influential ward-workers. Ap-
pointments were made secondarily, with
a vi<.w t.. tiio well-being of the public
service.

BRIGHT OUTLOOK.

Estimate of Farm Products for tho
Present Year.

Nkw York, Aug. 16.—The American
Agriculturist, in an annual review of tho
harvests to be published in the September
issue, estimates tbat the farm profits this
year will be $1,000,000,000 more than dur-
ing recent years of depression. On a

j basis of the present prospects the corn
! crop of 1S!»1 is estimated to be 2,iM)0,000,*i00

bushels; wheat, f;00,000,00<.> bushels; oats,
622,000,000 bushels. In 1890 the wheat
crop was 150,000,000 and oats 1M,000,000
bushels.

The total yield of wheat, corn and oats
on a basis of tin's estimate will be 125.8 per
cent, greater than last year, and 14.7 per
cent, above tin-average of the preceding
eleven years. On this basis tho value of the
corn crop will be to the farmers 81,(X»o,-
--000,000, wheat, $500,000,000, and oats $250,-
--000,000. This is $450,000,000 more than the
value of theso crops in 1890, and $625,-
--000,000 more than the value of the average
of these crops from 1860 to 1890 inclusive.

Cotton and rice will command better
prices than last season. Cattle are worth
one-third more than eighteen months
ago, with other live stock in proportion.
Tobacco is advancing heavily. Hops are
firm at good prices. Winter fruit will
command large values. Vegetables are
yielding fairly, with every indication of
a remunerative market. The export out-
look was never better. Immensely in-
creased sums must bo sent to tho United
States for onr produce Ofcourse ulterior
influences may interfere with these brill-
iant predictions, but it is almost certain
that the farmers will secure better proliu
on crops than ever before:.

Nkw York, Aug. 10.^-Tho history of
James W. Miller, says a morning paper,
if folly told, would read like fiction.
Miller is an ex-couvicl, better known as
"Shoebox." He was introduced to Miss
Stuart Mosby by Count Mitkiewicx, to
whom he had been presented by promi-
nent citizens of Pittsburg, As already
told, he became engaged to Miss Mosby,
and that lady's brother, on learning of
Miller's past, tried t<> shoot the Count,
whom he thought had acted knowingly.

! Close on the story, why no defense was
made when Millerwas convicted of tor-
turing and robbing the old couple at

I Brady's Bend, Pa., comes a partial eor-
roboration by Miller's attorney.

The story, stated in substance, is as fol-
lows: Millerwas an assumed name; that
the man knew nothing of the crime for
which he was convicted, but that on the
night of the robbery he had shot, and, as
he supposed, killed a "pal." When ar-
rested he feared to make a defense, and
thus reveal the whereabouts and face,
as he believed, a charge of murder. This

' shooting was done in Cleveland. The
jvictim recovered, and the police never
knew of it at all.

D. Moore, who defended
Miller, yesterday made a statement based
on the confidential story of his client at
the time. In this Moore says: "Milleris

i era! Mosby's daughter.
"The man known as 'Shoebox' Miller

< ity. Miller is a name adopted long
after his separation from his wealthy

• parents. When Miller was yet a childbis father and mother separated. The
! child was deserted by the father. The
I mother died, and he was thrown upon
the mercies of the world. Since that time
he has borne bitter hatred for his father;
in fact could not recognize him. Ihave
positive proof that Miller was in Cleve-
land on the night of the robbery, and
never held one of the stolen bonds. At
Miller's request 1 have written a letter to
Miss Mosby tolling her the facts. The
man who committed the Conner crime

| confessed and paid me money to defend
I Miller. Iknow he is an innocent man."

FRAUDULENT OPIUM LABELS.

Thousands of Them Unearthed in
San Franciscos Chinatown.

OVER $100,000 WORTH OF OPIUM
HAS BEEN SEIZED.

Ton Chinamen Arrested on an Island

Near Port Townsond for Illegally

Entering the United States and Or-

dered to bo Returned to China—Ter-

rific Explosion of Dynamite r.t San

Francisco.

Sax Fkancisco, Aug. it!.—One of ihe

biggest frauds ever engaged in by tho
Chinese to avoid the payment of duty on
opium has been unearthed by the rev-
enue officials. Ten thousand bogus
labels, bearing a counterfeit signature of
Special Agent Thomas, and over $100,000
worth of opium has been seized.

For a few weeks past Collector of In-
ternal Revenue Quinn and Collector
Phelps suspected that too much opium
had been stamped in Chinatown, and In-
spector Simons was detailed by Mr.
Quinn to investigate tho matter. Simons
went to work Wednesday, but it was not
until the following Friday that a clew-
was obtained. On that day he was ap-

I proached by Lee Gin, who informed him
i that he intended establishing an opium
I factory, and offered to pay him $50 a
j month ifhe would fix itwith the revenue

• otheors so they would not bother his
i place. Simons seemingly acquiesced in
j the proposition and gained the China-
man's confidence. He further said that

! lie could get all the labels he wanted with
Thomas' signature.

Aetincr under Collector Quinn's instruc-
tions, Simons procured twenty of the

I counterfeiters' stamps and arranged to
' get 30,000 more. Those secured were
compared with tho genuine and found to
be very clever forgeries. I3y close com-
parison it was found that a slightly dif-
shade of ink had been used, and that the
words "examined" and "domestic
opium" were in more extended type than

j in the genuine stamp. The strip of pa-
per Avns also wider.

From several tins of opium labels were
: removed and the bogus ones substituted.

These passed through the hands of In-
spector Thomas and were pronounced all
right.

Simons was sent back to Lee Gin to
make arrangements for the delivery of

! l(»,o(M) stamps at fifty cents apiece at his
house, as a first installment.

The Chinaman was there at the ap-
pointed time with the labels, and so was

! inspector Patterson, who placed him un-
der arrest.

When 10,000 of them were produced the
Inspector was staggered and thunder-

; struck at the stupendous forgery. He
then declared that tho signatures could
not have been written by him, and asked
fora thorough investigation. At his re-
quest his residence was searched and all

I possible efforts were made to ascertain if
I he had any connection with the affair,; but no evidence was found.

Yesterday at about noon Wong Gee On,
a photographer at 800 Stockton street, was
arrested for complicity, as blank and
Stamped labels were found in his room.
.Revenue Inspectors Noyes and Patterson
later found where the rubber stamps had
been manufactured.

It is not known how many bogus labels
have been issued, but the number is
thought to be very large.

BIBS. SEARLES' WILL.

Timotliy Hopkins' Attorney En Route
to Massachusetts.

San Fraxcxsoo, Aug. 16.—The code of
Massachusetts allows only thirty days
from the time of the filing of a will for
probate within which to institute pro-
ceedings to contest. Of this time only
live days remain in which tho will of
Mrs. Hopkins-.Searles can be legally at-
tacked.

Hossell J. Wilson, the attorney for
Timothy Hopkius, is speeding eastward
in the interest of hw client, but as he left
the city on Friday night he cannot possi-
bly reach Salem, Mass., in time to file the
papers in the proposed contest. It has
been arranged, however, that a leading
Arm of Boston lawyers will protect the
interests of the disinherited son in that
State.

Mr. Hopkins' legal advisers in this city
arc in favor of waiting and watching the
proceedings in tlio Massachusetts courts,
and if their advice is followed it is prob-
able that no contest will bo made here at
all. The light, however, will assuredly
take place, either here, in Massachu^ts
Or in New York, and Mrs. llonkins i». .1
Mrs. M. S. Severance, both nieces of the
testatrix, will be parties with Timothy
HopkiiiH in the. proceedings.

The proceedings which have al-
ready been had in California courts are
considered merely temporary, pending
the ultimatum of Mr. Hopkins and his
counsel. J. S. Severance, the special ad-
ministrator, is daily expecting to be re-
leased from his ambiguous position.

CHANGE FOR CHEAP COAL.

Large Deposits of a Good Quality
Found in Soriora, Mexico.

Washington, Aug. l(j.—The reports of
extensive anthracite, coal fields in Bouora
are confirmed by advices to the Bureau
of American Republics.
