Another Lively Day in the East-
ern Grain Markets.

STRONG OPENING FOLLOWED BY A

Old Traders Report that the Rapidity

nnd "Wide Ranjjo of Fluctuations at

iChicago Kxcceded Anything Ever

Before Seen—Heavy Foreign Buyinp;

at the Bottom of the Present Flurry.

CmcAOo, Aug. 17.—This was another

banner day in wheat. Saturday's con-
fusion could hardly be exceeded, yet
Visitors in the gallery to-day were well
entertained, and the gentlemen on the
floor were not heard to complain of a
lark of action. Before the exchange
opened the bean were predicting a big
drop, while the enthusiastic bulls were
talking dollar-and-a-quarter wheat.

When business began the familiar
howl went up, and it was impossible for a
while to tell what was being done. De-
cember wheat closed Saturday at ?1 (K>J.

At the opening this morning £1 09 was
bid,t>l 10bid, $1 H bidand $1 11|. Some
was had at all prices named in the lirst
ten seconds. Within the first three-quar-
ters of an hour there had been sales a 1
SI 12J,§1 V.'A, and soon at $\ 14. In the
bight of the excitement one trade was
made of 10,800 bushels at $ 15.

Suddenly it became known that sev-
eral houses with foreign connections in
Orders were selling hourly. This was
enough. If thero had been a wildncss
in previous buying, there was little short
of insanity in the Belling craze which fol-
lowed. Bears who had been too fright-
ened to sell for several days made a com-
bined onslaught, in which they were
aided by the timid ones who had been
following tho bull lead. December
then dropped. The most determined
cll'orts of the bulls would only result in
keeping itup fora moment or two. With-
iu a very few moments it reachedsl or>.
Then, favorable bull news coming in, it
advanced to |1 07. But, after an hour,
see-sawing back and forth near that
figure, itdeclined to £1 04J, and then ad-
vanced to fl 05$.

About noon a telegram was received
from li. l*. Hutchinson by one of his
friends, saying: "Foreigners are selling
frantically, and wheat will drop." The
dissemination of this prophecy encour-
aged the bears and the market quieted
down. The many "longs'" figured out
that they were drawing <»n the shoal, and
as a result they became panic-stricken.
JJarly buyers turned sellers, the 1" an
pushed, and December wheat dropped
with a rush to £1 Ott, finally closing at
Jtl 03|.

Old traders said that the rapidly and
wide range of fluctuations to-day ex-
ceeded anything seeu before on the board.
Tr.'.'.es were not taken by brokers on less
than a ten cent margin.

As the thing stood to-day at the close, it
is said that no Chicago man made a cent,
and while most of them lost more or less,
many now have their entire fortunes at

made the most money. One prominent
broker tried, it is said, the "farmers' ff

market. The advance to the farmer, he
said, had been over twenty cents a
bushel.

Dealers and brokers are unanimous
that heavy foreign buying is at the bot-
tom of the present Hurry. The idea that
the manipulators were New York specu-
lators is now generally scouted. The

ral notion is that the shortage ol
wheat abroad has drawn many heavy
foreign buyers into the market, and the
upward tendency hns found Chicago
holdings short. One well posted broker
lay8 all the uncertainty to Russia.

"what Russia's wheat amounts to, or
whai to expect from Europe, they would j
know what to do. Bui as it is. they h-t.i-

THE &AIH i.sT.

Promise of a VAX Yield Throughout
the -Northwest.

St. Pavi, Aug. 17.—Harvesting is well
•under way all over the Northwest, and
the promise of a big yield is more than
fulfilled. The wheat averages from
twenty-five '<> thirty bdahela to the acre,
and the increased yield from the increased
acreage makes 150,000,000 bushels the
minimum product for the Dakotas and
Minnesota, other grains are close to
wh< at. < >ats especially arc turning out
well. Great trouble is experienced in
procuring labor to handle the immense
crop, and the railroads are hard at work
preparing to handle the grain. The lack
of storage facilities will compel the great
majority of farmers to dispose of their
grain soon, and transportation facilities
will be taxed to their utmost. The
weather for harvesting is all that could be
desired.

THE CROPS IN ITALY.
ROUE, Aug. 17.—The Italian harvest

reports indicate this year's crops- to be
equal to those of 1890. Recent rains havegreatly improved the corn crop, which
promises tobe good. Anabundant yield
of wine from the grape crop is also ex-pected.

RUSSIA'S CHOP.
Sr. Petersburg, Aug. 17.—The Minis-

ter of Finance announces that the yield
of rye was estimated at 711,000.000 poods,
but owing to present supplies being
nearly exhausted. 994,000,000 poods will
be required to supply the wants of peas-
ants for sowing. The deficit must be
supplied by potatoes and maize.

| minent Such is the state of affairs that
it is now known tho foreign Ministers
wire compelled to inform the Chinese
Government that a joint naval demon-
stration ofan effective nature, in which

I the French, American, British and Ger-
man squadrons will take part, willhe or-
dered in the near future unless speedy
reparation is made lor the injuries, out-
rages and abuses complained of by the
Ministers of the Powers.

v. hich willnot be suppressed in our time.

FRANCE AND IUnSIA.

Inspired Denial ol" tho JlenorL That a
Secret Treaty lias Been Concluded.
London, Aug. 17.—The St. Petersburg

agent ofthe Reuters Telegraph Company
has been furnished with the following in-
spired denial of the report that a secret
treaty has been concluded between
Prance and Russia: En detail it is de-
nied that either Admiral Gervais or any
other French or Russian representa-
tive has signed or concluded verb-
ally any i onvention between Prance and
Russia. It is also asserted from the same
source that conferences have been held
on the subject, ami that the well-know n
raphrochements between France ?nd
Russia (loes not date from the present
time, but it is added thai it was occa-

: gioned lone ago by international circum-nces rather than a spontaneous desire
of the Powers themselves, and that it has
since continued to prow.

The statement says the visit of the
French fleet to Cronstadt and the en-
thusiastic reception of the Frenchmen
only served to solemnly confirm the
good entente previously existing.

The "inspired official denial" alsoas-
s that the visit of the French fleet had

the effect of ripening the entente to such
a point that it can be converted into an
alliance, should the conduct of the ene-
mies of Prance and Russia render a
formal treaty necessary, li is staled in
conclusion that the alliance has not yet
been concluded, nor is it in propagation,
either in Paris or st. Petersburg. Such

It is openly
stated that if Switze land continues to re-
fuse to grant the concessions demanded
by Austria and GeiMany that the value
of any commercial arrangement made at
Munich between Austria, Germany and
Italywill be greatly impaired, as it was
understood that arrangements made at
Berne or Vienna wero to form a basis of
the entire scheme. Italy is a large con-
sumer of German and Austrian manu-
factures, who naturally desire to secure
her trade, while they buy but little ofItaly.
The latter's willingness to join the com-
mercial league which would injure her
best customer for the benetit of her poor-
est, mystifies all outsiders though it may
be perfectly clear to those who are poll-
ing the wires at the present moment.

It should lie borne in mind that
the authorities of Salvador respected the
existing treaties,and made nodemand for
the surrender of :iny "tin r refugees on
board the Panama, it is a serious mat-
ter that the Government of the United
States should set our interests at defiance,
though justice is manifestly on our side.
Surely, thon, we have fallen on times
when ihe right of forob prevails over the
force of right."
