
MUNICIPAL MATTERS.

Double-Track Franchises and Street
Improvement.

Tho Electric Railway Company Asks

to bo Allowed to Operate a Road

on Sixth and Q Streets.

At yesterday's session of the City Trus-
tees a communication was received from
the Central Street Railway Company, ac-
companied by a proposed ordinance
granting a franchise to the said company
to construct, maintain and operate by
electricity a street-railway on Sixth
street, from .1 to Q, and through Q street
to Twenty-eighth. The franchise was
framed in the same manner as that asked
for on P street.

There was no discussion whatever over
the proposed franchise, which was laid
over under the rule.

COXCKIININO FIUK-PLUGS.
Tho board then took up and passed an

ordinance to the effect that it shall be un-
lawfulfor any person to blockade or ob-
struct fire-plugs of the city by which a
tire engine La prevented from attaching
thereto a hose, or is prevented from using
water from any such plug at a tire. Any
person violating the ordinance shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and
shall upon conviction be fined not to ex-
ceed |100, or imprisonment not to exceed
twenty-five days, or by both tine and
imprisonment.

THE AWNING OUIMXANCKS.
The next subject taken up was a pro-

posed ordinance regulating the character
of strc< t awnings, known as the MoGuire
ordinance.

There was another ordinance before the
board on the same subject, the main dif-
ference between them being that the lat-
ter requires that all awnings shall project
to the outer edge of the sidewalks.

The matter was discussed fora time and
laid over for further consideration.

THE GBAVKIi US TOO OOARSE.
T. 11. Cook appeared before the board

and entered his protest against the paving
of Thirteenth street, between X and L,
with gravel containing cobble-stones.
He said the big stones were left on or
ne:ir the surface and aro a menace to
vehicles, besides making it very un-
comfortable lor people to travel over it.

ROGERS DISCHARGED

.ludii*' (at lin Says There Was Nut
Enou^ii Evidence.

Albert Rogi is, who was recently held
to answer in the Police Court on a charge
of assault with, a deadly weapon, was

released from custody by Soperior Judge

Catlin yesterday afternoon on a writ of
habeas corpus.

Rogers was accused of having pointed
a pistol at a man named White, and
threatened to shoot him. Rogers had
once had White arrested for stealing his
watch, and the evidence showed that
White thirsted for revenge. Ho threat-
ened to kill Rogers, and when he ad-
vanced upon the latter, Rogers drew a
pistol.

Robert T. Devlin, Rogers' attorney,
argued thut the evidence showed seff-
defenso more than an assault. Beside
this, he said, there was no evidence that
Rogers' pistol was loaded, and conse-
quently it whs not a deadly weapon. The
commitment from the Police Court was
defective because it did not give the date
ofthe alleged assault.

I'i-trict Attorney Ryan argued that
Rogers had committed an assault and
should beheld, but Judge Catlin did not
think the, evidence was strong enough,
and ordered Rogers discharged.

The Weather Bureau's report shows

tho temperatures at 5 a. U. and 5 p. .m.
yesterday to have been 61° and 90", while
the highest and lowest was <)1 J and 61°,
with fresh to brisk southerly breezes and
a cloudless sky.

Yesterday was tho eleventh day in suc-
cession upon which a temperature of 90°
and above was recorded, the highest be-
ing 98°, on the !»th and l>;th, making a to-
tal of thirteen days for this month with a
temperature above 90v, the highest being
100°, on the Ist. There have been but
four pleasantly cool days since the month
begun, although the nights have gener-
ally been coo! and pleasantly agreeable.
The warmest nights were those ofthe Bth
and 9th, the temperature falling to but
«i-J.

The highest and lowest temperatures
one year ago yesterday were !Jir and 60°,
and one year ago to-day S0 J and t>o\ with
brisk southerly winds and a clear sky.

Tho barometer is low and falling, the
readings at sa. m. and 5 p. m. yesterday
being 29.90 and 29.81 inches, reduced to
sea-level.
