Trades a committee consisting of W. R.
Selkirk, T. J. Garrison and John D. Jost
was appointed, whose duty it was to visit
the railroad shops, freight sheds and all
the business houses, and request that
they close, for at least a part ofthe day,
go that the employes might take partin
the parade.

The committee started in with its work
with a will yesterday, and met with such
success that they became enthusiastic
over the prospects for a grand demonstra-
tion on Labor Day. They first called on
Master Mechanic Small, of the shops,
and that gentleman informed them that
while it would be injudicions and harin-
ful to the company’s interests to close for
the entire day, there would be no objec-
tion to closing at moon, thus giving the
employes a half-holiday. In fact, the
company would do this voluntarily and
willingly, as it was in hearty sympathy
with the cause of labor. The committee-

pen said this was all they could ask, and
departed in high spirits.
