Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and
between 20,000 and 30,000 vines will be
planteq,

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effeet of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
joining in with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful vailey in
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come 1o be g0
long neglected is a puzzle to every ons who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
telt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, ete,, while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade,
A considerablelnumber ot eitrus trees are ilso
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
Gemonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
