FIGHTING NEAR VALPARAISO.

Thousands Killed and Wounded in

EVERT AVAILABLE IAN IN ARMS.

Constant Stream of Wounded Be-
ing Brought Into the City.

NOTHING KNOWN AS TO WHICH
HAS THE ADVANTAGE.

All the Strength of the Rebels Cen-

tered Around Valparaiso—Should

the Insurgents Succeed In Capturing:

tho City, It "Will Mean the Collapse

of Bulmaeeda's Forces — Admiral

Brown In Readiness to Protect

American Subjects.

Valparaiso, Aug. 23. — Within the

past few hours it has been apparent
that a battle which may decide the late
of Chile would scon be fought, and
the question as to who shall govern
the republic decided. At first it was
thought that the insurgents would march
rapidly southward to this city, which is
only twenty miles from Quintero Bay.
v. Idle the fleet would proceed also to
Valparaiso, and a combined sea and
land attack would be made, but early
yesterday morning, and from the charac-
ter ofthe work, it was soon evident that
Balmaceda intended to take the initiative
and give battle to the enemy outside the
city. Regiment after regiment started
for the north, until every available man
of the President's force had left the city
except soldiers enough to man the forts
and prevent any successful attempt to
carry the city by the hostile fleet and
enough police to prevent the possibility

The land telegraph lines between San-
tiago and Valparaiso were cut on August
20th, itis supposed on the line of tho
railroad running northward from Valpa-
raiso to Santiago. Tho Government is
taking every possible precaution to pre-
vent any news fronn leaving hero.

FINAL DBSPKRATB BTRtTOGX^K.
Nkw York, Aug. 23.—The Herald

this morning prints a Valparaiso (Chile

dispatch, as follows: Balmaceda and the
Junta de Gobierno aro clinched in a final
desperate struggle for the mastery of the
Republic OfChile. The battle-ground is
in full view of Valparaiso, lt has been
raging three days.

The first engagement was at tbe mouth
ofthe Aconcagua on Friday, and resulted
in a reverse to the Government. Afinal
test of strength is now being made at
Vina del Mar Bosch, live miles from Val-
paraiso.

Thursday news came that an army of
Kid rebels landed at Quainlero 3ay. Bal-
maceda was taken by surprise, but soon
got his troops to tho front to prevent, if
possible, the rebels crossing the Aconco-
gua River. Six insurgent warships
anchored in Cosnon Bay, at the mouth of
tho river, and the rebels attempted cross-
ing under cover ofships' guns. The bat-
tle lasted nearly all day.

The insurgent artillery, aided by guns
from the ships, waa too much tor the
Covtrnmeut troops, and they Were forced
to retire, which they did in good order.
LeM than 20,000 troops were engage.l, and
nearly 3,000 were killed and wound d.

The commanding General of the Gov-
ernment troops chose a strong position
On the beach al Del Mar as his second
hue of defense, and leaving forco enough
in front of the enemy to cheek his pro-

n somewhat, took his place there yes-
terday and went to work to strengthen it
as much as possible.

Tho insurgents ntoadilj poshed their
wayforward, driving the comparatively
small Government forces before them.
ii was a constant skirmish for fifteen
mUesover a broken country. Atevery
point of vantage th4 Balmacedana made
a stand, and while constantly forced to
give way before superior numbers, they
retarded the advance and gave the main
army a chance to better prepare itself for
a le. isive fight.

Late ill tlie evening tho attacking party
arrived in front of Baluufceda'a main line
of defense. It waa then too late to give
battle.

In the meantime Balmaceda, himself in
command, w. Nt to the front with over
30,000 available men, whilethe insurgent j

had only about 7,000. At the back of the
Government tine hi Fort Callas, whose
heavy guns done good work into-day'a

. rafting the army by land aud pre-
Vinting the insurgent fleet from doing
anything but long-range firingi Tl
ships sent all available men with
arc guns to aid the land forces in the at-
tack on Balmaceda's position.

( ;re. H nt prevails in the city.

Everyone left here is anxiously watch-
ing the progress ofthe battle. A heavy
pail ofsmoke hangs like aclood o\ r the
city. The most powerful glass cannot
penetrate it, and only occasionally can
the troops' movements be even
'.here is a constant stream of W

being brought into the city from the

front, and a temporary hospital is ! elng

fitted up wherever possible, Tht
cal force of the city has its hands full,

and all tho women have volunteered as
nurses.

From the wounded only the most frag-
mentary information as to the progress
of the fight can be obtained, and it is
utterly impossible now to form any judg-
ment as to which side is getting the bet-
ter of it.

Admiral Brown, commanding the
American fleet, and other foreign com-
manders have combined to protect tho
lives and property of foreign citizens.

Should the revolutionists succeed in
defeating or repulsing the Government
troops in the present struggle they have
to cross a small creek which separates the
beach from the village of Vina del Mar,
and on taking possession of the village
would be in the rear of Fort Callao. With

ja fleet on one side, the fort and insurgents
on the other, it would be untenable.
Thus the northern defense of Valparaiso
would fall, making the work of capturing
tho city much easier.
It is the universal believe that Valpa-

raiso will be bombarded by the fleet
should Balmaceda fail, and the victorious
army would make a land attack. If, on
the other hand, Balmaceda gains a vic-
tory, tho fleet will cover the retreat ofthe
insurgents, and, ii' necessary, re-embark
tiie troops.

Allthe Government officials here are
confident that Balmaceda will drive the
insurgents back, and, if he does not en-
tirely destroy them, compel the remnant
to re-embark in transports and return to
the North.

Tiie fall of Valparaiso would mean a
practical collapse of Balmaceda's power.
Tha outside; forces nre now engaged.
There are no forces to oppose the march
of the insurgents to Santiago, and they
would, with that city as a base of oper-
ations, soon overrun all the southern
provinces.

On tlie other hand, the defeat ofthe in-
surgents would mean a result little less
than decisive, for the rebels have put
forth all the strength they have, and
whileBalmaceda would not be able to
follow up the victory and take possession
ofIquique and other northern ports un-
til the arrival of the new warships, it is
hardly likely that the .Junta could re-
cover from a crushing defeat on Del
Mar.

STRUCK A 111 KItICANE.

Ocean steamers Encounter Roiu_h
Weather on the Atlantic.

LONDON, Aug. 23.—The steamer Loch
Lomond from Montreal, which has ar-
rived at Dundee, experienced a hurri-
cane on the voyage. The weather was so
severe that the mon having charge of the
cattle on board were unable to approach
them for two days. Seventy-seven head

: of cattle were lost, and scarcely one head
escaped injury. There was a sickening
scene as tne vessel was discharging her
cargo, a number of butchers being busily
engaged for several hours in killoi'g
cattle, both aboard the steamer and in
the quay.

Tiie British steamer Dehomyer, which
had:on board a consignment of powder,
was completely shattered by an explo-
sion. Mie beached at Vigo, where she
was burned, 'ihe crew was saved.

DREADFUL ACCIDENT.

A Large Business Building in New
York Collapses.

MANY PEOPLE BURIED BENEATH
THE RUINS.

Not Loss Than Fitly Persons Believed

to Have Lost Their Lives—Sixteen

Bodies Already Beeovered, Many

Burned so Badly That They Could

Spoclnl to the IiECORD-UNro.l.

Nkw Yomc, Aug-. 23.—A most disas-
trous accident occurred yesterday after-
noon in Park place, between Greenwich
street and College place. At the time of
the accident the Btreet waa filled with
people and heavily-laden wagons and
tracks.

A small, vaporish cloud was seen to
burst from the ground floors of Nos. 70,
72 and 74 Park place, followed by a dull,
sullen roar. This w.;s followed imme-
diately by an eruption, and a mass of
brick, stone and tin.ber was hurled thirty
feet in the air. Then the front walls of
the building Nos. 7u to 74 fell, crashing
into the street, leaving oot th.c slightest
semblance of what hud been there three
seconds before, an apparently strong and
well-constructed building. The mass of
fallen brick aud timber half filled the
street.

i-'ire was now seen to break out at No.
68. < twing to the blocked condition ofall
the neighboring streets, tiie tire depart-
ment could not get to the buildings for
several minutes. Finally one small
stream Iron a hydrant was played on the
Side nest to No. tis. Soon alter other en-
gines arrived, ami all directed their tit' its
toward the one side of the building.
Suddenly flames burst from the third,
fourth and fifth stories of that part of
the building on Park place, next to
Greenwich street, occupied by Lindsay's
type foundry. Tiie floor was saturated
with oil, which fed the flames generously.
A murmur ran through the throng as
they thought of tiie fate of tiie occupants
of the ruined aud burned part of the
building. Whon a full force of firemen
at last got to work they soon checked the
flames.

Horrible conjectures now began to be
circulated regarding the probable num-
ber of injured in-the ruins, workmen,
clerks and others of tlie neighborhood
generally getting their lunch about the
hour tie- accident happened, on the
ground floor of74 there was a cheap res-
taurant, in which it was thought there
were about 25 persons when the accidenthappened. In the upper portion of the
building there was a largo number of
persons employed. It is not known
how many were employed in the build-
ing, but it was thought probable that
most ofthose employed there were in the
building at the time ofthe accident.

For two hours the only subject of in-
quiry "oy those who thronged the streets
was as to how many were killed or in-
jured. Itwas fully two hours belore the
iire could be sufficiently subdued to al-
low the firemen to makethe least« Sort to
extricate the dead and wounded from the
ruins.

As soon as the llames were under con-
trol the work of recovering the bodies of
the unfortunate persons buried beneath
the ruins began. The firemen worked
like fiends. With the aid of hastily
placed electric lights the search in the
debris ol the disaster waa kept up all of
last night. A large force was put at
work. Two tire engines were kept at
work all night playing upon the heated
brick and stone-. Those who had friends
supposed to I* in the ruins formed a
large part ofthe crowd that thronged out-
side the police line. At intervals man-
gled and charred bodies were taken from
the ruins and placed in the dead wagon
that stood constantly mar. Fp to 0
o'clock this morning fourteen bodies had
been n covered. At. 1:30 the bodies of two
more men burned beyon 1 recognition
were removed. Evening came on anil a
heavy downpour of rain b >t in, which,
with slighl breaks, continued throughout
the night. 'I he workmen were with-
drawn from theirwork and the crowds
were scattered, the policemen being Left
to watch the rains.

It is thought to-night that not less than
fifty were killed in the disaster.

There are many theories as to the cause
of the disaster. Chief BeiUy, of tho fire
department, was of tho opinion that a
boiler had exploded. Another believed
that a boiler in the restaurant had ex-
I loded and caused the disaster. Then it
v as said that some chemicals exploded in
tbe drug store. The most plausible the-
ory, however, is that the wreck was
caused i>y the shaky condition of th.c
building and the vibration of tbe heavy

running in the lithographing and
printing establishments on the upper
boor, it is generally admitted that there
was an explosion oi some kind. But the
collapse is accounted for in no other way
than the one mentioned.
\u25a0Inspector Williams, who has been at
the scene ofthe disaster almost from the
first moment, said to-night in regard to
the probable cause: "There was no ex-
plosion in that building, because there
was nothing to explode. The accidt nt
was the result of a weak structure and
an incessant vibration of the heavy

Many of the witnesses who saw the
crash say the building slowly bulged out
In the middle until it had formed a no-
ticeable curve from the roof to the ground
and theu fell.

A Minneapolis Citizen's Uody Found

AFTER THE COUNT.

YOUNG MOSBY REPLIES IN CAUS-
TIC TERMS TO MITKIEWICZ.

Retracts Unreservedly the Letter of

Apology—Tho Count Referred to

as an Impostor.

ypcrial lo the ltEConn-Uxiox.
WashinotO-I, Aug. 23.—Beverly C.

Nfosby, son of Colonel John S. Mosby of
San Francisco, who a couple of weeks
ago shot at Count Mitkiewicz. replied
this evening to Mitkiewicz's strictures
upon himself in verjr caustic terms.

"Itis perhaps foolish to make a reply,"
said he, "to the strictures of this Russian
adventurer. He is known the world over
as an infamous impostor, and the version
which he ventures of tho difficulty that I
have had with him is in keeping with his
reputation. I will not, however, be
quiet longer. After I have had occasion
to shoot at tho menacing villain a hypo-
thetical apology was elicited from me
through my dosire to avoid publicity, not
from fear of prosecution, which he
threatened. Despite eiforts to the con-
trary, the newspapers got hold of the
matter. I regret that my letter was kept
back. The apology which it conveyed I
retract unreservedly, so far as it concerns
Mitkiewicz himself. It was baaed upon
the assumption stated therein which I
find without truth.

"Infurtherance ofhis plots to defraud
people as to so-called concessions from
China, he would have thrust ignominy
on a family which had never harmed
him or his. Mitkiewicz's statements to
the press are a tissue ofmalignant false-
hoods. Iunearthed the record ofKiller
myself. He hud never breathed a word
to me which conveyed the slightest inti-
mation of his past character, though it
seems positively that he had been aware
of itfor months. Thero was no separa-
tion between them until after I returned
from Pittsburg two weeks ago.

"He dedans that he received my
thanks forhis conduct. That is a miserable
falsehood, for what in tho name ofheaven
had Ito thank him? Lastly. Mitkiewicz
expressed belief that my mind is not well
balanced. Himself as a standard, he is
right. Ihavo never been a rogue. Hois
absolutely accurate if these be used as
the scales with which his lordship weighs
human morals."

SALTON LAKE.
Tho "Water Noav Said to bo Beced-

lng.
San Fba_7C»SCO, Aug. 23.—The en-

gineers ofthe Southern Pacific Company
have been investigating the desert sea at
Salton, and reports willbe published to-
morrow. The report says, in part: The
present lake covers a surface ofabout 150
square miles. Two channels enter it,
one known as New River and the other
as Broken Arroyo. The latter was
closed a number of years ago by sand,
but tbe high floods in February, 1801,
washed it out and through it most of the
water entered the desert. The first rush
of water amounted to 16,000 cubic feet of
water per second, and commenced the
latter part ofJune. Now it is only 3,000.
Since the 15th ofJuly this flow was fur-
ther balanced by evaporation, etc., and
the water in the lake did not rise and it is
now receding. Itwillprobably be gone
before next year's floods appear, but a
lake wili be formed every year until the
channel is again closed by sand.

FORGES ARRESTED.

A Montana Criminal Bun Down at
Coilax.

CALLED TO HIS MAKER.

Death ofBr.dolph Ilochkoller, Austro-
Huiijiurhjn Consul.

s.\n Francisco, Aug. 23.—Rudolph
Ilochkoller, Austro-Hungarian Consul
in this city, died this morning from
valvular disease of the heart, from which
he has sutfered for tho past six months.
Hochkofler was born in Trieste, Austria,
and when a young man emigrated to
Valparaiso, where tie learned the coftee
trade. In 1850 he came to San Francisco,
and iias been engaged in merchandise
business ever since. He was Austrian
Consul from early in the sixties till 1870.
when he resigned, but a few years after
accepted the place again, and* held it till
his ueath. In the interval between these
dates he was Consul for Chile. He leaves
two daughters, both married.

Behriny: Sea Commissioners.
Tacoma, Aug. 23.—Professor J. C. Men-

denhall and C. H. Merriam, Cnited
states Behring Sea Commissioners, ar-
rived here last night from Alaska ou the
United States steamship Albatross. In
an interview Professor Mendenhall
stated that he had a successful voyage,
but refused to nmko any statement in re-
gard to the conclusions reached or thereports to be made to the Government.
Tho Albatross left San Francisco July
16th, and arrived at OUnalaska on July
25th. There the transport Danube, with
the British Commissioners, was found.
The St. t'eorgo and St. Paul Islands and
tho Univak rookeries were carefully ex-
amined by all the Commissioners. The
Albatross started south from Ounalaska
August 13th, having spent two weeks iv
investigating the condition of the seals.

A Chinaman Murdered.
San Dikco, Aug. 23.—A Chinaman

named Ah Ling was found dead this
morning on tho broad-gauge railroad
three miles north of here, at a point 200

yards from where the railroad is
crossed by the Cish Road. The Chi-
naman was found lying in a ditch near
the track, witha gaping knife-wound in
the center of his chest, while on top of
his head wore two groups of queer-look-
ing wounds. These were three-cornered
holes, as sharply defined as could base
been cut with a knife. It is supposed
that the Chinaman was killed aud robbed
by tramps or highbinders from China-
town.

Hor Injuries Proved Fatal.
PASADENA, Aug. 23.—Miss Marcia J.

French, aged sti, died last night from tho
result of injuries received during the
morning while lighting tho 'Kitchen fire
with a bunch of dry grass. Her clothing
caught tire and she* rushed into the yard
screaming loudly for help. A neighbor
extinguished the flames with a garden
hose. The skin on the upper portion of
her body was almost entirely destroyed.
The Coroner's inquest this morning ren-

<dered a verdict of accidental death.

The Sayward is the first vessel ofthe sea-
son to return to port without being
ordered to leave the Rea. Her Captain
says the weather was fine for sealing.
Seals were plentiful and he could have
doubled his catch, but the Indian crew
became afraid of seizure and insisted on
returning home.

Crushed to Death.
Suttsb Cbkkk, Aug. _:;.—John Zaro, a

miner, while working in the face ofthe
opon cut ofthe Hector gold mine, was
killed this morning. After blasting, he
was working the loose rock out with a
crowbar, when a piece above him fell,
striking him on the bead and killing him
instantly. Tho deceased was 23 years
old, and a nativo of Austria.

Struck by a Train.
Victoria (B. C), Aug. 23.—A man

named Wm. Tell was probably fatally in-
jured on the Northeastern Railway
track yesterday. Tell was lying asleep
onthe track when the south-bound pas-
senger train came along, it was too late
to stop the train when the engineer saw
Tell, and he was struck by the pilot of the
engine. He was brought to this city and
placed in the hospital.

A Woman Was the Cause.
Susaitvtllb, Aug. 23.—Last night

Amos R. I'.lakc shot James Armstrong
and William Jones at Secret Valley,
thirty miles from here. A woman was
tin' cause. Armstrong was shot in the
abdomen and Jones in the hip. Jones
hit Blake on the head .and fractured his
skull. Armstrong's recovery is doubt-
ful. Blake and Jones will probably die.

Disastrous Fire at Gridley.
Gridlky, Aug. 23.—Gridley was visited

by a disastrous fire to-day. destroying
the residences of l>r.

The cause
of the fire is unknown. It started in
Rhotens' house.

NAME THE FASTEST BOAT.

SWEEPING CHALLENGE ISSUED TO
UNCLE SAM.

Norman L. Mnnro Wishes to Match

Ills Steam Launch Norwood

Against Any Vessel.

Special to the Recokd-Union.
Nkw York, Aug.23.—Last Wednesday

Norman L. Monro's much-talked of
steam launch Norwood made a record of
fourteen miles down tho bay in thirty-
two minutes. Tliis is at tho rato of
20.28 statute miles, or 22.82 knots an hour.
While the Norwood is undoubtedly the
fastest steam launch in the world, the
Tribune made the statement that she was
not as fast as some of the torpedo boats.
Munro took exception to this statement,
and in a dispatch from Long Branch
said:

"Kindly name the fastest American
torpedo boat. I am quite sure Uncle
Sam will consent to a contest of speed be-
tween the Norwood and the fastest. 1 am
of the opinion that no steamboat in this
or any other country can outspeed the
Norwood over a ten or twenty-mile
course through smooth water."

In reply, the Tribune makes a state-
ment that the navy possesses only two
tornedo boats, the Stiletto and Cushing,
and adds that the Stiletto had a speed of
only 15.22 knots at tho speed trial of
threo hours duration on March 27, 18!K>,
with a lull outfit of ecpiipment and at her
deepest displacement of 42.3 feet. The
Cushing made a mean speed of 2_.r>_
knots. It is a niatter of record that her
maximum speed is above 24 knots. Al-
though of greater length and deeper
draught, the Cushing made a mean speed
of only .30 of a knot less on a three
hours' run than the Norwood made on a
thirty-two minutes' run. But it is not at
all likely that Uncle Sam will consent to
test speed between the Cushing and the
Norwood, as navy vessels are not built
for racing. Attention is also called to the
fact that in tlie Spanish, Russian, Turk-
ish and English navies there are torpedo
boats with an average speed of 19_ to 27.4
knots per hour.

Reaping the Reward of Their Folly.
Nkw Orlkans, Aug. 23.-A Pieajfune

Dallas, Tex., special says: A dispatch
from Austin says that tho cotton rates
proposed by the Texas Railroad Commis-
sion will havo the effect of turning cotton
and other trade from Galveston to New
Orleans. Inrespect to the practicability
of the change the consensus of unpreju-
diced opinion is that New Orleans pos-
sesses a manifold advantage over Oalves-
ton for handling ocean freight. This is
the direct result of tho Texas Railway
Commission. It and the Texas alien
land law were both gotten through tho
last Legislature by tho instrumentality of
the Farmers' Alliance. Now the hurtful
effects of both aro being felt.

FEARFUL CLOUDBURST.

Water Pours Down iv Torrents
for Over an Hour.

THE STREETS OF POTTSVTLLE. PA.
TURNED INTO RIVERS.

Fully Four Hundred FUmtUea Driven
to tho Upper Stories or Thoii-
Homes for Safety — Cellars and

Kitchens Flooded With "Water —
Frightful Thunder nnd lauhtninc
Accompany the storm.

PoTTBV-l__B (Pa.), Aug. 23.—A fearful

Clouldburst broke over Pottsvillo this
afternoon and water poured down in

torrents forover an hour. The thunder
and lightning was frightful. The cul-
verts were unable to carry all the water
and some burst and portions of the town
were flooded. Fully 400 families were
driven to tlie upper stories of their
homes, and their cellars and kitchens
aro tilled with water and slimy mud.
Railroad and Coal streets were turned
iuto rivers, three and four feel deep, the
raging torrents carrying all sorts of
goods and debris down to the Schuylkill
River. The cars on the beading and
Pennsylvania Railroads were moved by
the tlood and a passenger train on each
road blocked at St. Clairby the washing
down of coal on the tracks. A silk mill
and other large buildings were flooded
and fire engines were put to work pump-
ing out the cellars. The damage is esti-
mated at over $100,000.

Reports trom Bdinersviile, St. Clair,
Port Carbon, Schuylkill, Haven. Qirards-
villeand Mahoney Plane tell the same
story ofdevastation and damage by the
rain and ilood.

THE OBDA_d INCIDENT.

Bye-Witnesses Tell the Stovy of the
Shooting of Blum.

New York, Aug. 23.- Twofiremen of
theObdam, who were eye-witnesses of
the shooting of Fireman Dozen, oras
they .say his name was Blum, to-day told
the story of the occurrence. "There
were only three firemen left who saw
the shooting. Blum was sick. He went
to the forecastle and sat down. Cha f En-
gineer Bolton came to him and asked him
ifhe would not goto work, Blum replied
that he was sick, and could not work.
< hief Kollon told him that In- could go to
the hospital. Blum said he did not want
to (.vo to the hospital, but when he felt
better would work again.

"The Captain came to see Blum. Tho
latter was sittin<r with his elbow on a
table, his head resting in his hand. Tho
Captain asked him the reason be did not
want to go to the hospital. Blum
answered, 'As soon as 1 feel better 1 will
so back to work again.' 'Well,' said
Captain Bakker. 'you must go to the
hospital.' Uluin spoke up. '1 won't go to
th*' hospital. I will };o to work as soon as
1 am better.'

"As soon as Blum finished his sentence
Captain Bakker whipped out a revolver,
and, pointing i' at Blum, said: 'In the
name of the King.'and tired. After the
shot struck him, Khun cried, 'Lord God,
you hit me.' Ihe Captain said. "Yoa
need not look so bad. its only loose shot.'
Chief Engineer Bolton and "the doctor of
the ship took Blum to tbe hospital. The
shooting occurred about Sunday night in
the forecastle."
