FRENCH VINTAGE CROP.

Phylloxera Spreading Throughout the
Vineyards.

I'atus, Aug. 23.—The agitation of young
Lamare, an educated lad of 19, who is
leading tho turbulent wino-growers in
the champagne districts, is the outcome
of endeavors upon tho part of large wine
companies to acquire and unite the small
vineyards, with tho object of localizing
and stamping out phylloxera. The small
vineyard owners stoutly oppose the pro-
ject, which, they suppose, is aimed to re-
duce the yeomanry of the district to mere
factory hands. There is no doubt there
aro some grounds for their suspicions,
but, at tlie same time, there is no doubt
that phylloxera has made its appearance,
and is likely to spread rapidly.

Lamare has secured an enormous inllu-
ence to back him, but it is almost im-
possible for the movement which he is at
the head of to succeed, as champagne re-
quires such a largo amount of capital for
successful production.

Apart from the invasion of phylloxera,
the French vintage justifies the glooniy
predictions made in regard to tho present
crop of grapes. Up to tho present the
only vineyards which promise well are
those of tho Bordeaux regions. In the
La Dordogne and Laude Departments tho
vineyards have been ravaged by mildew
and black rot, three courses of sulphates
having failed to arrest the progress of the
diseases. Throughout the Department of
L'Herault tho negligence of grape culti-
vators has allowed the mildew to seri-
ously prejudice the present harvest, aud
no second gathering is probable.

A resident of the Department of La
Gironde has written a letter for publica-
tion in which lie asserts that only where
vineyard owners have shown themselves
careless or self-sufficient, and have al-
lowed the vines to become surrounded
with weeds, thus constituting a foci for in-
fection, has trouble arisen, lie adds that
wherever the proscriptions of science
have been properly and opportunely ob-
served, the vinos aro healthy and prom-
ise an abundant crop.

Thero aro signs of mildew in tho De-
partment of Les Boucbes dv Rhone, but
m Algeria the vines aro well advanced.
They aro not scorched, and have not
boon hurt by locusts.

In Tunis a good vintage is anticipated,
tho harvest being estimated at 1.0,000
hectolitres. Phylloxera has been vari-
ously present in the vineyards of Spain,
Portugal and Italy.

Young Lamare*as already cabled, has
written a pamphlet and started a weekly
paper to advocate hi.s views aud incite the
peasants to reap the profit of their work,
instead of allowing the wine-merchants
to do so.

Socialist Congress.

BUUSS-XS, Aug. 23.—At the Socialist
Congress to-day it was decided impracti-
cable to hold the next congress in Chi-
cago. Itwaa decided to intrust the Swiss
Labor Party with organizing thejnoxt
congress, and that some European dele-
gates should be sent to tho American
Congress which willbo held in Chicago
in 1b.3.
