ORDINANCE NO. 253.

An Ordinance Concerning Fire
Plugs and Providing a Pen-
alty for the Violation Thereof.

THE EOARD OF TRUSTEES OE THECity ofSacramento do ordain as follows:
Section 1. It shall he unlawful lor any per-

son to blockade or obstruct any lire-plii-s of
the city of sacramento hy which a lire engine
is prevented from attaching thereto a hose or
is prevented from using water from any such
fire-plug at a fire, lt shall he the duty of all
police officers ofsaid city to report any such |
blockade or obstruction to the Chiel Engineer !
oftbe Fire Department and to order the Im-
mediate r» moval ofthe same.

Sec. 2. Every person violating Section 1 of
this ordinance shall he deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor ana shall upon conviction be
lined not to exceed the sum of one hundn d
dollars (?IOO.i or imprisonment In the City
Prison not to exceed twenty-live days, or by
both such lineand imprisonment.

Sec. ::. This ordinance shall take effect and
be inforce from and after Its passage and due
publication thereof.
