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OF INTEREST T0 BATHERS.

How One Can Keep Afloat, Even if He
Cannot Swim,

Svme Practical Hints to Those YWho
Seek the Water—How to Walk
or Float Therein.

In view of the increasing popularity of
bathing and swimming, both in the public
bathing-houses, the rivers and at the sea-
side resorts, the following hints advanced
by the New York Advertiser will be of
interest to bathers. The writer holds
that, to keep from drowning, it is not
necessary to know how toswim. This
may seem at first a rather strong asser-
tion, but much depends on the meaning
that is attached to the word ‘“‘swim.”
A man may be able to “tread water,” yet
he may not know how to swim. When
aman swims it means one thing, and
when a dog swims it means another and
somewhat different thing. In the main,
the difference is one of position—of stand-
ing upright or sprawling in the water.
Of course, the dog cannot swim as the
man can and does, but a 1nan can swim
on first trial as a dog swims, if he will
only do as the dog does. In what follows
the object is to show how drowning may,
under ordinary circumstances, be pre-
vented even in the case of persons wholly
ignorant of what is calied the art of
swimming.

In the first place it is perfectly natural
for every human being to float,
the lungs intlated and the body below the
water one cannot possibly sink. Thereis
no easier method of keeping afloat than
by treading water. The operation is just
like running up strairs and about as difli-

cult. It is verfectly natural for animals to |

’

“swim.” Throw a doginto the water and
at once he begins to walk the same as
when out of water. Why should a man,
woman or child do different under like
circumstances ? Clearly there is no good
reason why any human being who can-
not swim should make a few helpless
struggles, raise an outery, throw up the
hands and sink out of sight.

The trouble is that nine persons out of
ten lose their presence of mind when for
the first time in water beyond their depth.

If, instead of struggling, people ‘would |

do more thinking, fewer would be
drowned. Oddly enough, people have to
be told to do just what the animal does
instinctively in the water. The dog, the
horse, the deer, and even the cat tread or
walk the water at first attempt. Man’s
ignorance of so simple a thing as treading
water is a little remarkable.

It is nonscnse to say that animals have
any advantage in the water over men.
On the contrary, man has the further ad-
vantage of paddle-formed hands and of

being able to rest himselt when tired, by |
floating, a thing which the animals never |

do. The man who cannot swim must
follow the example of the animal and
should go on all fours.
alternately with hand and foot exactly as
tho dog does—one, two; one, two. V

All human beings ean walk in the
water without any preliminary practice
if they will simply keep cool-headed. In
order, then, to keep from drowning it is
necessary only to tread or walk
water.

The most simple way to preserve life if |

out of your depth is to float, which con-

sists simply in lying flat on your hack. |

This is easily accomplished by keeping
the Iungs intlated, the head thrown well
back, the limbs extended but flexible,
the arms placed close to the ears, withthe
hands close to the head. The majority of
people prefer to tloat on the back rather
than to stand upright. Yet any man,
woman or child who can walk on dry
land can also walk in the water with
safety.

it is surprising how long animals and
human_ beings are capable of sustaining
themselves in water. In one well-authen-
ticated instance a dog swam ashore with
a lotter in his mouth at the Cape of Good
Hope, while the crew of the ship to
which the dog belonged all perished.
The sailors need not have been lost had
they treaded water as the dog did. Al-
though unable to rest, by the way, ani-
mals swim immense distances. Last
year a dog was washed overboard dur-
i a gale off Cape Hatteras, and yet
made his way sately to shore.
k or two ago some cattle were swept
from a vessel during a storm off the
Maine coast, and more than half of them
were saved.

If you cannot swim and should
overboard, don't scream, but try
“climb up stairs’” with hands and feet.

BEATRICE BUTTERFIELD.

An Attempt to Save the Child From
Further Disgrace.

Her Commitment as a Vagrant to be
Contested To-day Before Su-
perior Judge Catlin.

On the application of Elwood Bruner,a
.writ of habeas corpus was yesterday
issued by Judge Catlin, citing Sheriff
Stanley to appear in his court at 10 o’clock
this morning, and show cause why Bea-
| trice Butterfield—the little girl whom
| Police Judge Cravens on Tuesday sen-
tenced to four years in the Whittier Re-
form School—should not be released from
custody.

The father of the child was severely
criticised on all sides for having asked to
have his twelve-year-old daughter sent to
such an institution, especially as there
was no evidence adduced to warrantsuch
action; and scores of persons expressed
the hope that some one would come for-
ward in her defense.

The little girl, it appears, has been liv-
ing with her parents,and her manner is
not such as to indicate that she—as the
complaint alleges in_ statutory terms—
“roams the streets at late and unseason-
i able hours of the night, and eonsorts

with known thieves and dissolute per-

I sons.””  She pleaded guilty, it is true, but
