THE LAPLAND BIBLE.
It Was Translated by a Murderer While

U<> %Vus lv Prison.
The Lapps have the liiblo in their own

tongue, and few stories arc more Interest-
ing than the account of its translation.
Over thirty yean ago a series of religious
riots took place in a number of Tillages
in Lapland, and among the rioters was
one Lacs 1 laetta.

Daring the riots several homicide* oe- 'curred, and Lars and some other of Ins I
companions were committed toprison on
a charge of murder, relates the New York
Home Journal. They were found guilty
and several were hanged, but in con-
sideration of his youth Uaetta. was con-demned to life-long imprisonment. Com-
miserating his condition, his keepers and
the prison chaplain extended to him such
favors as could safely be granted to a
life-long prisoner, and finding them re-
warded by good conduct, took especial
pains to teach him to read and write.

Lars became interested in the Bible,
grew day by day more fond of reading it,
and finally formed tho bold project of
translating it into his native, tongue.
Through many weary years the labor
went on, lor Lars was no great scholar
and the Lapp language, as may be readily
supposed, is not a fluent literary medium
of thought.

But finally the work was done, the
Bible translated and printed in thelan-
rtiageof Lapland and the remainder of
tiaetta's sentence was commuted. lie
was livingas late as LS7O, and though an
old man was still active and often served
parties of travelers a> guide.

THE "HABEAS" WAS LONELY.

Sheriff Stanley Could Not Produce
Beatrice Butterfield,

And the Reason Was That Sho Had

Not Been Placed in Ills

Custody at All.

There was quite a little surprise in store
for Lawyer Bruner yesterday when he
appeared in Judge Catlin's court to urge
an order for the release of little Beatrice
Butterrield—-who had been committed
by Police Judge Cravens, at her father's
request, to the Whittier Reform School.

Sheriff Stanley was on hand to answer
the writ of habeas corpus, but he had no
"corpus" to produce—the child had not
been placed in his hands.

The petitioner stated that he had as-
sumed tho girl had been placed in the
custody of tho Sheriff, and was not in-
formed to the contrary when he called
on that official and notified him not to
part with her untiltho habeas corpus pro-
ceeding had been disposed of.

Sheriff Stanley explained that the com-
mitment had been left with him by Chief
of Police Drew, and he supposed the
child would bo brought in, but up to that
time sho had not been.

Under these circumstances there was
nothing for the court to do but dismiss
the writ, and in doing so Judge Catlin
dryly remarked that the proceeding re-
minded him of an attempt to present the
play of "Hamlet." with Hamlet left out.

Subsequently Mr. Brunei- visited the
homo of the Butterfielda and found the
child there with her parents, Ho advised
the father to place her in the custody of
the Shorilf, but up to the time of the dos-
ing of the Sheriff's office in the afternoon
this had not been done.

There is our. section of tho law govern-
ing the management of the Whiuier Re-
form School which would seem to make
it possible for any person to place a
child therein, but it provides that the
commitments must issue from a Superior
Court. Hence it is doubtful ifthe Trus-
tees of the school would receive the girl
from her father in person, unless it was
upon such a commitment.

In two Instances boys have been sent
from this city to the Reform School with-
out commitments from the Superior
Court. In one case the commitment was
from the Police Court, and in the other
from a Justice's Court. Sherift Stanley
states that the trustees of the school ob-
jected at first to receiving tho boys, but
finally did so—probably because they
were delivered by the Sheriff. He was
informed that this was the only countyfrom whence children had been commit-
ted by any other than Superior Courts.

Should little Beatrice Butterfield be
placed in the Sheriffs hands, it is likely
the habeas corpus proceeding will be re-
newed, and tho court called upon to
settle the question of jurisdiction in tho
matter of commitments to tho Reform
School.

The girl's parents persist that she has a
mania for running away from home, and
that they know of no way in which to
restrain her other than by sending her to
tho Reform School. This may be so, but
there should be some other means found.
At all events tho proceedings had in the
Police Court at the time the child was
committed were such as to impress those
present with the idea that her father did
not realize the stigma that ho was placing
upon his little daughter, and also that the
latter was not nearly so vicious as tho
complaint against her implied.

CHARGED WITH EMBEZZLEMENT.
A Young Man from Solano County Ar-

rested Last Might.
A Davisvillo Constable came hero last

evening with a warrant for the arrest of
a young man named C. B. Maxwell,on a
charge of embezzlement.

Maxwell came in from Dixon on the
overland train, intending to leave for
Portland on the express train for that
place, bat was met at the depot by the
Constable and Ollicer Shellars and ar-
rested.

At a late hour he was still in conference
with the Constable, and apparently de-
sirous of settling tho matter, even offer-
ing to return with him for that purpose.

The orlicer would not explain the nature
of the alleged embezzlement. Maxwell
is a young man of genteel appearance andgood address. He is a telegraph operator.

A BIG RAID.
The Job Which tho Police Had on

definite quantity with precise limitations,
and not a gro:it one. Wo all compare our-
selves at greater or less distances with
people in books and in history, says a
writer in Seribner't. There la a time
when it is a delightful reassurance to
l<>;irn from the lives of Keats, Pitt, Ham-
ilton, or Henry Clay that we aro not too
young to be famous, and that men no
older than we have immortalized them-
selves as poets or as statesmen. Again
there comes a time when we go to books
lor reassurance ofanother sort, iind pluck
up our fainting hopes as we read how
< -irant, Sherman, Cromwell and Nathaniel
Hawthorne reached our time in life with-
out distinguishing themselves beyond
common, and yet lived to take rank
among the immortals. Thero may be hope
for uh, wo feel, for all oi our forty odd
years.

The Glacial Period.
The "Glacial Period" is so familiarly

Bpoken ot that there isa popular belief
that the great Ice Age came on tho north
ofEurope, lasted for a time, and then
disappeared for good. But facts are now
accumulating which show that in reality
the last glacial period, like some of its
predecessors (ofwhich in the early ages
ofthe world's history there aro believed
to have been several) was varied by
times when the ice disappeared and the
climate of the northern hemisphere re-
sumed its former character.

The latest of these discoveries hns just
been made in Russia by M. Krischtafo-
viteh—the bowlder clay west of MOSCOW
exhibiting dear evidences of these oscil-
lations between a state of matters like
Chose at present prevailing and that
which is now the rule in Greenland. In
that country, indeed, we know that the
•\u25a0'inland ice' advances and retreats, cov-
ering places which were formerly bare
arhl leaving other spots which were cov-
ered within tlie memory of man, or on
which there are distinct evidences of the
glacial shroud. It is therefore in the
highest degree probable that thero was
a warm or interglacial period either local
or general over tho whole northern hein-
isphevp.

SLEEP AND DREAMS.
llow the Visions That Disturb Slumber

Come Into Ucine.
In order to go with sincerity to the bot-

tom of things it is necessary to know tho
nature of thought, and how it is born
and multiplied in tho brain. Unfortu-
nately, we are hero reduced to compari-
sons, to approximations. As soon as a
sensitive impression reaches tho brain it
is immediately received with its recog-
nized characteristics, and awakens a cer-
tain number of Ideas which aro attached
to it by the relations of casualty, coinci-
dence, similitude: by the conception of
causes, tho foreseeing of effects, tho veri-
fications of resemblance or of varied
affinities. These ideas in their turn
arouse others which are bound to them
in a similar manner one after the other.
Each of these is accompanied by different
sentiments, more or l«ss intense, of fear,
hope, anger, disgust, desire, etc. Alone
and simple at the outset, whore it is born
to a state of simple perception of a sensi-
ble impression, it is extended, modified,
sometimes completely transformed, in
every case multiplying, but by degrees
becoming weaker. After having been
several times depressed and raised up
again itloses little by littlein intensity,
according to the measure which ii has
gained in extent, utter which il is spent
with the energy contained in itselfand in
coils which it has put in motion. It is
rery rare for an idea to thus run its
entire course without interruption.
Almost always ftnew impression is pro-
duced during the course of tho first,
which is not arrested, but only sus-
pended, and returns later if nothing op-
poses it. New sensitive impressions are
again produced which take, their place,
and, in their turn, oppose those which
preceded. Each interferes in some way
with the others, turning them aside, ar-
resting or re-enforcing them, according
to the meaning of the encounter. Each
is compelled to submit, at a given mo-
ment, to a passing or definite prohibi-
tion, after which it reawakens as an elas-
tic substance relieved from that which
had compressed it. one understands that
while awake, the continual production of
new impressions leaves littleopportunity
to preceding ones to renew their ob-
structed evolution.

Thousands of impressions are thus,
every day, relegated almost from the
moment of their birth to the domain of
oblivion. Only a small number, on ac-
count of the interest which they have for
us, or the vivacity ofthe sentiment which
they awaken, have the power to force
themselves upon us, and to monopolize
tho attention to the exclusion of the
others. When the hour of sleep conies the
fatigued brain moves more and more
slowly; the sensitive impressions, di-
minished by the closing of the eye-lids,
by the silence of the sleeping-room, are
perceived gently, and arouse only con-
fused ideas. Finally, th<' consciousness
of living is lost or sleeps. Then, freed
from this temporary restraint, the cere-
bral impressions arouse themselves; the
obstructed ideas, released from the
weight of new impressions, born without
cessation, resume their interrupted
course, and wage a conflict between them-
selves only. Is it not natural that tho
most restrained should now have the
upper hand? They are so many bent
springs, and a small spring that has
reached its utmost expansion is more
powerful than a larger one which lias al-
most regained its position of inertia. The
largo springs are our strong impressions,
our laborious thoughts whose energy we
have almost exhausted in developing
them to their limit; tho small ones are
tho thousand nothings, driven back be-
cause wo have something better with
which to occupy ourselves, or compressed
by the weight of things more important.
These obstacles removed, they are able
to relax, and manifest an unexpected on-
ergy. Such is the origin of our dreams ;
this is the reason "why one impression
predominates over another during sleep;
this the explanation of that paradoxical
fact that we dream oftenest of things for-
eign to our strongest and most vivid
ideas. —Paris Revue JScientilique.

The boys
separated and Bob explained: "Weare
quarreling about which is the best be-
haved boy. Jim says he is the best be-
haved boy and I say he is a liar." Hero
tho two clinched again, and Mrs. Mere-
dith had to pour cold water on them to
get them apart. The question as to
Which is the most quiet, orderly boy has
not yet been decided. —Texas Sittings.
