KLEINBERGER'S EXPLOITS.

A Young Man Who Has Saved Eight
Persons From Drowning.

Presacntod With a Modal by Mayor

Grant—lie Explains His life-

Saving Method.

George F. Kleinberffer of New York
\u25a0was in the city yesterday.

Mr. Kleinberger lias a reputation as a
life-saver that l\'\v non-professionals can
boast of. During the past five or six
years he has saved no less than eight per-
sons from drowning, lie carries an ele-
gant gold watch, which was presented to
him in 1888 by the parents of a young
lady whom he dragged out of tho water
at Bath, Long Island, just in time 10 save
her from a watery grave. This state-
ment is inscribed on the inner case of the
timepiece. Mr. Kleinberger has a hand-
some gold medal which was presented to

him by .Mayor Grant of New York for
another heroic rescue at that place.

In speaking of his experiences to a
Rkcoku-Lxiox reporter last ejrening,
Mr. Kleiubergor said that while he did
not care to boa.st of what he had accom-
plished, yet ho felt proud that lie had had
the opportunities, coupled with the abil-
ity, to succeed as hr> did. "Fm not a pro-
fessional life-saver," ho said, "and don't
care to be regarded as such. But when 1
see a person in distn ss in the water, and
realize that unless assistance is rendered
immediately this person will drown,]
don't stop to consider my own danger. It
is a very dangerous undertaking, and
one that few care to attempt On
one or two occasions I crime near
iosing my own lifo. But after
those experiences 1 adopt* d a plan of my
own, which is not bo romantic and hu-
mane as some people would desire. That
plan is to swim up close to the drowning
person, and at a favorable opportunity
strike him a heavy blow on the head or
jaw. This willpartially stun him s. > that
I can seize him with safety to myself and
swim with him—holding him by the back
of the neck at arm's length—to a safe
place. Hook at the matter the same as a
doctor does who cuts a man's leg off. It's
a sort of cruel kindness. You know if a
drowning man gets his hands on you
you can make up your mind that you
will go down with him, unless some-
body comes to your assistance, Some
people may not like my Bystem, but
when a lite is saved I don't think that a
man's method of doing it should be criti-
cised."

Mr. Kleinberger visited the local swim-
ming baths last evening, but did not get
an opportunity to distinguish himself.

A NASAL AFFECTION.
AMild Form of Catarrh and Throat

AMUSEMENTS.
Soils Eros.' circus, menagerie and hip-
