
ress and development will take place
under favorable circumstances. The dif-
ficulty to be overcome is the persever-
ance in a rightful and progressive direc-
tion under unfavorable conditions.
Zs'ow, while on the one hand, it is the em-
ploye's right, nay more, he owes it as a
duty to himself and to his fellow-work-
men to organize and to remain organized;
while it is the employe's right, nay more,
he owos it as a duty to himself and to his
fellow-workmen to fight for the cause of
labor, righteously; yet, on the other
hand it is not his right as an honest man,
to let his work deteriorate in quality or
in quantity because he may temporarily
labor under unfavorable conditions, or
because there is not existing a harmoni-
ous relation between him and his em-
ployer.

However, harmony can be consistently
restored. Chief among the factors that
can produce concord between capital and
labor is arbitration; and those whose
eiforts in this direction tend towards har-
monious settlement of difficulties, do
most toward a realization of a state of
equity among men.

This opinion is supported by the con-
currence of some men most fitted to ad-
vise. Professor J. B. Chirk, ofSmith's
College, Northampton, Mass., says: "Ar-
bitration is in itself an appeal to equity."
John Jarret, Secretary of the American
Tinned-Plate Association, .^:iys: '"Iknow
of no better remedy in the adjustment
ofalldifferences that may arise between
employer and employe than arbitration
and conciliation."

Professor K. J. James, of the University
of Pennsylvania, says: "Arbitration has
th" vi\ ii advantage of subjecting the
acts ofthe parties to it. to the efficient and
powerful control of public opinion. It
recognizes indirectlywhat is too often lest
sight of—that the interests at stake are
not only those ofthelaborer and employer,
but also those of the community ai targe.
The community has such a great stake in
the contest that it cannot afford to stand
idly by and permit the others to disturb
society to its foundations and destroy in
their snuggle the very conditions of
economic progress." We have glanced
at the Btato of labor in the past; we see
that in the present, organization, eo-oper-
ution and arbitration; a recognition of
mutual rights and duties; an under-
standing that itis to the interest ofthe em-
ployer to be humane and equitable to the
employe; that it is to the interest of the
employe to be faithful and honorable to
the employer, may bring about a state
approaching equity."

The future of Labor is brighter nowthan
it ever has been. The employer has Been
that not only is it unjust, but that it does
not pay to withhold an equitable recom-
pense for labor. And there will l>e more
and more progress in this direction, until
we meet that ideal of human relations on
which tiie sympathetic imagination
loves to dwell. We are progressing to-
wards something better than our pr< sent
condition. There will be no miracle
wrought, nor will the cure be sudden,
yet we are hopeful. \Ve look forward to
better and brighter days for ail mankind.
The good and the wise ofall nation- point
to a future in which social difficulties will
lie 9ettled*and out ofthepresent discord the
divine harmony -will be produced. No
scheme has so far been successful in its
entirety, but to deny that one will be
framed, is to say that progress is impossi-
ble. An ideal condition will yet be
found. Itmay take ages ofpatient work
and waiting for its ultimate realiza-
tion, but what has already been done
is an earnest of what will yet be attained.
There are whole nations who to-day live
in self-imposed obscurity, and in a meas-
ure degraded, but whose hopes and aims
hinge around a millenium as the earth
turns around its axis. There has 8O far
been no Utopia according with our pres-
ent mode of life, which, if put into exe-
cution, would immediately right itself
and litpresent conditions. But the ideal
progress must have time and opportunity
fordevelopment. Inspired with tins be-
liefand guided by men not soured by the
failure or their schemes, nor by those im-
patient of success, but by men willingto
labor and to wait, willingto show a fuller
love for others and less self-love, by men
who recognize that the happiness of all
alike is to be secured by common effort—
with such men abroad righteously
championing the cause of labor,
there is little doubt of a rapid
progress toward the time when life
shall become a joyous existence, undis-
turbed by cures for the morrow, or over-
shadowed by any dark prospects of con-
tingencies looming in the future; when
all shall be contentedness and security,
when all labor shall be easy and receive a
just compensation, and rest shall not
weary, for the hours of labor shall be few
and the hours ofleisure spent in rational
enjoyment; when a simple life and a full
supply of the good things ofearth, purity
of morals and harmony in religion, shafi
promote solid content and intellectual
enjoyment, cheerful security and un-
broken peace. Then shall the swords be
beaten into plowshares and the .spears
shall be hammered into pruning hooks;
then sh;:ll there be nothing hurtful or de-
structive in social life, and the world will
be full of happiness and peace as the
waters .over the sea, for the mouth ofGod
hath spokeu this.

NOT SO TROUBLESOME NOW.

Some Restrictions laken Off the
County Licenses.

Saloon Men Will Not Have to Obtain

Slffimtnivs—Gallant Fislit of

the Temperance L,adies.

The liquor license bugaboo bobbed up
serenely again before the Board ofSuper-

visors yesterday morning.
At the August session of the board Mr.

Miller gave notice vhat ho intended to in-

troduoe a resolution, the effect ofwhich
would be to rescind that clause of the

county license ordinance which requires
\u25a0aloon men desiring licenses to obtain the
consent ofa majority ofthe resident tax-
payers in his precinct. The matter had
i i n discussed before, and the saloon

men, with their attorneys, had made
their arguments.

Then the whole matter was postponed
until yesterday so that the temperance
people could have a say.

To say that the advocates ofthe ordi-
nance turned out in force would bo put-
ting it mildly. The room was not big
enough to hold them, and the majority of
them were ladies. The. hum of voices
before the session began w«s quite sug-
gestive of an augmented sewing-bee.

When Chairman Greer rapped on his
desk for order, a. hush came over the
I'huc, and Clerk Rhoads proceeded to
read a number of confmunications from
Sacramento Grange, Klk Grove Alliance,
Sacramento and Siloam Lodges of Good
Templars, Citizens' Alliance >'o. 1, Po-
mona Grange, Florin Alliance, etc, ex-
horting the board to stand arm, and not
change the ordinance.'

Afterthe reading of each communica-
tion the audience wouldapplaud loudly.

some communications not pertaining
to the liquor license question were also
read, but laid aside for future considera-
tion.

Theu Mr. Greer called for the special
order of the day—Mr. Miller's resolu-
tion.

Millercould not iind his resolution, but
in its stead made a speech and ollered a
motion covering his ideas.

OUT IN KonCE.

He said that his proposition was not
aimed at the entire ordinance. It simply
did away with that par; of it which re-
quires the liquor men to obtain the signa-
tures of a majority ol the resident tax-
payers in their respective precincts. Tho
ordinance bad been given a fair trial.and
this particular clause had been found to
work a hardship on the better class of sa-
loon men. It did not deter people who
conducted low saloons, but humiliated
the more respectable men, who had to
solicit their neighbor's consent to make a
living, lie Bald that in cases where it
was proposed to open a new saloon the
restriction clause was a good thing, but
i; was a hardship on men who had con-
ducted respectable saloons for twenty or
thirty years;.

Supervisor Black Bald he coincided
heartily in Mr. Miller's remarks. He
lived in a hot-bed of saloons, and did not
think those who had been in business
for years should be molested. He was
opposed, though, to the dives.

Mr. Millerthen moved that the petition
clause be stricken from the ordinance,
and Mr. Black seconded the motion.

WORKS A HARDSHIP.

This opened the whole matter for dis-
cussion, and Mr. Jenkins said he wanted
X< bear from the la.lies present. "We
have invited them here," he said, "and
it would not be courtesy to deny them
the right to speak. It is a vital question
with them, and 1 want to hear them."

Deafening handdapping greeted Mr.
Jenkins' remarks.

Supervisor Bates got himself disliked
temporarily by getting up and opposing
the outside speeches. He said every
member of the board had his mind made
up how to vote, and forty-eight hours of
speeches would not change them. They
all km w what the ladies would say—that
Vas obvious on their countenances.

Mr. Black culled for the question.
Mr. Jenkins was up again with a plea

for the ladies and was followed liy Mr.
Greer, who left the chair in order to pat
in a word for the visitors. "These peo-

.] There was never a question
that did not have two sides. Now we
have heard one side—the saloon men —
and l call upon the members of this
board t<- hear the other side to-day."

When quiet was restored he proceeded.
"Fm not afraid," he said, "to have a vote
right now on this matter, and I'm not
afraid about the result either. That
ordinance is not going to he tampered
v Lib."

Mrs. Smith of the Band of Hope told
ofthe terrible scenes of misery she had
witnessed on her errands ofmercy, and
they W6V6 all brought about by the curse
»>f drink. And it was not the dives that
were all to blame. Young men did not
begin their drinking in the dives. They
commenced in the grand, mirrored and
gilded places, but they invariably wound
up in the dives.

Several other ladies spoke and then
there were calls for Rev. A. T. Needham.
That gentleman was very forcible in his
remarks, lie said he was astonished at
the reasons presented by Mr. Miller for
wanting the restrictions abolished. If
the saloon-keepers who had been in busi-
ness for twenty or thirty years had done
no harm, they should' have no trouble
getting the consent of their neighbors to
continue. Isut the fact that they were
having trouble and -wanted the restriction
cut of! was proof that they were not
wanted. The ordinance was a grand
thing, and should not be tampered with.
"The Board of Supervisors." he said,
"cannot rescind any part of that ordi-
nance and be innocent. l>y doing so it
denies the American people the right
to "

Mr. Black interrupted the speeker at
this juncture and asked him what he
meant by the remark that the board
could not amend the ordinance and be
innocent.

KS. IM/ACK RILES.

Mr. Needham said he meant that they
< odd not be innocent if they did such a
thing.

"Do you mean that as a reflection on
any member of this board,"' asked Mr.
i>lack, bis lips quivering with suppressed
excitement.

Mr. Neettham said he meant no reflec-
tion whatever, lie thought Mr. Black
misunderstood him.

"Well, that's pretty serious talk," said
the Supervisor, resuming his seat.

Ex-Senator William Johnston made
the next plea for the ordinance as it now
stands, lie complimented the board on
having the backbone to adopt the meas-ure in the first place. " Have the City
Trustees had the backbone to do any-
thing like that?" he asked, turning to the
audience.

W. D. P.rooks made a few remarks, and
E. M. Leitch closed the Bpeech-making
by saying that the board had always been
noted for its honesty, if not for its bril-
liancy, and he knew that they would do
right in this case.

Supervisor Jenkins then made a speech
that tilled the ladies with apprehension.
He said that he proposed to vote hon-
estly and conscientiously. He thought
the ordinance had been thoroughly tested,
and it did not fill the bill. Ofall the pe-
titions for licenses that had been tiled,
not one had been denied. They had all
been voted through by a majority of the
board. The hospital was liiled with pau-
pers sent from the city, where most ofthe
saloons were situated. What had the
country at large to say .-.bout licensing
these city dives? The jails were full of
prisoners who had been sent there
through drink, but how many came
from the country? Very few.

Mr. Miller said that he knew of saloon
men who had to hire others to go around
and 'jet the signatures for them. They
would not do it themselves.

Mr. Bates declared that the ordinance
had net been half tried, and he would
not vote to change it until he was thor-
oughly convinced that it was wrong.

.IKNKINS' STAND.

The discussion closed with a speech
from Mr. Ureer. His views had been
-\u25a0ailed for by Mr. Blade Mr. Greer said
it was hardly necessary to call upon him
for his views—they were too well known
already. He was not ashamed of them
and was not afraid to stand up for them.
He had framed this now celebrated ordi-
nance and was proud of it. and he would
>iand by it until his dying day.

There was a lull, then. There had been
little or no applause since Mr. Jenkins
had made his speech. The ladies saw
that his vote was thepivotal one and they
gazed anxiously at him.

Mr. Hates wanted a vote taken, and as
everybody else seemed ready the Chair-
man ordered the roll called. *

Jenkins voted with Black and Miller to
amend the ordinance. Greer and Bates
voted against the change.

The ladies had lost the day and tiled
out of the place sadly.

A RIVER MYSTERY.

An Unknown Woman Commits Sui-
cide by Drowning.

She Was Followed by a Grocer's Clerk,

"Who Supported Her Motive,

lint Eluded Him.

An unknown woman committed sui-
cide yesterday by jumping into the river
below the city. The act occurred shortly
before noon, and the police were promptly
notified, but there was nothing that could
be done.

A fisherman claims to have been a wit-
ness to tho suicide, and be informed a
young man who made his appearance at
the spot where the woman jumped from
the river-bank a few initiates after she
disappeared.

This young man. who is a clerk in the
grocery store of Herman I.ages, at Sec-
ond and o streets, had been directed by
his employer to follow the woman, as he
(Lages) believed she contemplated ending
her life. His suspicions were aroused by
her manner when she entered his place a
short time before and bought some- note
paper.

After leaving Leges 1 store the woman
went down the river front to R street,
where she sat down. The young man
then approached and engaged her in con-
versation, and she tendered him a note
which she had just written, asking him
to read it, which he declined to do.

The woman retired to give her name,
but talked in a rambling and contradic-
tory manner abortt her domestic affairs,
saying that she had suffered mistreat-
ment at her husband's hands.

The river bank is thickly grown with
young trees, and resuming her journey
the woman was soon lost to the young
man's view, although he followed her,
as instructed, for the purpose of prevent-
ing her from jumping into the river,
should she make an attempt to do so.

It was while thus temporarily out of
his sight that the fatal plunge was taken.

From the description given of tho
woman it is believed that her name was
Van Roy. A woman of that name re-
cently lived in the northeastern part of
tiie city with her husband, and was once
missing for a day. She and her husband
irequently quarreled, and recently they
removed from the city.
