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GOVERNOR'S  MANSION,

Joseph Steffens Sets a Figure on
His Fine Home.

A Letter From Governor Markham in
Relation to the Proposition
Being Discussed.

There Was a meeting last evening at
Mayor Comstock’s officé for the purpose
of discussing the matter of purchasing a
Governor’'s mansion in Sacramento.
There were present Mayor Comstock, H.
H. Snow, A. A. Van Voorhies, George C.
McMullen and D. Lubin of the com-
mittee.

Mr. Lubin stated that he had corre-
sponded with the agent of Mrs. E. B.
Crocker in Néw York, and learned from
him that Mrs. Crocker was willing to sell
at a reasonable price either of her two
houses in the block between O and P,
Second and Third streets.

Last evening was the time set for re-
cgving and opening bids from those de-
siring to sell mansions considered suit-
able for the residence of a Governor.

Those present hesitated somewhatabout
iransacting business, but it was finally
decided that the number present should
constitute a quorum and proceed to busi-
ness.

There was but one regular bid sub-
mitted, and it was from Joseph Steffens.
His letter read as follows:

“Hon. W. D. Constock, Chairman of
the Commitice on Bids—DEAR Sir: For
a Governor’s residence I will sell (make
contract of sale of) my property, the
southwest corner of H and Sixteenth
streets, in this city, being 225 feet on H
street by 160 feet on Sixteenth street, for
the sum of §45,000, about $10,000
cash, and guaranty, the balance
payable April 1, 1893, without in-
terest, In the meantime I will grade
Sixteenth street in front of prop-
erty, pay all city, State and county taxes,
and keep property insured to April 1,
1893. I will vacate premises in thirty
days after date of papers and turn the
residence over, furnished, to your honor-
able comimittee, leaving the furniture
therein free of charge to April 1, 1893; or,
1 will sell you the same residence with
lot 160x150 for §30,000, requiring a pro-

ortionate guaranty, the other terms to

e the some as mentioned above. Very
respectfully, JOSEPH STEFFENS.”

Mayor Comstock said the agents for
the Williams’ residence, on the northwest
corner of Tenth and H streets, had told
him in secret what they would sell the
residence for, but they had submitted no
bid, and he did not feel that he ought to
make the figure public at present.

Mr. Steffens stated that he had talked
with several prominent gentlemenin San
Francisco, and they had stated to him
that nothing would be done unlessthe Sac-
ramento people made a move. They also
intimated that as soon as some definite
actipn was taken San Francisco people
would heartily co-operate.

The Mayor showed the following letter,
which he had received from Governor
Markham:

“Hon. W. D. Comstock, Chairman, and
D. Lubin, Secretary—GENTLEMEN: 1
have just returned from the mountains,
and have read your esteemed communi-
cation of the 27th ultimo. In regard to
your question, ‘That if in the event that |
a suitable mansion was obtained by them |
here, would it be agreeable for you and |
your family to make Sacramento yourf

home during your administration?’ I
will say that it was and is our desire to
make Sacramento our home. !
**While we deeply mourn the loss of !
our lcved one, we by no means charge |
our loss to your city. Mrs. Markham |
and myself are warmly. attached to those
of your people with whom we have be- |
come acquainted. Neither of us fee] that |
your people should be taxed or incon- |
venienced in the least on our account. {
**Without doubt a Governor’s mansion
should be owned and provided for by the
istate. When the law provided that the
Governor should reside at the Capital it
should also have provided for a suitable |
place for him and his family to occupy.
Personally and officially I can blame no
one, for I have little doubt but what the |
Legislature would have made provision
for one had I, as Governor, advocated it.
But knowing, as I did, the absolute need |
of money in many other directions, I |
could not recommend it, and I have no
regrets in that respect. Neither should
we expect to find a suitable residence for
rent. A nice home is a luxury, and to |
pay sufficient rent to make a fair interest |
on the investment would put the rent so
high that few could afford to pay it.
“*Please allow me to thank you and
through you the citizens that have so
kindly taken an interest in our behalf.
It will always be duly appreciated by us.
“I hope to be back within a few days.
I beg you to excuse this delay in answer-
ing, as I have been unable to do so
sooner. Yours very truly

Two days later the story took on a
different aspect, as the following para-
graph indicates: ‘‘The trip from Califor-
nia made by Mrs. Schreeder for the
avowed purpose of having the decree of |
divorce set aside granted to her husband,
has been attended with a sudden change
in her actions, and she now admits that |
her husband was probably entitled to the |
divorce. 1t has since come to light that
the woman could not have prevented Mr,
Schreeder from obtaining freedom from
from her if she had tried. The court yes-
terday decided that he had obtained his
divorce in a fair manner and upon good
grounds.’

HEALTH OFFICER'S BUDGET.

Dr. Nichols Introduces a New Style of
Report.

Health Officer C. B. Nichols has blos-
somed out with an entirely new and
unigue style of monthly report.

Besides containing the usual data re-
garding the mortality of the city, the
causes of death, etc., the report contains
much other valuable information. The
report now consists of four large pages of
printed matter, whereas it formerly con-
tained but one. One page is devoted to a
comprehensive summary of the metero-
logical observation taken by Signal Serv-
ice Officer Barwick during the month.
Another page contains the mortality list.
Another shows a record ofthe births dur-
ing the month (something that was not
reported before) and also a record of the
contagious diseases reported to the Health
Officer, where located, ete.

The remalningfpage is devoted to a gen-
eral budget of information thatis of value
to everybody. Following are some of
the items it contains: Total area ot city
in acres, 2,663.27; area of public parks—
Capitol Park, acres, 35.8; Agricultural
Park, acres, 47.6; Plaza, acres, 2.5; Co-
lumbia Park, acres, 2.5; East Park, acres,
30. Seating capacity of Catholic Cathedral,
2,500. Number of daily papers, 3; num-
ber of weekly papers, 5, Miles of electric
railway, 8.5; miles of horse railway, 9.
Railroads entering the city, 6; passenger
trains entering and leaving the city daily,
30. Number of miles of water mains, 40;
capacity of water supply, 7,000,000 gallons
per day; consumption, 4,500,000 gallons
per day.

STREET BRUSH-BURNING.

Hereafter It Must Not Be Done

After 10 A, M.

The Health Officer Will Prosecute—
Sanitary Inspector Starr’s Work—
Mortality Rate Decreasing.

The City Board of Health held a regu-
lar meeting at the office of the Secretary
and Health Officer, Dr. C. B. Nichols,
last evening. There were present Drs.
Tyrrell, Brune and Nichols.

Yesterday being a legal holiday the
board did not attempt to transact any
business of importance, hut confined it-
self to hearing various reports.

The mortality list for the month of

August was read, and from it the in-
formation that there bad only been
twenty-seven deaths in Sacramento dur-
ing the month was gained. This is con-
siderable of a reduction.
these were males and ten were females;
fifteen were single and twelve were mar-
ried. Consumption carried off three;
a like number died from exhaustion;
three deaths were viclent. Only one case

of pneumonia is recorded, and one of

diphtheria.
SANITARY MATTERS.

The report of Sanitary Inspector Starr
showed that during the month he, under
instructions from lealth Officer Nichols,
ordered 31 cesspools cleaned; five vauits
were ordered disinfected, 14 wvaults and
cesspools were condemned, 13 patent flush
closets ordered put in, five cesspools and
vaults ordered built, six drains ordered
repaired, four sinks ordered trapped and
vented, 52 yards and basements ordered
cleaned, 34 notices sent to saloon men to
abate nuisances in street gutters, 13 of
last month’s orders were completed this
month, 16 arrests were made for violation
of health ordinances, 15 convictions were
obtained, and the amount of fines col-
lected on these was $30. The total num-
ber of his visits and inspections was 414,
and he served 392 printed notices.

In the conclusion of his report Mr,
Starr called the board’s attention tothe
fact that there is no ordinance prohibiting
the building of open vaults, and thata
great many of the nuisances the heaith
department had to abate were caused by
these.

Dr. Brune thought that same action
snould be taken on the suggestion of In-
spector Starr that there was no ordinance
to prevent the building of open vaults,

The board decided that Jl(} ordinance
requiring all cesspocls to be covered
would apply to open vaults, and the
Health Officer was instructed to act
accordingly.

CITY DISPENSARY.

Dr. Nichols, in his capacity as City
Physician, reported that during the
month of August seventy-four new
patients were treated by him at the City
Dispensary, twelve at the County Jail,

STATE BOARD OF TRADE.

Resolution Favoring the Nicaragna
Canal.

At the meeting of the State Board of
Trade on Tuesday, Wm. H. Mills spoke
upon the Nicaragua Canal. He very for-
cibly elucidated the problem, and so sat-
isfactorily to the board that a resolution
was adopted providing for the publica-
tion of his remarks in pamphlet form.

Mr. Mills said the Southern Pacific
Company have no enmity for the canal
scheme, but rather favor the idea because
its developments would tend to increase
{;opululiun in California, the very thing

ochd for by the railroad pecople.

He explained that transcontinental
railways cannot pay unless high rates for
freight are charged; between Ogden and
Reno is a streteh of territory as unremu-
nerative to a railroad as so much bridge
—1,500 miles of it—without an income
sufficient to pay salaries ot station agents
between the points named. In railroad
parlance it is known as ‘‘the bridge.”

“Now,” continued Mr. Mills, *‘the
railroad would be far better off, far more
prosperous, if its line did not go beyond
the Sierras, provided the population of
California was increased to 2,000,000—just
double the number of people we have to-
day. What we want is more people of
thrift, economy, sobriety and intelligence
to develop the State.”’

The Nicaragug Canal, he stated, would
open up markets in foreign countries and
tg' East for California products, which
cannot be carried cheaply over the conti-
nent; would in turn increase the State’s
population by creating a demand for labor
to supply the new demand, and accord-
ingly enrich the railway. YFor then pas-
sengers would be traveling overland in
much larger numbers than at present,
and the freight that pays best—the pianos,
the bonnets, fine furniture and other
costly wares—would come to California
invariably over the mountains.

The following resolution was adopted
unanimously :

Resolved, That In view of the large quantity
of California produets that must in the near
future find a market in Europe and other for-
eign eountries, or giut the focal markets, it
should be the policy of California asa State,
and of its eitiz ns, 10 work for the early com:
pletion of the Nicaragua Canal, and that the
California State Board ot Trade ask the repre-
sentatives of this State in Congress to use their
earnest endeavors to have the Geavral Govern-
ment (under proper restr.ctions) aid, in every
way possible, the completion of said canal,
