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FARM AND ORCHARD

Guinea TFowls are About the
Easiest to Raise.

Poor Dried Fruits—Marketing Butter—
Value of Roots for Feeding—Num-
ber of Trees to the Acre—General

Farm Notes.

I consider the Guinea fowls about the
ersiest to raise that we have. They seem
to have no time to fool away in contract-
ing all the various diseases that come
gslong, as is the case with other birds.

‘hey begin to lay in February or March,
and may safely be ealled an every day
layer until late in the fall, when they be-
gin to molt, not as chickens do, but drop-
ping a feather now and then, and not get-
ting entirely through with their molting
until late in the spring. At that season
they pair off and begin to lay, usually
producing from thirty to sixty eggs be-
fore wanting to sit, but by gathering the
eggs every day you can make them lay
the season through without their beconi-
ing decidedly broody. The Pearl Guineas
are inclined to steal their nests, but the

Whjte will lay in the same nest with the |

ohickens, no matter whether it be high or
low. Their eggs, as well as flesh, are of
the finest quality, and generally liked by
thoso who have tried them. It is of no
ase to try to raise Guinea hensand hawks
on the same place. The Guinea remains
themaster of the premises, and the hawk
has to go. 1t takes twenty-eight days to
hatch Guinea eggs, and from the moment
thoy leave the shell they are at work
searching for something to eat. T feed
about the same as I glo for ordinary
chickens, eand find them easily managed.

They make rapid growth for the first
four wecks, then on account of feather-

ing they grow a little slower for a short |

time, when all at once they seem to take
a fresh hold, and outgrow anything on
the place. They don’t stand the cold
very well, but thrive first-rate in hot
weather. Both as chicks and fowls they

run in flocks of four until mating time, |

when they pair off, and in so doing have
many battles among the
The Guinea is a great peacemaker, how-
ever, among other varieties. e will not
allow the other poultry to fight among
themselves, sceming to want a monopely
of that part of ihe business. If Um{ per-
sist in quarreling he takes a hand him-
seif anfl soon disposes of the fighters. I
have fro kind of poultry on my ranch
that can whip a Guinea, and I have some

ame-fowls, as well as other good fighting

irds. I have never had a case of roup
por of catarrh among my Guinea fowls.
Bome of them will go light (consnmp-
tion); will eat well, and, to all appear-
ances,.are well, but at last you will finc
them dead under the roost a mere hand-
ful of feathers and bones.—O. W. Palmer,
in ‘Fanciers’ Monthly.

Farms
on which roots are raised and fed are get-
ting more productive every year. The
dairymen say they would dispose of their

cows if they could not have the roots for |

them. Those that feed cattle for export
say they could not do it with a profit
without them. One man says: ‘I could
not educaté my children as I do if it were
not for the roots.” And numbers of
others tell us they have lifted mortgages
that they could not have done otherwise.

In conclusion, let me say that the root |

crop puts millions of dollars into the

pockets of the farmiers of Ontario every |

year. And the individual benefit ean not
be estimated.
MARKETING BUTTER.

The thousands of tons of butter that
annually find their way to the village
merchant, off flavor when it reaches hini,
and gone to the bad when it arrives in
the great market, is one great reason why
the farmer should sell the butter as fast
as made, and, if possible, to a butter
dealer, instead of the cross-roads grocery
man, who gives cheap groceries in ex-
change for it, instead of cash. Tons upon
tons of good butter are utterly ruined in
the method of its sale. Kept at home
until it has lost its fine flavor, then held
a few days at the store, and, finally, when
three or four weeks out of the churn,
and protected little, if any, during the

custom. Butter should besold to a butter
dealer, and for cash.

Why
not send this butter in attractive pack-
ages, twice per week, to the city butter
dealer, and get cash? Better 12} cents

POOR DRIED FRUITS.

We again earnestly caution owners to |

bo carcful of the quality of dried fruit
which is put upon the market. It is far
better to throw away poor stuff than to
demoralize the market with it and depre-
ciate the value of really good fruit. There
is plenty and to spare this year and we
cannot afford to sell anything but what is
good. Some of the apricots that are being
offered are scarcely fit to feed hogs with
and should never have been dried. The
day is fast coming when growers will be-
gin to realize that neither green nor dried
fruit can for many years sell simply be-
cause it comes from California, but that
the quality of our products alone will de-
termine our horticultural future.—Cali-
fornia Fruit-Grower.
GENERAL FARM NOTES.
Pear juice, heated to 180 degrees, and

sealed in bottles, will not only keep
well, but prove a refreshing drink in
winter.

A single drain will sometimes convert
a wet field into a fertile one. As long as
the water remains near the surface the
land will be cold.

Kerosene is the best of all insect de-
stroyers and the cheapest, but as it will
injure plants and trees, it should beap-
plied as an emulsion.

Watermelons are seldom sweet and
well-flavorcd if the summer is wet.
Though abounding in water the melon
| thrives best on a somewhat dry and
sandy soil.

Someone has suggested that the dogs
carry bells instead of the sheep, and that
every dog collar should have a bell at-
tached to it, which would give indication
of their presence.

Old strawberry beds do not send out
many runners, but make quite a growth
in the rows. An application of wood
ashes and superphosphate will prove
beneficial to such beds.

The tomato will bear ripe fruit and con-
tain blossoms at the same time. The
vines grow into a dense mass unless they
are supported. Cut out some of the
branches and allow the sun to enter.

Kiefer pear trees grow very rapidly and
usually gain too much hight in propor-
tion to thickness of trunl. 'The trees
should be cut back severely, so as to ren-
der them stouter and less liable to injury
by winds.

The cabbage crop is one of the most
{ important. At no stage of its growth
{ must grass or weeds be allowed between
the rows. Decp caltivation is not re-
quired, but the surface of the ground
must be kept clean and loose.

Black knot on trees is a disgusting
ight. Although remedies are sugoested,
[ the first duty is to cut away all signs of
| the Llack knot, and then prevent its re-
| turn with the use of remedies which de-
| stroy or prevent fungus growth.

Foot-rot destroys more shezp than any
other disease, yet foot-rot may beavoided
by keeping the sheep on dr ations
and paring the hoofs occasionally. Itisa
disease tiiat is induced by wet ground,
{ and may be carried from one field to an-
other by the sheep.

A sheep may not preduce wool to the
value of 51, but it may pay well as mutton.
One early lamb is worth more than the
wool of three or four sheep. The mutton
breeds of sheep require more care than
the small and active wool breeds, but
they give a larger proiit.

The horse that is given rest regularly
on Sunday wili soon iearn to know when
his holiday -ives, and will appreciate
it. Habit is a matter of education. Ani-
mals learn the exact time for receiving
meals, and will appear at regular bours it
they have been fed regularly.

i and no tree is bencfited by the use of the
i' knife more than the peach.
{ Concentrated foods should never be
| fod exclusively. To keep stock on grain,
with but little grass or hay, will result in
deranging the digestive organs, Thisap-
plies also to the hog, which sometimes is
kept exclusively on grain. A hog that is
given a variety will fatten more rapidly
than one fed wholly on corn, as its diges-
tion will be more perfect.

Vood is more largely used for burning
summer in some sections than
£ summer fires are only for quick
work, and a large amount of wood ashes
will be secured. Ashes are often wasted
lor injured by exposure. The place for
ashes is around the trees, where they may
be thrown when a lot acenmulates. Even
coul ashes are beneficial #n sandy soils.

Before storing frait, potatoes or other
crops in the cellar, hawe it thoroughly
cleaned, whitewashed and put in the
best condition, as the temperature, moist-
ure and condition of the cellar largely
affect the keeping qualities of the articles
An excellent and cheap mode of disin-
fecting the cellar is to close it tightly and
burn sulphur therein, ventilating the
cellar well after using the sulphur.

If the crops have matured it is no rea-
son why the weeds should be allowed to
grow. The cultivator will do as good
| service in destroying weeds now as at
any other time. 'The dangerous weeds
| are the few H'.raggling ones that are over-

looked and allowed to seed. The late

weeds are more damaging than those that

{ appear early, as the early weeds are kept

down while the crop is being cultivated,

the late ones being untouched because

no crop requires working.
