Russia Paving the Way to Achieve
a Long-Cherished Ambition.

Lox~pox, Sept. 10.—A dispatch to the
Standard from Batoum says: ‘“Eleven
shipments of war stores have traversed
the Dardanelles this year. All the vol-
unteer cruisers have taken heavy guns
for fortifying Vladivostock. Several
foreign vessels have been chartered to
carry stores and munitions,

“The fact of Turkey’s yielding to Rus-
sia shows that the Treaty of Paris isa
cdead letter, so far as Russia is concerned,
as a strong Black-Sea fleet is being rap-
idly collected. The diplomatic triumph
of the Russian Embassador at Constanti-
nople shows plainly how Russia is pav-
ing the way toachieve her long-cherished
ambition—the possession of Constantino-
ple.”

A dispatch to the Newsfrom Odessa
says: ‘‘The extraordinary fluctuations
in roubles in the past ten days has almost
brought commerce to a standstill. Busi-
nuess contracts are impossible. There is
but little doubt that Berlin bankers are
exercising a sinister influence on Rus-
sian oxchange, and it is felt that autumn
will bring a serious crisis.”’

FRANCE'’S POSITION,

PaRris, Sept. 10.—The banquet given to-
day by De Freycinet, President of the
Council and Ministry of War, to the
I'rench Generals who are taking part in
the army maneuvers and to the military
attaches who are watching them, was a
most brilliant affair. It was apparently
selected as an occasion for the French
Government, through De Freycinet, to
give utterance to its views upon the peace
prospects of Europe. De Freycinet,
during the course of his speech, made |
special reference to the pacific tendencies |
of France. The leading idea of the ma-
neuvers, he said, was to throw light on
and give exercise in the duties of (Com-
mander-in-Chief.

“Nobody,” De Freycinet said, “now
doubts we are strong, or that we shall
prove to be wise. We know how to
maintain that calmness and dignity in
the days of misfortune, which have paved
the way to recuperation.” [Loud ap-
plause.]

The Russian General Fredericks, Dean
of the Foreign Military Attaches, pro-
posed a toast to De Freycinet and General
Saussier, to the splendid French troops
and their valiant countrymen, who had
received the foreign visitors with such
cordiality and courtesy. The toast was
drank with great enthusiasin.

REPUBLIC OF CHILE.
A General Election to Be Held In
October.

NEw Yorxk, Sept. 10.—The Herald's
Valparaiso dispatch says the Junta, at a
meeting held yesterday, decided that an
election would be the best method to
bring about the tranquillity sojmuch de-
sired, and that October 18th next, accord-
ingly, should be designated as election
day. Senators, Deputies, municipal offi-
cers and Presidential Electors will be
voted for. The new President will be
installed December 26th.

Colonel Stepan, who with twenty-five
cavalrymen was supposed to have gone-
to the Argentine Republic to act as guer-
illas, has been captured and brought here.
His cruelty to the anti-Balmacedists who
fell into his power, has aroused an in-
teuse feeling against him, and he will be
very summarily dealt with,

The feeling against the Government of
the United States and its people is calm-
ing down here. The official recognition !
of the Junta’s Government by the United |
States has been made by both Minister !
Ilgan and Admiral Brown. The United |
States flagship San Francisco vesterday |
saluted the Chilean flag by the discharge
of twenty-one guns. This was returned
in a similar manner by a shore battery.

EGAN’S POSITION.

Minister Egan is a matter of only a few |
months. As the representative of the !
United States he is now cordially received |
by the Junta. When the Chilean Repub- |

THE EL DORADO’S CARGO.

Nassavu (Bahama Islands), Sept. 10.—

servative judges that upward of $60,000
worth of goods taken from the wrecked
stecamship El Dorado has been landed
here, and is being sold not only to the in-
habitants of New Providence, but to
those of the outer islands, who come here
by hundreds in schooners to purchase
cheap goods. The shipments from New
York will be very light for some time to
come. The Americans here are indignant
at this open profiting by what they char-
acterize as rank piracy, and Governor
Ambrose Shea, when he arrives here next
month, will probably have an interna-
tional complication to deal with.

DECISION RENDERED IN A LONG-
PENDING LAND CASE.

The Selection of a Site for San Fran-
clsco’s New Postoffice Still

Hangs Fire.

WasniNgrox, Sept. 10.—Secretary No-
ble to-day rendered a decision in the
long-pending case of the Oregon swamp
lands, known as the ‘‘Lost Five.” The
case dates back to passage of the swamp
land grant of 1850, which extended to the
State of Oregon, and has been bhefore
nearly every Secretary since that time in
some shape or form. The present matter
is before the department on a certiorari,
and involves nearly 58,000 acres. The
Secretary, from the aflidavits presented,
thinks the decision of the Commissioner
of the Land Office in ordering hearings is
not justified, and, entertaining such
views, he reverses the Commissioner's
decision dismissing the contests and all
entries and filings on the land in contro-
versy, and directs the Commissioner to
prepare clear lists of the lands, so they
may be approved and patented.

In the casc of the heirs of Nancy K.
Holloway vs. Frank B. Lewis, involving
their respective claims to land in the San
Francisco district, Secretary Noble de-
nies the moetion for a review,

In the case of the Mission Indians vs.
John Walsh, on motion for a rehearing,
reconsideration and review of the de-|
rartmental decision involving land in the |
slos Angelesdistrict, the motion is denied.

CATTLE THIEVES.
OmMcers Arrest Three Suspecis at
Tehachapi.

TEmAcHEAPI, Sept. 10.—Louis Buhn and
two companions have been arrested here
for maliciously and willfully killing
cattle belonging to and bearing marks of
Joe Kiser, a cattle-owner of Tehachapi.
At the preliminary trial the court fixed
bail at $1,000 in each case. Sheep, cattle

Sulli-
van, who was on the box with the driver,
drew revolvers and made the prisoners
turn, at the same time saying to Bailey,
“Put your head in that window or I'll
blow it off.”

The party drove to Black River Junc-
tion, where the driver rebelled, and the
party left the carriage to wait for the
train. It happened to be two hours late,
and when it did arrive Chief Rogers was
aboard with Judge Burke and about fifty
others. Sullivan at first refused to be
arrested, but ﬁnallj' gave up and the
whole party returned.

PurceLL (I. T.), Sept. 10.—A fierce fight
occurred near here to-day, in which a
United States Marshal and posse captured
two noted desperate outlaws, after mor-
tally wounding them. A posse in charge
of deputies Swayne, Cooke and Elkins
had been on the trail of William Corley
and Ross Riley several days. They cor-
nered them to-day in an unoccupied hut
and demanded their surrender. Theout-
laws responded with a volley from their
revolvers., The posse returned the fire,
and a lively fusillade was kept up for some
time, the outlaws finally surrendering.
They had both been shot, it is thought
fatally. One of the posseis injured. Con-
ley is a horsethief, who escaped from the
Arkansas Penitentiary. Riley is a Chero-
| kee negro. He was one of seven mur-

| derers sentenced by the Cherokee Coun-
| ¢il to be shot, but escaped before the sen-

| tence was executed.

LABOR TROUBLES,
No Settlement Yet Made in the Lake
Erie Strike.

Liyma (Ohio), Sept. 10.—Superintendent
Hill and Trainmaster Cook, of the Lake
Erie & Western, went into the yards to-
day and made up the trains in the place
of the striking switchmen. The west
bound train got out four miles, when the
strikers boarded it and pulled every
coupling pin, which they hid in the grass.
They compelled the engineer and fireman
to let the water out of the engine and
leave the train. The cast bound passen-
zer was delayed four hours, until the
freight train could be removed. At 4
o’clock this afternoon the first freight in
two days was gotten under successful
headway, Itwas followed by an engine
to Buttland, ten miles from here, armed
officers being on the engine, The strikers
made no attempt to stop it. Since then
several other trains have been sent out,
and it is believed the company has won.
This morning the switchmen spiked
switches and did everything possible to
cause trouble, when Superintendent Hill
swore warrants for their arrest, and they
desisted.

To-day the striking yardmen held a
conference with General Superintendent
Hill. On their refusal to return to work
at the company’s terms they were dis-
charged.

WARSHIP PENSACOILA.

An Apprentice .i‘-l;;s Sﬁe Would be Safe
Only in Fair Weather.

St. Louis, Sept. 10.—When the report
was published some days ago that the
United States steamer Pensacola was un-
seaworthy, W. H. Belden of this city,
whose son is serving an apprenticeship
on that vessel, wrote to him asking in-
formation on the subject. The reply re-
ceived was as follows: “You say that ‘if
the ship is not fit to go to sea the officers
would not let her go,’ but you are mis-
taken. The officers know she is not sea-
worthy, but they can’t help themselves.
The situation is this way: She came here
to go out of commission after being only
two years out of Norfolk Navy-yard.
The same contractor is here now that was
at Norfolk then, and he would not con-
demn his own work after so short a time.
The ship is safe enough in fair weather
but if she ever gets a heavy blow I wonld
rather be out of her. When she rolls the
spar deck goes from one side to the other
and all the seams open.”’

A BLOODTHIRSTY MINISTER.

He Advises His Flock to Exterminate
the Whites.

MempHIS (Tenn.), Sept. 10.—Rev. Tay-
lor S. Nightingale, pastor of the largest
colored Baptist Church in the United
States, created a decided sensation by
advising his flock toarm themselves with
Winchesters for the purpose of extermi-
nating the whites. Those who know
what influence the average negro
preacher has over his people will appre-
ciate the eflect of such advice. A large
number of his people actually adopted
his advice and have purchased repeating
rifles.

Another faction of the better element
opposed him, however, and for opposing
him the pastor excommunicated this fac-
tion, and at a church meeting last night
those who belonged to it were ordered to
leave. Not going quickly enough, the
pastor and his supporters attempted to
eject them and a rough-and-tumble free
fight took place. A dozen or more of
each faction have been arrested on war-
rants and the fight waxes bitter. The
minister will be handled by the Grand
Jury.

NAVAL ORDERS.

Admiral Benham to Take Command of
the South Atlantic Station.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 10.—Secretary
Tracy has made further changes in the
squadrons on the North Atlantic Coast.
An order was issued this morning which
transferred the Boston and Atlanta from
Admiral Walker’s squadron of evolution
to Admiral Gherardi’s command of the
North Atlantic squadron. This leaves
the two squadrons equally balanced in
the number of vessels. The Enterprise,
which was under Admiral Gherardi’s
command, is to go to Annapolis as a prac-
tice ship for the cadets. Further changes
are likely to follow. Admiral Benham,
lately Commandant at Mare Island
Navy-yard, has been assigned to com-
mand the South Atlantic Station, to suc-
ceed Admiral McCann, who is President
of the Retiring Board and Board of Pro-
motion. It is probable that one of the
new cruisers, perhaps the Newark, now
in the squadron of evolution, will be
sent to South America to serve as Ad-
miral Benham’s flagship.

Fatal Collision of Passenger Trains.

Kaxsas City, Sept. 10.—An Omaha
special says: Two passenger trains on
the Union Pacific collided near Beatrice,
Neb., this morning. Victor Hains and
sjeorge Cortman, both living near
Beatrice, had their legs broken and it is
thought they will die. Conductor Baird
sustained serious injuries while jumping.
Both engines and the mail cars were
totally wrecked.: The accident is said to
have n caused by carelessness of the
train dispatcher,

Attempt to Wreck a Train.

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 10.—A special to
the Ledger says: Last evening a diabol-
ical attempt was made to wreck a Le-

high Valley train at Kennedy Station,
near Philli})sburg. A quantity of dyna-
mite was placed on the track, and when
the freight train ran over it the explosion
was forcible enough to throw the engine
off the track. No one was hurt. There
is no clue to the perpetrators,

Park Place Disaster.

New York, Sept. 10.—The tale of the
horrible disaster in Park Place, resnlting
in the death of sixty odd human beings,
is now ended with the verdict of the jury.
It found that the people killed lost their
lives by the collapse of the buildings,
caused by the giving way of the support-
ing iron columns near the middle of the
ground tloor, due to some sudden shock
applied to said columns, and not pri-
marily due to their apparent inherent
weakness. The jury was unable to find
whether the breaking of these columns
was due to an explosion or not. The jury
recommended legislation authorizing the
fire department to periodically inspect
all buildings used for printing, manu-
facturing and storage purposes.

Two Suicides.

N1AGARA FawLwLs (Ont.), Sept. 10.—This
afternoon a well-dressed woman, un-
known, about 25 years old, threw herself
into the rapids. A man named Capeim,
of Philadelphia, sprang into the water
and attempted to save her. She resisted
his eitorts, and he finally had to leave her
to save himself,

A cotiple of hours later a party on Luna
Island were startled by hearing a young
man near them cry, “I’'m going; good-
by !”” Turning, they saw him spring into
the water. In a minute he disappeared

over the falls. His name is said to be
Albert Heimlich.

Perry’s Victory Celebrated.
SaNpusky (0.), Sept. 10.—The Taumee
Valley Monument Association celebrated
theseventy-eighth anniversary of Perry’s
victory on Lake Erieat Put-in Bay Island
to-day. The society has for its object the
preservation of places of historic inter-
est. Ex-President Hayes is President of
the society. He made a brief patriotic
address. Cassius M. Clay of Kentucky
was Orator of the Day. He spoke with
special reference to the part taken in the
war of 1812 by General Jamnes Clay, his
father, considering and answering the

criticisms of some writers thereon.

Fire-proof Material for Mexico.
Orrawa (Ill.), Sept. 10.—The Pioneer
Fire-proof Construction Company to-day
shipped a full trainload of their manu-
facture to Zacatecas, Mex. This is the
first exportation of fire-proof material
from any country to another. The after-
noon was made one for celebration in
Ottawa, the citizens taking an important

part and a lively interest in the event.

Death of a Los Angeles Citizen.

CHicaco, Sept. 10.—k 8. Sherman of
Los Angeles, Cal., died at the Palmer
House yesterday. Mrs. Sherman reached
Chicago last Monday and was at her hus-
band’s bedside when he died. Conges-
tion of the lungs was the immediate cause
of death. The remains are to be shipped
to Los Angeles, where the interment will
take place.

WasHiNGToN, Sept. 10.—The Supreme
Council of the Order of Chosen Friends
elected officers to-day, U. H. Morse of
New York being selected as Supreme

SENSATION AT CHICAGO.

A WEALTHY ENGLISH LADY MYS-
TERIOUSLY DISAPPEARS.

She Enters a Church to Pray, and
Since Then Has Not
Been Seen.

CHicaco, Sept. 10.—Miss Ava, a
wealthy English: woman who came to
Chicago recently to raise the standard of
living in the slums, is reported to the po-
lice as missing. She has been stopping
at the residence of Rev. Dr. Bolton. Last
evening Miss Ava and Mrs. Bolton drove
to the Jesuit Church, on the West Side.
Miss Ava entered the building, telling
her companion that she only intended
having a few minyges’ conversation with
the priest. Mrs. Bolton waited for half
an hour and finally became alarmed
when Miss Ava did not return. She re-
membered that the missionary had
spoken of receiving letters in which her
life was threatened, and feared she had
come to harm. Mrs. Bolton at once noti-
fied the police. The detectives who were
sent out learned from the priest at the
church that Miss Ava had called, and af-
ter fifteen minutes’ conversationabout re-
ligious matters had gone away. All at-
tempts to gain any clue to her where-
abouts after that time thus far have been
fruitless.

Miss Ava is said to be very wealthy,
and has deyoted her time and money to
indulging her hobby for ‘‘slumming.”
Her friends say her crusade against
wrong has made her many enemies, who
have threatened her life. She came to
Chicago the first of last month to earry
on the work which she had acguired
fame for in London. Several days ago
she purchased a house on the West Side.

Francis Mingay and family, who have
charge of the house, are much mystified
over the disappearance. Mr. Mingay said
that he could not imagine what had be-
come of Miss Ava. Yhen she first came
here, he said, she continually complained
that she was afraid the Catholics would
take her life. Tuesday she received a
letter, and when she read it she became
excited. Mingay has no idea why she
should go to the Catholic Church.

Mrs. Dr. Bolton, in an interview, said
Miss Ava was received into her husband’s
cougregation (Centenary Methodist) on
probation about two weeks ago. They
were much impressed with her zeal in
missionary work and Christian charac-
ter., Mrs. Bolton said she had accom-
panied Miss Ava to the Jesuit College a
number of times, but there was nothing
in the young lady’s life to show that she
was in any way partial to the Catholic
religion. Miss Ava never told Mrs.
Bolton the ob{'ect of her visit to the col-
lege, and the latter had never asked. Mrs.
Bolton said that the day Miss Ava disap-
peared she wailed at the college door fully
two hours and a half, and when she did
not appear she made inquiry, which was
fruitless.

Father TFitzgerald, President of the
Jesuit College, said thisevening: **About
9 o’clock last evening Father Kelley, who
is pastor of the church connected with
this institution, informed me that he had
been paid a visit by the lady shortly after
7 o’clock, and he had, after the interview,
led her to the church connected with the
building; that she expressed a desire to

ray, and that he left her in the church.

e noticed her carriage still at the door,
and at my suggestion, we sought for her
in the church. The coachman apﬂpearing
about that time and expressing fears for
Miss Ava’s safety, we made a thorough
search of the entire church, but found no
trace of her.”

Medical Boards Fxamine the:Con-
dition of the Inmates.

MANY FOUND WHO SHOULD BE
EXCLUDED.

Two Californla Lads Admitted to tha
Naval Academy at Annapolis—More
Serious Trouble Looked For at the
East Tennessce Mine — Arms and

Ammunition Being Shipped to the
Scene.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 10.—The Board of
Managers of the National Home for dis=
abled volunteer soldiers has abdut cone
cluded its quarterly meeting in this city.
At the last meeting provision was made
for the creation of medical boards at each
branch to examine the inmates and as-
certain what proportion of them were
able to maintain themselves, and were net
disabled. These reports are now under
consideration. The board at the California
branch reports that there is not a single
inmate who could properly be excluded.
In the central branch the board found
thirty-five inmates who should be ex-
cluded because they have sufficient in-
come to maintain themselves, and seven-
teen who are physically able to support
themselves. The Milwaukee branch has
not yet reported.

The board has not yet determined upon
the line of policy to be pursued in these
cases. - It is the desire to rid the homes of
Inmates realiy able to take care of them-
selves, inorder to atford room for deserv-
Ing veterans. But so many considera-

tions arise that it is not practicable to ap~
ply the general rule.

Chinese Convicted of I‘llom\l Residence.
Burraro (N. Y.), Sept. 10.—The long
trial of the four Chinatnen suspected of
being illegal residents has come to a close
Jn the United States Court. Commis-
sioner Hirschbeck discharged Lee Winyg
and Rah Mia, and the two others were
found gunl}y of being improperly in the
country. They will be held in jail along
with three others who received similar
sentences, to await the decision of the
Judge on the question as to whether they
should be sent to Canada or China.

Blooded Horses at Auction.

CLEVELAND, Sept. 10.—The prices real-
ized at the Emery-Fasig sale at Glenville
to-day were above the average. The

There is much uneasiness all
throagh East Tennessee, and the miners
are reported to be making grave threats,

creditors of M. J. O’Brien, who yester-
day made deeds of trust to protect pre-
ferred creditors, to-day petitioned the
Chancery Court to have them set aside,
and an attachment issued to provide for
an‘equity of all creditors. O’Brien has
disappeared. The amount of his shortage
in his account with the Catholic Knights
of America is between $20,000 and §25,000,
The society is protected by a bond.

Star Bleycle Performance.
