China's Action in Regard to the
Recent Riots Condemned.

LEADERS IN THE MOVEMENT GO

UNPUNISHED.

Death ofMrs. Theresa Fair—Twenty-

Eight Round Prize Flcrht in Tuol-

nmne County—Tho Board ofPrison

Directors Approve of Warden

Hale's Action In Punishing the

Convicts "Who Entered Into a Con-

spiracy to Escape.

Sax Francisco, Sept, 13.—The steamer

China arrived this morning from Hong-
kong and Yokohama, twelve days, eleven
hours and fifty minutes from the latter
port. Itwas thought that she would at-
tempt to break tho record made by the
Vancouver lino of steamships, but she
did not do so.

Advices from China to August 20th
say: Sir John Walsam, the British
Minister, has protested strongly against
tho dilatory manner In which the Chi-
nese Government dealt with the recent
riots, and has put three questions to tho
Government, asking: First, why an
edict on the subject of riots was not dis-
patched through the empire by telegraph;
s. cond, why the Wuhu magistrate who
tried to stop the riots was degraded,
while his superiors, who did nothing,
wero not punished, and third, why the
punishment ofthe guilty at Wusuch was
delayed.

Tho Chinese Government sent tho ques-
tions to his Excellency, Li Hung Chang,
to be answered. Chang repliod: First,
it is not the custom of China to send
edicts by wire; second, the magistrate
was degraded for other reasons, and third,
the rioters have been punished, two being
executed.

Tho North China Neics. commenting
editorially on the answers, says: The
first is merely a subterfuge. The case
was too serious to admit of the delay
caused by the use of messengers. As fur
the second reply, it was stated at the time
that the magistrate was degraded ss a
concession to the natives, who had de-
nounced him for doing his duty tn the
ad'air. The reply is a palpable evasion.
and only shows that China can not be
depended on by the foreign powers. As
for the execution of the two culprits, this
is unsatisfactory, as coming far short of
the requirements of the Chinese law in
cases of murder among themselves. The
murderers offoreigners must not be pun-
ished more lightly than murders of Chi-
nese. Lord Salisbury added to his three
questions the demand that Hunan, which
is tho hotbed of anti-foreign sentiment in
< hina. be opened to trade, coupled with
a threat that If China could not control
her own people, the foreign powers
\\ ould take the matter in hand. To this
the Viceroy replied that China is perfectly
aide to control her own people. Tho con-
clusion is that if able she must bo uu-
willing.

The Newt adds: Meanwhile the pow-
ers do not intend to bo satisfied with
these replies and what has been dono by
the Chinese Government so far in the
way ofpunishment and reparation. They
have sent China what is virtually their
ultimatum, and will not take any inade-
quate reply. England's action is under-
stood to be backed by the other powers
and it is thought force will be used if
China is not conciliatory.

< >ver twenty thousand people assem-
bled at Lung Chow, in the province of
Hunan, recently to prevent the work-
men from patting up telegraph lines.
Ten thousand poles were burned, and the
men driven o.*er the boundary. A
i \u25a0ciety has been formed to keep the tele-
graph out, and the mob is still on watch.
Great apprehension is felt by the inhabi-
tants in the border districts of Hussein.

At Newchang Dr. Greig, a missionary
doctor, has been assassinated by soldiers.
The matter has been placed in the hands
oi' Mr. Ayrton, British Consul. It is
thought that this is a local ailair, not con-
nected with the secret societies.

The reports from Foo Chow of the kill-
ing of three missionaries proves to be

The German Roman Catholic Bishop
of Shantung has returned from Peking to
T entain, and said that his excellency,
Li Hung Chang, told him that the late
riots are only forerunners ofmore serious
trouble, and hinted that ho hoped the
bishop would he moderate in the de-
m_____ on his return to Shantung. The
Italian corvette Voltumo lias been under
orders to leave for Italy, but was stopped
and ordered to remain indefinitely by
the Italian Minister at Peking, who'fears
trouble.

Mr. I'elphick, the American Vice-Con-
sul at Tientsin, has been made assistant
manager In the extension of the Tientsin
Railroad. Viceroy Chang Chihtung has

.v opened iron mines in Hupeh,
s nd claims that be can manufacture all
tho iron needed on the road by next Juiy.
Li Hung Chang accepted the oiler in part,
and has ordered 260,000 tons of foreign
Iron to use meanwhile.

Gold mines, have been dlsoovet-d In
tho Cheng-chin District of Kuang-tung.
Adventurers docked to them in crowds
and did much damage to graves and
fields in digging. Finally tho magistrate
prohibited mining there, and quiet was
jc stored.

There seems to be no foundation for tho
r-;>ort that the son of Hsiich, Minister to
Knglaad, has been arrested as a member
ol a secret society. Young Hsiich lives
v* Wusich, the scene of the recent riots,
but is a quiet student, and was in no way
• onnecteu with tnem.

There aro serious troubles In Sintang
between the Dyaks and Malays. Three
thousand Dyaks are in arms against the
Malay Rajah over taxes. Fighting has
already taken plane, several being killed
on BMB side. Tho country is suffering
from famine, which is believed tobe the
root ofthe trouble, a number ofsoldiers
have been sent to the disaffected districts.

There was a serious landslide in tho
bank of tho YangtSOO, opposite Chin
Kiang. The people, warned by premoni-
tory trembling. Bed in their nii_-ht clothes.
Hardly had toey escaped when a la: o
tract of ground slid into the river, carry-
ins about a hundred bouses and shops
with it. No lives wore lost.

Six hundred stonecutters went ou a
strike in Tokio against a reduction of
wages. Their demands were temporarily
acceded to.

An examination of the wreck of the
steamship Tachachiho Maru has resulted
in a commission finding Captain Walker
guilty of neglect ofduty, aud suspending
his certificate six months. Chief Officer
Howard was also to blame, and was sus-
jtended for threo months.

The Borina Islands have been visited
by a severe storm, lasting twenty-four
hours, doing great damage. The sugar-
cane crop, the principal product, was re-
duced to *30 per cent, oy the storm. Many
houses were blown down.

By the recent floods in the Tokushima
prefecture 354 houses were destroyed, and
over six hundred persons injured. Two
persons were drowned and thirty-one
vessels destroyed.

CERES TRAIN-ROBBERS.

Dalton nnd Dean Discharged for Want
of Evidence

Modesto, Sept. 13.—At 2p. m. yester-
day Dalton and Dean were brought be-
fore Justice Towns to plead and have tho
time set for a preliminary examination
ona charge of attempted train-robbery
at Ceros. They wero represented by J.
VV*. Breckon ridge of Merced and L. J.
Maddux of Modesto. Mr. Breckenridge
addressed tho court at some length. Dis-
trict-Attorney Fulkerth followed him,
and in addressing the court stated that he
had investigated the case thoroughly swid
had found that the detectives went backon everything they said. He said he
didn't believe either Dalton or l.cnn was
near the scene of the attempted robbery.
Therefore, he made the motion that they
bo discharged, which motion the court
granted.

Immediately on tho liberation of Dal-
ton a warrant for his arrest was placed in
the hands of A. W. _J.._innes. Deputy
Sherill" ofthis county. Tho cause is the
withdrawal of one ofthe bondsmen at Vi-
salia In the Alilacase. Dalton,when placed
under arrest, remarked: "They have suo-
cceded."

Fair, the divorced wife of ex-Senator
James G. Fair, died to-night of fatty de-
generation of the heart, caused by in-
flammation of tho kidneys. Sho had
been illseveral days. Senator and Mrs.
Fair were married December 30,1861, at
Carson, Nev. In 18S3 Mrs. Fair brought
suit for divorce, charging her husband
with adultery. No defense was made,
and the divorce was granted, Mrs. Fair
receiving four arid a quarter millions in
securities, besides valuable real estate in
this city. She leaves four children-
James G., Charles L., Theresa A. and
Virginia. The eldest daughter, Theresa,
was last year married to Hermann Oel-
rich of New York.

Expedition to Lower California.
Yuma (Ariz.), Sept. 13.—An expedition

in charge of Col. C. K. Allen left here last
night down the Colorado River, bound
for Hardy's Colorado sulphur mountain
and the Cocopah volcano region. A

W. W. Kmery, his com-
panion, succeeded in getting on safely,
but Kerlin failed and fell under the
wheels. The wheels passed over hi _ back
and shoulders, horribly mangling them
and causing instant death, Kerlin was
the main support of his aged father aud
mother.

DYING OF STARVATION.

Truth Becoming Known About the
Situation in Russia.

TERRIBLE DISTRESS PREVAILING
AMONG THE POOR CLASSES

Tho Passenger Steamer Arizona Nar-
rowly Escapes Being Wrecked In
the Atlantic, Having 3?een in ;Col-
lision Withan Unknown Sailing Ves-

sel— Earthquakes of Frequent Oc-

currence Continue to bo Felt In

Salvador.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 13.—Day by day

the truth about the famine is becoming
known, despite the efforts made by the
Governmeat to prevent the press from
publishing tho worst Busts. The situation
is moro terrible than has been antici-
pated. No language i3too strong to toll
the distress that prevails ia some
provinces. A well-known clergyman,
who has been traveling in Kazan, gives
tliis account of what he has personally
seen:

"Icannot describe all Ihave seen, but
will give you some examples. A few
days ago Ivisited the village of Maredcy.
Within the first half hoar I met sixteen
poor -restores at the last extremity of
woe. Most of them had not tasted a
morsel of bread for over a week. With
distorted features and glaring eyes they
gazed at me, many ofthem only just able
to stretch out their bands for the food I
offered them. A few only had .strength
enough to eat it. They generally die be-
fore help comes. The lunger I remained
in tho village the more misery I dis-
covered.

"Outside of houses infront ofthe church
and in other places there were numbers
of pale, emaciated, sickly-looking peo-
ple, hunger-stricken groups, such as are
seen only where famine reigns. Some of
them are quite apathetic. They seemed
utterly indifferent to all that was going
on around them. They wero evidently
resigned to their fate. Others raved in
their despair, moving about gesticulating
wildly and crying, 'Bread, bread; do
not let us starve.' Everything eatable
has long since disappeared. The mor-
tality has increased insuch alarming pro-
portions that in ono locality out of 150
families, forty-seven have died ofhunger.
Some strong words about famine do ap-
pear now and then in the newspapers.
Ono journal declares that the peasants in
the valley of Volga are in a state ofut-
most destitution. They have neither
clothes nor food, and are wandering about
inrags on the verge ot starvation."

CLANG OF ARMS.

Tho Great Armies of Europe Being
Reviewed.

New York, Sept. 13.—Tho Tribune's
cablegram from London says: The Con-
tinent has through the week resounded
with the clang of arms. Austria has had
her military maneuvers; Holland has re-
minded the world, not unnecessarily, that
there is such a thing in existence as a
Dutch army, and Belgium has massed
somo troops of cavalry in the field.
England, not to be outdone, has mobil-
ized as many as 12,000 men near Alder-
shot. All this is a farce; but there is
something grimly serious in the maneu-
vering of the French army. This has
been called out on a colossal" scale; a sort
of rehearsal ofwhat might take place any
day—next month or next year—should
the trumpet-call sound the Inevitable
war with Germany. Twenty-one years
and a few months ago there was a similar
muster, General Le Boeuf having assured
the doubting Emperor that there was not
lacking a button on the gaiters to impede
its march to Berlin. But all whom it
may concern know that the French army
to-day is very different from that which,
in 1870, marched ont to Berlin and got no
farther than Sedan.

It appears after all that thero was some-
thing more than froth in the cup that
France has drunk to Russia. The Czar
will, in a short time hence, find in it not
less than 500,000,000 francs. This is the
loan he wanted to raise through the
ordinary channel, the Rothschilds, but
tho great Jewish financiers, putting
patriotism above percentage, declined to
serve the monarch who was responsible
for tlie atrocious persecution of the Jews
with which Europe at that moment was
ringing. Then came the voyage of the
French fleet to Croustadt; the personal
reception ofthe republic's ships and sail-
ors by the Czar, and all France was ablaze
with enthusiasm and affection for its
newly developed friend, who might some
day help to regain Alsace and Lorraine.
Tlie Russian Finance Minister struck
while tho iron was hot and arranged with
a group of Paris bankers for the issue of
o loan on the most favorable terms.

ELECTRIC MIXING APPLIANCES.

Edlsou's Inventions Revolutionizing
Mining Work.

Montreal, Sept. 13.—Great interest
has been manifested here in the new
Edison electric mining appliances exhib-
ited in tho Electrical Exposition. The
most striking is the electric percussion
drill, which willbore at the rate of three
inches per minute in tho hardest granite.
Itrequires but little power to operate,
and can be worked any distance from the
dynamo to a limit of three miles. The
drill is very simple ivconstruction, hav-
ing no moving parts except the plunger,
and nothing that will be affectod by
moisture. This device, it is said by ex-
perts, willcompletely revolutionize min-
ing work.

The next in importance is the diamond
prospective core drill, designed for locat-
ing mineral deuosits. It willbore 150 feet
into the earth, bringing out a specimen of
the mineral for the purpose of determin-
ing its value. Some have likened this
drill to the mythical "divining rod,"
which was supposed to indicate the loca-
tion of minerals. The Edison drill cer-
tainly resembles such an invaluable in-
strument.

Aside from these are exhibited electric
coal drills, electric hoists, electric fans,
and eloctric pumps, showing that Edison
has turned his attention in earnest to
miniug work, and many .are expecting
marvelous results trom this branch of
electricity in the near future.

COLLISION AT SEA.

The Steamor Arizona Struck by an
Unknown Ship.

Queenstown, Sept. 13.—The Guoin
lino steamer Arizona, Captain Brooks,
from New York September sth for Liver-
pool, arrived here to-day in a battered
condition. Certain passengers report
tbat at an early hour on Sunday, Septem-
ber Gth, while the vessel was in a fog. but
steaming rapidly, an unknown sailing
vessel, believed to be a large coasting
schooner, struck, stem on, the Arizona's
port quarter.

The passengers, who were in bed at the
time or the accident, wero awakened by
the shock and noise, and all rushed on
dock. Itwas seen that thirty feet of rails

and a lifeboat had been smashed; that
the deck was damaged, and several ofthe
plates had been bent.

Owing to the o_*tinous evidences of the
collision it was first belioved that the
consequences of tho accid _ut wero more
serious than proved to be case. Tho

gassengers were much alarmed, and liie-
elts were prepared, but their fears were

soon allayed.
The Arizona fora longtime searched in

vain for the unfortunate sailing vessel.
Part of the bowsprit was left on tho Ari-
zona's dock. From the wreckage seen it
is feared that she foundered.

Earthquake in Salvador.
New Yohk, Sept. 13.—The Herald has

San Salvador, Sept. 13.—The waters

in Slapango, Cojutepeque or lilabasco
Lake, as it is variously known,
keeps rising. The workmen sent by
the Government to open the outlet to tho
ocean are stiil hard at work.

He Was Not Invited to Attend Joseph
Roderigues' Party.

He Gets Drunk, Then, and Raps

Roderigues Over the Head

With a Slums-Shot.

Joseph Roderigues, a Portuguese bar-
ber, who lives with his family on Fourth
street, between N and O, gave a party to
a number of frieuda last night.

He invited about a dozen of his most
intimate acquaintances. Among those
whom ho did not invite was Joaquin
Silva, brother of a Second-street dive-
keeper by that name. Silva has the repu-
tation of being very ugly when in liquor;
and being in that condition last night,
determined to "get even" with the barber
for neglecting him.

CAME ANYHOW.
The festivities at the Roderigues' were

at their zenith about 1 o'clock this morn-
ing, when suddenly Silva put in an ap-
pearance. He had two friends with him,
and he informed the merry-makers that
ho and his friends wanted to bo enter-
tained.

Roderigues did not take kindly to this
intrusion, and, according to all reports,
asked the trio iva quiet manner to leave
the place. He said that if he had wanted
them he would have invited them.

Silva's companions, were not so intox-

icated as he was, and they explained
to Roderigues that they supposed Silva
had been invited. They then persuaded
Silva to leave the place, and he con-
sented. Roderigues accompanied the
intruders to the front gate aud was about
to return to the hou.s.e when Silva sud-
denly turned and dealt the barber a heavy
blow on the head with a slung-shot.

Roderigues dropped as ifsnot and tho
blood streamed in torrents from a deep
wound in his head.

In a moment all was excitement about
the placo. Police whistles were blowing,
women were screaming and there was a
general uproar. Police Officers Mc-
Laughlin and Maley and Special Eldred
heard the whistles and hurried to the
scene. They placed Silva under arrest
and had Roderigues conveyed to the Re-
ceiving Hospital.

roderigues' injuries.

City Physician Nichols attended to the
wounded man at the hospital. He found
that while the wound was a very serious
one, yet the skull was not fractured. The
blow was so heavy though, that there
was some concussion of the brain. Rod-
erigues' left arm and portions of the leit
side of his body were partially paralyzed
from tho effects af the blow.

Silva was charged with assault to mur-
der. He denies that ho used a slung-
shot, and claims that he struck Rod-
erigues with a light cane.

TROUBLE BREWING.

Ex-Policeman Green and Tom Boyle
at Loggerheads.

George Green, the ex-policeman and
pugilist, and Tom Boyle have not loved
each other for somo time, and at an early
hour yesterday morning had a collision.

Green is alleged to have remarked on
various occasions that he could whip
Boyle, and Saturday night the latter
went into "Googy" Welch's L-street
deadfall, where Green was presiding over
a wheel of fortune.

Boyle said something about Green be-
ing "no good," and that he was just
where he belonged—"turning a wheel for
niggers."

Green talked back, but declined Boyle's
invitation for a light. Boyle then left,
but soveral hours later—in tne early hours
of the Sabbath—they met again at the
corner of Second and X streets. The
wrangle was renewed, and Boyle wanted
the ex-policeman to adjourn to an alley
near by where they could fight it out.
But Green did not wait that long. He
suddenly, and before Boyle knew what
he was he was abont, struck the latter a
heavy blow on tho jaw, knocking him
down. Green then took to his heels and
fled. Boyle was on his feet again in a
moment, and, whipping out a revolver,
was about to shoot at the fleeing pugilist,
when a bystander knocked the weapon
out of his hand. Green escaped. There
wero no arrests. Boyle is now hunting
for Green, and there promises to be an-
other engagement.

PENSION CLAIMS.

Over Nine Hundred Thousand
Awaiting Settlement

THE BUREAU DOING ITS BEST TO
SPEEDILY ADJUST THEM.

Twenty-Six Pnss.ngors Injured in a

Wreck on tho Union Pacific Near

Beaverbrooks, Colorado—Fatal Stab-

bing Affray In a Court room in Ar-

kansas—Hold Robbery by Four Des-
peradoes in Missouri.

Special to the Record-Union.
Was hinoton, Sept. 13.- Replying to

a query of General Enoch, Congressman-
elect from Ohio, sis to why there was not
a uniformity in the answers to his calls
for a status of pension claims. Commis-
sioner Rauni has written General Enoch
a lengthy letter pertaining to tho settle-
ment of claims iv the Pension Bureau.
In tho letter Commissioner l.auni states
that ho is doing all he can to secure
prompt adjudication on all i-laims. On
the first of July there were 523,787
claimant-, who had never been pensioned,
and 306.689 claims tot increase, making a
total of 90-V-2B ponding claims. The
bureau is doing its best, but it is practi-
cally impossible to bring all these cases
toimniediat. settlement. The now claims
arc, to a great extent, given precedence
over claims for increase.

In addition to letters of inquiry, etc.,
from members, the office last year re-
ceived over 1,270,660 communications
from claimants, their friends and attor-
neys, inquiring regarding their claims.
These communications poured in at the
rate ofmore than 3,800 per day. The re-
ceipt of every one of them was acknowl-
edged, but it is physically impossible at
once to give the status of the cases to
which they relate. Some are reached
moro rapidly than others, which accounts
for the fact that definite replies to some
letters aro received in a shorter space of
time than others.

Moinbers of Congress alone sent nearly
165,000 communications regarding the
pension claims last year. To answer
these it would not be justice to the claim-
ants and their friends other than Con-
gressmen. AU are taken up in their
turn.

The letter concludes : "Where a mem-
ber of Congress is cognizant of the fact
that an old soldier is in such condition
physically or financially as to render it
imperative that his claims have immedi-
ate attention, and that fact is brought to
my notico, I do not hestitate to have the
case called up, examined, and the status
given, and in such cases Iwould be glad
to respond to your letters."

TENNESSEE LEGISLATURE.

Much Important Business Transacted
at the Extra Session.

Nashville (Term.), Sept. 13.—The
extra session of the Legislature expires
by limitation next Saturday.

The more im-
portant bills passed so far have been one
appropriating §25,000 per year for the
maintenance of an efficient military force
for the purpose ofaiding the civil author-
ities in upholding the law, and one for a
revision of the election laws.

KEYSTONE BANK FAILURE.

Secretary Foster Petitioned to Con-
tinue the Investigation.

Washington, Sept. 13.—Acting Secre-
tary Spaulding has received a letter con-
taining resolutions adopted by the Citi-
zens' Committee of FiftyofPhiladelphia!

requesting that Secretary Foster do all in
his power toward providing means for a
continuance of tho investigation into the
affairs of the Keystone Bank. It is prob-
able that ifthe Citizens' Committee raises
the money to pay for a continuation of
tho services of experts, it will bo contin-
ued, but the Secretary cannot guarantee
that any money thus expended will bo
refunded by Congress, although ho might
recommend tbat a special appropriation
for such refunding be mado.

PASSENGER THAI.. WRECKED.

Twenty-Six People Injured, Five Prob-
ably Fatally.

Denver, Sept. 13.—A passenger train
of the Union Pacific was wrecked about
11 o'clock this morning near Beaver-
brooks Station, and twenty-six passen-
gers injured, five probably fatally. The
train was late and was running rapidly
around a sharp curve. The express-car
left the track and rolled down a lifteen-
foot embankment, pulling with it tho
mail and two passenger coaches. Tho
train was loaded with passengers, many
of whom were Knights of Pythias re-
turning from a State convention at As-
pen.

The cause of tho wreck is not known
exactly, but as the road was a narrow-
gauge, and the coaches very top heavy,
it is thought that the train was running
too rapidly for safety.

When the wrecking-train loit Golden,
Robert Pruin, an employe *bf the road,
attempted to board the engine. His re-
volver fell from his pocket, the hammer
struck a stone and the weapon was dis-
charged, the ball taking effect in tho
man's neck, making a wound which will
result fatally.

There is talk of lynching, but
the authorities and prisoner's friends are
on the alert, and will protect the prisouer.

Bold Robbery In Kansas.
Kansas City (Mo.), Sept. 13.—Four

men with drawn revolvers entered the
saloon of Alfred Crandall this morning
and held up ten loungers and relieved
them of their valuables, and then ordered
the proprietor to turn over his cash.
Crandall made a show of resistance, and
while three of the robbers held the loaf-
ers at bay, the fourth attacked Crandall
and knocked him down. He then robbed
the cash drawer and stole theproprietor's
watch and diamond pin. Tno bandits
made their escape.

Pleasure Yacht Run Down and Sunk.
New York, Sept. 13. — A pleasure

yacht containing four persons was run
down and sunk in Arthur Kills last
night by a steam lighter. Only two of
those on board the yacht were rescued.
The others, Harry Fairchild and Walter
Dood, were swept away by the tide and
drowned. Albert and Henry Stewart,
the survivors, are strangely reticent
about the affair.

Texas Train Robbers.
Sax A>*to_*io (Tex.), Sept. 13.—The

pursuit of the five men who recently
robbed the Southern Pacific train at
Samuels has ended, as far as tho citi-
zens' posse and State rangers aro con-
cerned. Allevidence in their possession
has been turned over to the postal au-
thorities, who will continue the attempts
to capturo the men.
Young Wiley Has Not Been Lynched.

Pratt (Kas.), Sept. 13.—The report
that James Wiley, the 15-year-old boy
who murdered his stepbrother yesterday,
has been captured and lynched, ia un-
true. Wiley gave himself up and was
lodged safely in jail.

APROPOS OF THE PLY.
Its Metamorphosis aud an Explanation

of Its Sudden Disappearance.
How many peoplo are there whom tho

harmless but annoying little houso lly
does not only worrybut sometimes drive
to distraction, and yet how few there are
whose entomological knowledge is of suf-
ficient breadth to allow of tlieir tracing it
from its first existence to a full-grown fly.

Does not tho question often arise as to
its mysterious and sudden disappearance,
asks Rex in the Philadelphia I'ress.
Summer alter summer they present
themselves for personal annoyance, in
great abundance, and strangely enough
appear always in fully developed propor-
tions; yet with the same yearly regular-
ity they as mysteriously disappear, leav-
ing no trace of their existence behind.

Let *is follow one of these little dipte-
rous insects through its metamorphosis.

During the month of August the fly
lays its eggs in clusters or bunches in de-
caying animal or vegetable matter of al-
most any kind, such as manure or other
filth. Tho e-jgs remain unhatched usu-
ally for a period of six months, after
which their hatching will depend upon
the degree of heat to which they are
subjected.

A day or two of moderate heat will
bring the eggs to life in larva form—a
maggot without head, tail or legs. Theso
crawl to some dry place to pupate. In
less than two weeks, with neither food
no sustenance, the puparium will grow
from its tiny shape to the size of a small
pea, when the perfect flyemerges.

Their lives aro of short duration, for
they only thrive through warm seasons
of the year, when they are more plenti-
ful, and as the colder weather returns thoy
die.

Fragile in their composition, which
contains nearly 80 per cent, of moisture,
they greatly diminish in size when dead
and dry, and their matter, in conse-
quence most brittle, easily crumbles,
turns to dust and blows away.

CHILEAN AFFAIRS.

Police Authorities Prosecuting a
Search for Balmaceda.

HE IS BELIEVED TO BE HIDINQ IN
SOME MONASTERY.

The German Minister Critlcisod for
His Conduct In Permitting the Re-
moval of Hal inner da's Minister of
War From tho German Titration to

Prison —The Property of Persona
Known to Have Been Active Sup-

porters of Bnlmacc.lt- to be Con lis-
en ted.

New York, Sept. 13.—The Herald has

tho following cable:
Valparaiso <via Galveston), Sept. 12.

—The police authorities arc still prose-
cuting • vigorous search throughout
Santiago for Balmaceda. It is now gen-
erally believed that he i* hiding in some
monastery. Several of these institutions
have already been visited by the police,
but so far no traco of him has been dis-
covered.

TheJS_» is no truth in the report about
the Indian uprising. The story evidently
had its origin in the pillaging of Coronol
by miners.

The German Minister to < ___te has made
a public denial here of the cable to the
New York Herald in which it was told
how ho ordered tho Admiral of a Ger-
man warship to surrender political refu-
gees, but that the Admiral had declined
to do so, cabling the German Emperor
for approval of his action, and how tlie
Kniperor had cabled back sustaining tho
Admiral. The truth of the cabled state-
ment is reatlirmed, and proofs to tho con-
trary challenged.

The German Minister might try to ex-
plain another extraordinary proceedingon his part while he is about it. His re-
cent conduct iv permitting tho removal
of Balniai... la's Minister of War, Yalr.-
quex, from the German legation to prison
i> generally condemned, and lias pro-
voked much adverse criticism from even
the warmest partisans of the Jm
cause. I'resident .org Montt himself,
upon learning tlie particulars of this
strange ease, ordered Senor Valaqnes to
the legation, and declared thai his re-
moval and imprisonment were violation
of the sanctity of the legation. Senor
Montt'B magnanimous conduct is in
marked contrast to the action of the Ger-
man Minister.

The British warship Melpomene has
been ordered to China, and the Cham-
pion to Esqnimault, on Vancouver
Island. The Champion, Oil her wav
north, willcall at Coqnimbo to take oh
board Colonel Carvallo and Intemicnto
Sanchez, two of Balmaoeda'- officials,
aud will land them at Calloa.

Senor Ordonez, tlie Spanish Minister,
has tendered tho thanks of himself, his
country and the Spanish residents of
ChUe to Admiral Brown of the United
States Hag-hip San Francisco for oilers of
protection to the Minister and his coun-
trymen during the recent troubles.

Tho foreign Ministers aro much
chagrined at the promptitude displayed
by Minister Egan in storing a point in
behalf of the United states in recognising
the Junta's authority ahead ofother na-
tions.

The ambulance service lias tendered a
testimonial to Passed Assistant Surgeon
John Medger, of the United States steam-
ship San Francisco; Assistant Surgeon
Edward R. Stitt of Baltimore and two
junior surgeons of the same T_s_l.li.. for
valuable aid in behalf of tho injured i*i
the recent conflicts.

The railroad connection between this
city and Santiago has been temporarily
suspended. While a freight train last
night was crossing one of tho bridges,
tiiestructure collapsed. The locomotive,
tender, and most of the freight cars wero
thrown into a ravine below. The acci-
dent happened so suddenly that the engi-
neer aud fireman were unable to make
any attempt to escape, and they went
down with the wreck. A relief party
v. as organized in tho hopo of saving their
lives. When it reached the wreckage
tho engineer and firemen were found
1 .ntied down under a mass of debris.
After considerable trouble they were
taken out, and it was found that they
wore alive, but seriously injured.

Two severe earthquake shocks occurred
here this morning. The first l was at 7:40
o'clock, and created general alarm. It
was of a fow seconds duration. Before
the people recovered from their fright a
second shock took place. They were
thought to be the forerunners of more
serious shocks, but happily no others oc-
curred. There was no damage dono to
property, and no ono was injured.

It is stated oil reliable authority that all
men known to havo been active sup-
porters of Balmaceda, as well as those
guilty of peculation, willlose their prop-
erty by confiscation. The Supreme Court
has already organized, aud all these cases
will be submitted to it.

Tho family of Senor Augustine Ed-
wards, who has acceptod the offer of the
office of Minister of War in tho Cabfnet
of the Provisional Government, arrived
here to-day, and were accorded a great
reception.

REFRACTORY ORES.
Now Gold and Silver Extracting

Process.
John Cuninghame Montgomerio of

Dalmore, Ayrshire, in conjunction with
Henry Parks of London, have dis-
covered a process for the extraction of
gold and silver from the refractory gold
and silver sulphide ores ofthe Champion
Mines in the Thames district of New
Zealand. These ores are well known to bo
of a very refractory nature, and nil tho
processes now in use have failed to trest
them satisfactorily. Tho host results
that have been obtained in former trials
were by a process which took sixteen
hours in treatment, with an extracting
power of from S5 to 87 per cent, ofgold,
and from 72 to 86 per cent, of silver.
During the nast few months Mr. Mont-
gomerio hasHipersonaliy carried "out a
large number of experiments at his Tarn,
o' Shanter Hono Works on this ore, with
the result that he has reduced the time
for treatment from sixteen to four hours,
and with an extracting power of from
95 to 99 per cent, of gold, and from IK) to
95 per cent, of silver.

From trials on two special grades oftho
Champion sulphide ores, tho following
results have been obtained without tho
ore being calcined: On assaying 1 oz. 1
dwt. 11 grains gold, and 39 oz. 4 dwts. 21
grains silver, 96 per cent, of the gold, and
93J per cent, of trie silver were extracted;
and from ore assaying 2 oz. 9 dwts. gold,
and 59 oz. 19 dwts. 7 grains silver, as high
as 99.02 per cent, ofthe gold, and 9639
per cent, of the silver have been taken
out. In working out the best method for
the treatment of these ores a number of
valuable data have been arrived at,
whereby the ore can be brought to yield
up its precious metals, aud some of these
are specially adapted for certain refractory
ores other than those of the type of tho
Champion ores. It is believed that ono
or other ofthe processes which have boon
discovered will treat a wido range ofthe
various ores which are now but indif-
ferently treated, and those of a slightly
refractory nature may be treated easily
with the highest results.
