HENNESEY AND HIS ENIFE.

Special Officer Eldred’s Narrow Escape
from Death,

Hennesey Stabs a Colored Man and
Then Tries to Cut the
Officer.

A commotion on L street, near Third,
attracted Special Officer Eldred’s atten-
tion last night shortly after 9 o’clock.

Hastening to the scene of the trouble,
the officer found Frank Lee, a colored
man, bleeding copiously from a knife-
wound in his breast just above the heart.

““There’s the man that did it,” said Lee,
directing the officer’s aitention to a white
man who was running across the sireet.

OFFICER ELDRED’S ESCAPE.

The officer ran after the fugitive and
overhaunied him. He exhibited his star
and told the man he was under arrest.
Instead of submitting quietly, however,
the fellow raised his hand, in which
ke still grasped the bloody Kknife,
with which he nearly killed Lee, and
made a vicious lunge at the officer with
it. Eldred jumped back out of the fel-
low’s reach just in time, probably, to save
his life. 'The ofificer then threw his pris-
oner down, and afier disarming him,
took him to the Police Station, where a
charge of assault with a deadly weapon
was entered. The prisonergave his name
as Charles Hennesey.

Hennesey's version of the aflair was
that he had been assaulted by lL.ee and
some other negroes and used the knife in
self-defense. He said he did not know
that Eldred was an oflicer, else he would
not have tried to cut him.

Lee claims that ho was walking along
the street quietly when Hennesey, whom
he did not know, jostled him. Angry
words followed and then Hennesey cut
him.

AN ALLEGED EYE-WITNESS

A young man named Shields, who says
he saw the whole affair, gives a version
of it that is different from the story told
by either of the principals. He says
that Hennesey was sitting on the steps
leading into a colored woman’s bagnio,
when the occupant came out and threw a
pitcher of water over him. While Hen-
nesey was remonstrating with her, says
Shields, Lee came out of a saloon, near
by, and running up to where Hennesey
stood, struck him in the face. Two other
negroes were approaching, and Henne-
sey took out his pocket-knife, and slashed
Lee, after which he ran.

Officer Eidred says Hennesey’s clothes
were not wet, and that he bore no marks
of having been struck. The officer will
probably put a second charge of assault
with a deadly weapon against the pris-
oner.

It is not thought that Lee is danger- |

ously wounded.

SEVERAL ACCIDENTS.
