WHoEATLAND, Sept. 14.—Word has just
reached here concerning trouble between
Spaniards and Chinese of Forest Hill,
Nevada County. Yesterday morning a
Spaniard by the name of Nunas ended
up a prolonged spree by smoking opium
in a den in Chinatown. In the afternoon
Nunas was taken seriously ill, and the
Chinese fearing the wrath of the citizens
if his body was found in their house,
carried the dying man to a pond near by,
with the intention of throwing him in.
They were discovered and arrested, and
an hour after they were placed in jail
Nunas expired. Upon the facts of the
case becoming known the citizens at-
tempted to break into the jail, but the
officers secured suflicient assistance to
thwart their plans. Four men are stand-
ing guard, and the wrath of the ecitizens
is increasing.

BANK ROBBERY.

Attorney Albertson Belng Xxamined
for Complicity in the Matter.
Tacoma (Wash.), Sept. 14,—The case of
R. B. Albertson, the Seattle attorney ac-
cused of concealing stolen property in
connection with the Fidelity Bank rob-
bery, was called in the Justice’s Court to-
day. Thedefendantisa cousin of Albert-
son, the defaulter, who has not yet been
caught. A charge of grand larceny was
substituted for the original complaint.
Thomas B. Wallace, President of the
Tidelity Bank, testified that on Saturday
night, August 22d, E. Albertson ab-
sconded with the bank’s funds. On Mon-
day morning a messenger delivered a let-
ter from Albertson, in which he said that
in 1801 he was short in his accounts $11,-
750 and had concluded to make it 820,000.
Albertson also took $900,000 in securitics

and changed all the combinations., The
letter also contained an agreement in

triplicate and instructions for Wallace to
meet a man named Chandler at Brown'’s
Point. The letter demanded that the
agreement in triplicate be signed before
witnesses and delivered to Chandier be-
fore 9 o’clock Monday morning. In case
of refusal, Albertson threatened to burn
the securities, and reminded Wallace of
ihe trouble and expense the bank would

be put to if the securities were destroyed. |

Wonderful Time Made by a Train
on the New York Central,

OVER A MILE A MINUTE FOR
SEVEN HOURS.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 14,—A detach-
ment of blue-jackets and marines from a
British iron-clad, accompanied by a bat-
tery of light field picces and several Gat-
ling guns, landed yesterday morning at
3igri, on the Island of Mitylene, formally
occupying that place in the name of
the Queen of England. There is a good
harbor at Sigri, and it is supposed the
Brilish naval officers at Mitylene intend
to fortify the island to make it a coaling
station and rendezvous for the British
Mediterrancan fleets. Sigri is on the
coast of Mitylene, and is about sixty
miles from the mouth of the Dardanelles.
EXCITEMENT AT LONDON.
LoxDoN, Sept. 14.—As soon as the re-
port of the occupation of Mitylene by a
British force was received here there was
considerable excitement. Up to 5:30 p. .
there could be obtained no official utter-
ance upon the subject. Reporters and
correspondents by the score have called
atthe Foreign Officeand at the Admiralty,
but the oflicials on duty decline to con-
firm the report that Great Britain has
taken action in the Dardanelles question.

A dispatch has been reeeived from Con-
stantinople stating that the occupation of
the Island of Mitylene isan accomplished
faet, and it has found an echo on all the
Continental bourses to-day.

“FACTS WORTH MONEY.”

CIRCULAR ON THE WHEAT QUES-
TION BEING SENT OUT.

Farmers Urged to Hold Back Their
Wheat Crop for Better Prices

in a Few Weeks.

The St.
James Gazette this evening says that the
startling news concerning the Island of
Mitylene; obviously possesses especial
significance of the first importance. Con-
tinuing, it adds that the Island of Mity-
lene has a position of considerable strat-
egic importance, aithough possessing
little in tne way of fortifications.

The intimation of the intention of
the British Government to occupy an
island giving a point of vantage
near the Dardanelles was first heard
of in the inner diplomatic circles of
Vienna and Berlin scon after Sir Wil-
liam White’saudience with the Saltan on
Friday last. Nothing about it, however,

till the Constantinople cable startied the
bourses and public to-day. The reports
were at first treated as incredible, and are
still held to be of doubtful authenticity, or
at least exaggerated.

In the absence of Foreign Office confir-
mation of the reports, and until details

|

ment cannot be revealed. It ecan be
stated, however, that Sir William White
asked the Sulfn to assent to British oceu-
pation of some point within striking dis-
tance of the straits, and offering good
harborage for the fieet.

Tendos and Besika Bay, where the fleet
rendezvoused froin 1576 to 1878, have been |
surveyed recently, and were reported to
the Admiralty adversely. An offer made

CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 14.—It is stated
that the French and Russian Embassa-
dors here have received telegrams from
their respective Consuls in Mitylene an-
nouncing the occupation of Sigri, and
stating that guns have been landed and
the islet surrcunded with torpedoes.

FRANCE ANNOYED.

Parrts, Sept. 14.—A decided feeling of
uneasiness has been caused in diplomatic
and financial circles here, by the receipt
of a dispatch announcing that Sigri, on
the west coast of the Island of Mitylene,
an island belonging to Turkey, near the
coast of Asia Minor, and within steaming
distance of the Dardanelles was oceupied
by a detachment of British troops or ma-
rines, lended there from a British iron-.
clad. The island is within sixty miles of
the Hellespont, has an area of 676 square
miles and a population of50,000. It has
good harbors and a fertilesoil. Upon the
opening of the Bourse here this morning
there was a general weakening of prices,
due to the reported action of Great Brite
ain in landing troops at Sigri.

Under ordinary cireumstances little or
no ¢redence would have been placed in
this alarming rumor, but, conpled with
the story broadly circulated Saturday that
Great Britain, in view of Russia’s practi-
cal coercion of Turkey in regard to the
passage through the Dardanelles of ves-
sels belonging to her volunteer fleet, in-
tended to occupy the Island of Tenedos,
at the entrance of the Hellespont or Dar-
danelles, more serious attention is paid to
this dispatch from Constantinople. The
Island of Mitylene would form the most
advantageous position from which Great
iiritain could control the waters of the
Hellespont.

| in relation to the wheat question now he-

ing sent out by the State, the Alliance or-
gan of this city. It urges the farmers to
hold back their wheat, as better prices
await them in the next few weeks.
The assertion is made that wheat will be
$1 50 soon, and possibly £, a review of
the European shortage being made the
basis of this elaim.

George M. Miller, editor of the State, in
speaking of this new address to the farm-
ers, says: ‘“We still believe a large
amount of grain will be heid back, that
the rush is practically over. Our advices
from thousands of correspondents is to
These early sales were by
those distressed for money and who are
not connected with the Alliance.”

The circular says: “The farmer needs
honest advisers. ITe has now too many
of the other kind.”” It sharply raps the
elevator men and millers, grain dealers
and speculators, and “‘those newspaper
men who go to them for their informa-
tion about the condition of the maxket,
and lay it as valuable truth before the
public.”

The circular continues: ‘“Two months
ago all those adyisers predicted low prices
on account of the enormous crops in the
United States, and advised the farmers to
sell as soon a< they had a chance. They
admit now, when the guestion has been
thoroughly wventilated, that an immense
shortage exists in Europe which no sur-
plus of our country can offset, but still
they try to tempt the farmers into sacri-
ficing their crops by ditlerent trieks.
The press, for instance, is overflowing
with articles coungratulating the farmers
on the immense crop. These articles are
suspicious, for we hope that few news-
paper men are so ignorant that they do
not know that a large erop is of itself no
ground for congratulation. It is the
value of the crop, and this does not de-
pend on its size. The newspapers now
enlighten the farmers that Kurope will
need all they have raised, and more, but
that they ecannot buy it at exorbitant
rates.”

The circular states that the figures of
the Vienna Congress show that Europe
has raised 258,000,000 bushels of wheat and
490,000,000 bushels of rye less than last
year. Last year it consumed all its own
wheat and 50,000,000 of reserve, 100,000, -
000 bushels from America, all that the
other countries could suppiy and all its
rye crop. This year it will have from
America 220,000,000 bushels, if the ex-
treme figures on our crop is taken. It
will have an aggregate shortage of 748,-
000,000 bushels in its own crop and 50,000,-
000 bushels less to be drawn from the re-
serve. In short, it will have 220,000,000
bushels from America to make up a total
deficiency of 798,000,000 bushels and must
consequently eat 678,000,000 bushels less
grain, it being admitted that the shortage
in European crops is by far the worst
ever known in history. It would be nat-
ural for Europeans to expect high prices.

“The so-cnl{cd advisers of the American
farmer,’” says the circular, “tell him that
§1 per bushel in Chicago is about the
bighest the Europeans will stand, and
that they would rather eat other things
than pay more for wheat. This assertion
is ridiculous. The average price for wheat
for the last thirty-two years in England
on a gold basis was $1 41 per bushel,
which corresponds with $1 21 in Chicago.
During the eight highest years of that
period the average was $1 774, equal to
31 57¢ in Chicago. During 1867-68 the
average was $1 95, and prices went as
high as §2 21, equal to more than £2in Chi-
cago. Thege high prices did not, as {ar as
the recollection of the writer goes, change
the diet of Europeans to any great ex-
tent. The shortage in Europe being four
times as large as the American surplus,
there is no doubt that the price of wheat
will reach the highest figure ever known
before this year, and will exceed it
by iar before the new crops come in.”

*“The talk that one-dollar wheat in Chi-
cago is high under the present circum-
stances is absolutely rediculous. Of
course if the farmers should insist on of-
fering more wheat than there is money to
buy they could keep prices down a little,
but the warning came in good season to
spring wheat farmers, and they will hold
back far better than the speculators ex-
pected. There never was any good reason
for having the wheat price so low as it is
to-day. Those who are forced by absolute
necessity to sell, or who are too idiotic to
understand the situation, are not so num-
erous that their action can keep down
prices any length of time, and as soon as
the fools are out of the market the intel-

FLOOD IN SPAIN.

The Marguillo Overflows, Destroy-
ing the Town of Consuegra.

FIFTEEN HUNDRED PERSONS LOSE
THEIR LIVES.

Guatemala Said to be on tho Vorgo of
Bankruptey, and Appalling Hunger
and Misery Prevails in tho Western
Districts—The Island of Cuba Over=
run with Banditti—Travelers not

Safe on Public Roads or in Country
Villas.

Mapr1p, Sept. 14.—Serious floods and
storms are reported in various parts of
Spain, and railway communication is in-
terrupted at several points. The Mar-
guillo has overflowed its banks, destroy-
ing the town of Consuegra and tlooding
several villages. The work of relieving
the destitute in the flooded distriet is
very diflicult. Floods have derailed a
train near Castillego and one person was
killed and three injured. A house col-
lapsed at Toledo and six persons were
crushed to death. Many people
drowned.

Official telegrams report that 1,300 per-
sons perished in the destruction of Con-
suegra by the overflow of the Marguillo.
Hundreds of others were injured by fall-
ing buildings, and enormous numbers of
cattle perished. At other places many
persons were drowned and much prop-
erty was damaged.

The Cabinet met to-day and decided to
take measures for the relief of the desti-
tute. News comes in slowly from the
flooded district, each succeeding dispateh
adding to the public sadness. {-‘z‘wh
floods are reported in Almeria and Rada
Jose. Four hundred houses were de-
stroyed in Almeria and many families
are homeless,

Five hundred horses are in the ruins at
Consuegra, and the ocenpfts buried
under the debris. Two hundred bodies
have already been recovered. Many per-
sons are dying of hunger.

The moment the Queen received the
news she sent the Superintendent of the
Palace to Madrid and thence to ‘onsuegra
to distribute money, clothes and
visions among the sutierers, and she
self gave $10,000 to start a relief fund.

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BANDITTI IN CUBA.
No Traveler Safe on the Roads or in
Country Vilias.

NEW YorEg, Sept. 14.—Advices from
Cuba show that that the island’s future
grows darker. With banditti on one
hand, robberies of Government officials
on the other, and the enormous taxes for
appropriations, the burdens of the people
are becoming greater than they can bear.
The banditti have reached a state similar
to that of the banditti in Italy years ago.
No traveler issafe on the roads or in
country villas. Of late depredations have
been begun even in the provinee of Pu-
erto Principe. Near Caimito lived a fam-
ily of four persons—two very old people,
man and wife, their daughter and her
husband. One day half a dozen men,
mounted, presented themselves at the
door while the men were away and seized
and bound the women. After ransack-
ing the house the robbers shamefully
abused the young woman and left her for
The old woman was hit with a
carbineand soon died. The banditti then
waited for the two men to come from the
field and shot them down as they ap-

proached the house. The soldiers and
police are in league with the banditti,

and robber bands have been formed with
startling rapidity, each having execlusive
territory.

THE ITARVEST IN EUROPE.

Famine Prices Feared for the Winter
Throughout the North.

LoxDON, Sept. 14.—It is authoritatively
stated in the north of Europe that the
harvest prospects are deplorable; that
bread has already gone up 80 per cent.
and that famine prices are feared for the
winter. :

In Central Sweden the result of the
constant rain has been to lay some of the
lower valleys for some weeks under
water.

In Denmark the condition of things is
no better, and in both countries the wheat
crop is reported to be entirely destroyed.

Unfortunately the damage is not con-
fined to wheat, which is the least impor-
tant of Seandinavian cereals,

T'he agricultural losses in Denmark are
estimated at $15,000,000, and as one-halt
the cultivated area in Sweden is under
water, the loss there, though no estimate
has been made of it, can hardly be less.
Hitherto this country has mainwined, in
good years, something like a balance be-
tween their exports and jmports of
breadstufls, sending away oats and bax-
ley and receiving wheat and rye. Their
contributions to the KEuropean market
must apparently fail entirely this year,
and by the general scarcity they them-
selves must sutler under the failure of the
Russian rye crop.

GUATEMALA.

The Country cn the Verge of Banke-
ruptey.

New Yorx, Sept. 14.—That Guatemala
is ripe for revolt seems to be confirmed
by newspaper and other advices received.
At present Barillas is up for re-election,
notwithstanding a clause in tho Constitu-
tion which prohibits a second term in
office. General Jose Mareina Barrios is
his opponent, and the latter is supported
by all the disappointed cliques, and oue
large contingent in his support is the

Jarrundia faction which holds Buarillas
accountable for the murder of Barrundia,
and is bitter against the President. Baril-
las has assumed all the powers of the
Legislature and the Government, which
has developed into a practical dictator-
ship and which is responsible for inany
dark deeds. A plot to kill Barillas w S
discovered through the threats of one of
conspirators, a soldier, while in his cups.
He was shot, and some well-!:nqwn per-
sons implicated in his confession )&;l“
doubtless be served in like manner. The
country is on the verge of bankruptey
and persons arriving from that republic
report that appalling hunger and misery
prevail, particularly in the western dis-
tricts,

Reviewing the Army.

BERLIN, Sept. 14.—A review of the
Eleventh Army Corps was held at Erfart
to-day. Emperor William was present.
He afterward held a review over the com-
bined Eleventh and Fourth Corps. Ac-
cording to present plans the King of
Saxony takes part in the maneuvers. On
September 16th the imperial couple leave
Erfart for Berlin.

T'eat Never Before Accomplished.

St. Jou~x (N. B.), Sept. 14.—Eugeno
Enderhill and Murray Babcoek of New
York bave performed a feat never before
accomplished, traveling in a canoe from
Moosehead Lake to the mouth of St.
John’s River, 504 miles, the actual travel-

ing time being fourteen days.
