William M. Bates, Commissioner of

Navigation, in a recent essay that does
infinite credit to his intellect and re-
search, treats of nautical pursuits as es-
sential to national progress. That as a peo-
ple we have retrograded in the matter of
plowing the sea with our own men at tho
helm is true, and it is discouragingly so.
jVlore than six-tenths of the seamen who
tread American decks are foreigners born
mid in spirit, and not half of our marine
force is composed of citizens.

Mr. Bates' whole paper is devoted to
proving that national lifeand safety can-
not be secured except by ships, "and
those our own," and manned by our
own, lot us add. He well says: "The
powor to build and sail is in itselfa pillar
cf independence." There will be no
trouble presently about building. Of
course it will take years to gain much
ground, but we think that our commotio
as, in tn early future, to float mostly on

American bottoms; the motto of the
United Stato is io lie, as is that of Eng-
land, "trade follows the Hag." for we aro
putting the flag into all seas in these days.
But that there is difficulty,aud likely to
bo more, in putting American sailors
upon American decks, Mr. Bates would
not deny if he treated that branch of the
subject.

A great deal more must be done than is
done to man our merchant marine with
Americans. From that source, in largest
part, our navy must in time of war draw
recruits for blue jacket ranks. It could
scarce muster a corporal's guard of
fit men from that quarter now. We
agree with all that Mr. Uates says
about the need to encourage Ameri-
can ship-building; at the same time
wo must make pro vision moro liberally
lo train youths to man these ships. It is
extremely difficult, as it is, to till the
berths upon the very few naval vessels
we have, though the labor is not nearly
bo great, and the "living" is greatly bet-
ter than upon merchant ships.

it is only Deceaaary to look at these fig-
nresaaeoond time to feel a deep sense of
humiliation as an American. Could \\<-

present in like manner the percentage of
American seamen on American decks,
the humiliation would be doubled. Eng-
land has but a small percentage of for-
eign tons; we have considerably more
than half, and they are as a lot the very
poorest of the earth. We mean to say in
short, that England has her pick and we
tike the dregs of what material is to be
bad for tho forecastle. On coasting
trade is no better oil' than that of deep
water on American bottoms; it has lew,
comparatively, of Americans to handle
tiie vessels.

But, as wo have said, as we retake th-'
\u25a0eas, there m:iy be enkindled in Ameri-
can youth love for the salt water, and
thus a line field for honorable industry
occupied by sturdy American young
men, that is now usurped greatly by for-
eigners, and mostly of the undesirable
kind. Mr. Bates correctly argue! that
the buildiug of ships and .steamers ex-
cites healthfully tho energies of commu-
nities; as we are preparing now to follow
the flag, and will certainly trim legisla-
tion to that end and national policy in
that direction, let us entertain tho hope
that a corresponding excitation among
Americans will fill up tho ranks of sea-
mei*. on American ships, with citizens, at
least.

IT MUST DE RECTIFIED.

Of one thing the public mind is con-
vinced, that the revenue system of Cali-
fornia must be so corrected that tbo
gross injustice of punishing ninety-nine
innocent peoplo to roach ono guilty one,
shall not be possible and have the solemn
sanction of tho organic law. It is a re-
proach to our civilization that in order to
equalizo an asse-sincnt roll so as to com-
pel "A"to pay his due sbaie of taxes for
the support of the government that pro-
tects him and guarantees liim in all the
rights ho enjoys, thero shall be put upon
ninety-nine other men an undue sharo of
the burden of maintaining government.

"Whenever such inequality is possible uu-

-1 dor a revenue system, good government
fails, just government ceases, and injus-
tice and oppression begin.

The case stated is precisely that of San

I Francisco and of the other communities
in which an entire assessment roll has
been raised in order to reach a few people
whose property has not been fully as-
sessed. It is simply unthinkable that
such a system should remain in our
State charter and our people at the samo
time prefer the claim that they maintain
a form of government under which to
every man is Becured his natural rights,
limited only by such wise and bearable
restrictions and provisions as are neces-
sary for the conservation of the public
good.

Refekring to the murder of Police

Officer Grant in San Francisco last week,
all the press of that city is agreed that but
for the habit of carrying deadly weapons
by privato citizens, the officer would not
have lost his life. Let that bo granted,
but how is the law against the carrying of
concealed weapons to be enforced ? The
criminal element goes armed ; many the
decent citizens go armed also In order to
be able to cope with tho criminals who
assault them. Ifone class is to be dis-
armed so must the other. But how is this
to be done? Tho infliction of penalties
does not check the evil; people " take the
chances," and oven are content to pay the
fine ifdetected, rather than be placed at
a disadvantage. It is simply out of the
question to stop all men upon the street
and search them every few hoars—tho
very thought is absurd. How then is
disarming tobe accomplished ? Possibly
the best remedy for tho evil under con-
sideration w*ould be the other extreme-
repeal all ordinances forbidding the car-
rying of concealed weapons; let it be
understood that every man is justified
by tho law in going about fully armed,
and prepared in an instant to " draw and
tire." Thero would thus bo established
some sort of physical equality between
the peaceable and the vicious, the law-
abiding and the criminal classes. Officers
in making arrests would do so with
knowledge, or a reasonable presumption
that tlie prisoner was armed, and must
be searched at once. Possibly such an
arming policy might result in cowiug
tho lawless class and putting iootpads
and their kind into a stato of fear that
would seriously check their disposition
toprey upon mankind. We do not advo-
cate the arming policy out of hand; wo
throw out the suggestion for what it is
worth, coniessing, however, that we see
in it elements of strength, but also admit-
ting that it would be an uncivilizing
method and a reproach to the character
of our people.

The Catholic Congress which was re-
cently held in Europe passed a resolution
declaring that the time has come for a
great International Conference of Cath-
olics to consider the question of the re-
storation of the temporal power of the
Pope. Itis understood that the commit-
tee appointed to convoke tho conference
will fix upon May loth next, the one
hundredth anniversary of the birth of
Pope Pius IX., for the opening of the
congress. That the convocation willbe
one of immense importance is unques-
tioned, but that the Pope will be replaced
in his former political attitude is not tobe
believed. The question will remain one
peculiar to Italy, however much of an
effort may be made to make it one of
surpassing concern for the civilized
world. Italian unity will not be broken
now, unless all signs fail. The Catholic
world is not prepared to say that the
Roman PontilF shall again occupy a po-
litical seat. On that question it is di-
vided, and we believe hopelessly so. And
if it were united, tbe age is too far pro-
gressive for such restoration to be now
made without a struggle that would con-
vulse all Europe, and for which it is not
prepared on that issue. As the head of
the Catholic Church the Pope has a safe
and certain rule, but tho Church with the
Pope again a political prince will be torn

and distracted, and invite; antagonisms
that are not aroused so long as it remains
purely ecclesiastical.

England has received no encourage-
ment from Germany and Austria relative
to tlie Dardanelles incident. Itis reported
from Berlin that after the conference be-
tween Kalnoky and Caprivi, a note was

sent to Eord Salisbury advising him not
to a<-t hastily in remonstrating against the
alleged agreement between the Porte and
Russia. That is to say, neither Austria
nor Germany is prepared to declare on
this subject, until it is determined that
the new Turkish Ministry is to bo one of
permanency. In Turkey the new Cabi-
net is unpopular. The dismissal ofGhazi
Osinan, 1 lie M mister of War, was received
with open manifestations ol disapproval,
and it is not impossible that this may cul-
minate in revolt against the Sultan. That
such a possibility is considered in diplo-
matic circles is very significant. The
attitude of the English Premier for the
last week may therefore bo accounted for
by the advice sent as referred to, for Eng-
land, in whatever she does in this matter,
will not only want tho acquiescence of
Germany, Austria and Italy,but possibly
their active assistance.

At tho time of the surrender of the
Itata it was reported from Iquiquo tbat a

portion of her cargo of arms had been
transferred either to the shore or to the
Esmeralda, and tbat only endugh of the
weapons were surrendered to Admiral
iirowu to make a showing of good faith.
Tho correspondent of the New York
Hero&i writes that a thorough investiga-
tion proves tho story to be untrue. The
arms the ltata carried wero Lee rifles.
Not one of theso guns wore in use in the
recent 1 attics, and none of that pattern
have been found in the hands of the
troops of the Junta. The insurgents
kept perfect faith with tho Unitod States.
