Premium Winners in Line To-Day—

Yesterday's Racing—Features for
To-Day and To-Morrow.

The fair continues to be well patron-
ized, tho attendance each day and even-
ing holding up well. Thero have been
no "boom" days nor evenings, nor have
thero been any poor ones. The delight-
ful weather that has prevailed from the
opening day has doubtless had considera-
ble to do with attracting hither a largo
number of visitors.

It is tho desire of a large number of
citizens, including business men, to have
Thursday made a holiday in order that
working people may have an opportunity
to givo at least one day to witnessing the
fair in all its departments. The City
Board of Trade willno doubt take favor-
able action in the matter to-day.

The suggestion is a good one, and em-
ployes genorally should givo it their
encouragement. Those who toil in the?
stores, tho counting-rooms, factories and
in tho fields have too few days of relaxa-
tion from their labor, and the State Fair
embraces so many departments fullof in-
terest to all classes of people that as many
as possible should be afforded an oppor-
tunity to view and enjoy its attractions.

Among the exhibits at the Pavilion
that of the ramie plant, its fiber and the
manufactured cloth commands much at-
tention. Visitors may see the ramie spun
upon an old-fashioned spinning-wheel,
and test its strength and other qualities.
Tnere has been received a machine for
cleansing the stalks just as they grew in
Ventura County,together with acarload of
the plants, which Superintendent Mur-
ray takes pleasure in showing visitors.

AT THE PARK.

Miss Keyes Makes Another Successful
Balloon Ascension.

There was a good attendance at the Park
in the forenoon yesterday to witness Miss
Hazel Keyes' balloon ascension and a
vaquero exhibition. The latter event did
not take place, word being received at
tho last moment that several San Joaquin
Yalloy cowboys who were to participate
could not be here before Wednesday
morning. The exhibition was therefore
postponed until then. Those who had as-
sembled to witness the riding of untamed
bronchos were not, however, apprised of
the cause of their disappointment, and
there was much dissatisfaction expressed.

An announcement on the large bulletin
board in frontof the judges' stand would
have been tlie proper thing to do.

Tho balloon ascension came off, how-
r, and was a great success. Wheuall

was in readiness the air-ship shot rapidly
upward, with tbe daring and graceful lady
aeronaut suspended beneath the para-
chute. The ascent was almost perpendic-
ular fora quarter of a mile, when a cur-
rent of air was struck which carried the
balloon northward directly over the cen-
ter of the Park.

It was .Mis- Keyes' intention to de-
scend within the inclosure, if possible,
and when her parachute was cut loose
and the descent was begun it looked as
If-he \u25a0would alight among the throng of
carriages, but another current of air car-
ried her eastward, and she came down
just outside the Park fence and so close
that her (eel nearly struck it.

The balloon then worked offin a north-
westerly direction, and fell at about
Nineteenth street and the north levee.

Miss Keyes was seen by a Kkcord-
UlflON reporter just after her descent.
She said she alighted without accident.although one of her ankles was still
swollen frou) the effects of a sprain re-
ceived in striking the ground too heavily
on a former occasion. Yesterday's ascent
and descent was one of the most suecess-
inl she had ever made.

Being asked if thero was not danger of
her parachute collapsing or being; over-
turned in its descent, she replied that she
thought not, although it did sometimes
(\u25a0way violently. Indeed.it had can n<
so much, she said, that she had been able
to look horizontally through the opening
in the top, but it always righted itselt
\u25a0gain.

She admitted that she was rather light
for the large parachute used yesterday,
lmt she preferred it to her smaller one,
which caoaei her to strike the ground too
heavily. It was while using it that the
sprained her ankle.

Notwithstanding the lady's confidence
In her parachute, it would seem that there
is danger of its collapsing. In her descent
yesterday it several limes turned.:,-.
on its sides, and loan outsider it wouldseem that a -ridden gust of wind might
bometitDO overturn it. -To-morrow Miss Keyes wiil make an-
other ascension, on which occaaion Pro-
lessor Auerkamp will also m np with his
own balloon, and t here will be a para-
< hute raco between them from the bal-
loons to the ground.
