Salt Lake City (Utah), Sept. 15.—The

Irrigation Congress was called to order
at 12:30 to-day, about 450 delegates being

present.
Governor Thomas, on behalf of Utah,

welcomed the delegations in a somewhat
extended speech, in which ho referred to

the fact that Mormon settlers in 1847 had
"begun the first system of irrigation in the
West. That act in their past had laid the
foundation for the prosperity of Utah and
other Western States and Territories.
This, coupled with the fact that Salt Lake
< ity is the center ofthe great arid region
ofthe United States, made this city the
place where the body should meet.

The speaker referred to the ceding of
the arid lands to the States and Terri-
tories, and said that as Congress would
doubtless consider the question it would
be Wellto consider thobest means to be
adopted in presenting the measure to

ongress,and the most expedient sug-
gestions to otter that body when the plan
had been perfected. Congress, he thought,
would be a great educating meeting.
Few people in the East have any idea of
the physical conditions of the West, and
this wouldenlighten them to a great ex-
tent. The tide of emigration which has

•t drifting westward has now turned,
and is going East. The great arid regions
oithe United States are being settled
iipon, and the question is, How shall we
make the lands habitable?

The speaker spoke of the reserving of
great grazing rang'-:-, and said this should
oo sold in tracts of limited value. Under

(fully guarded provisions of the law.
Ihe area of Utah under cultivation is
_,30_,000 acres, about 1 per cent, of the
52,601,000 acres. About fifty million can-
not be used except a portion of it for

ification of their contract could not be
obtained. Being unable to obtain a con-ference with him,they started homeward
in squads, and being closely followed i,v
the native special policemen, who were
armed with bullock-whips, one of the
squads became uneasy, and oite or two
Chinese stooped to pick up rocks. The
policemen thereupon made an onslaught,
belaboring Use fleeing Chinese with their
whips.

Not satisfied with putting the squad to
flight, the natives proceeded to attack a
number of houses some distance away,
occupied by Chinese, but who had re-
mained at hom<'. Windows were broken,
property demolished, and with their
queues twisted to the pommels of sad-
dles, about forty Chinese were dragged
to the leper cells and summarily crowded
in, their clothing being appropriated by
the mob. At the trial on the following
day the Chinese were released by tho
court. They made no complaint oxe< pt
as to their contracts, claiming that they
could not live on the small sum coming
to them, after the '"overnment deposit
and their pa-sage money had been de-
ducted from their pay. They claim the
interpreter had falsely interpreted the
contract to them.

ONLYA HOAX.

The Report That the British
Seized Mitylene Denied.

THE SULTAN WARNED AS TC WHAT
MIGHT BE DONE.

Cholera Spreading at an Alarmlna;

Rato in Asiatic Turkey—Over Nino

Hundred Deaths in Ono City Within
a Space ofLess Than Throe Months

—Rebellious Indians Defeat tlio
Troops In tho Stato of Hidalgo,

Mexico.

Speeiai to the RecortvTJnton*.
London, Sept. 15.—The Times takes a

skeptical view of the Sigri rumors and
declares it a "miadoubtfnl" policy which
made all arrangements upon a basis
which would have been abandoned in a
crisis. "In a groat struggle," says the
Times, "it would be our policy to close
the Suez Canal and mako our routo to
India by the Cape of Good Hope."

Itis now stated that the Mitylene scare
has arisen from tho fact that a party of
British naval Officers on Saturday last
picnicked on the desert islet oil Cape
Sigri and that they re-embarked the
same evening on board their vessel and
sailed away on Sunday.

While it is now admitted that the
British force has not seized the Island of
Mitylene, news to the effect that the
island had been occupied was received
from Mitylene and elsewhere by various
Embassies at Constantinople and other
capitals.

The new Turkish Minister of the In-
terior telegraphed to the British Em-
bassador at Constantinople, Sir William
White, asking the hitter to explain the
reports of the landing of British forces
on Turkish territory. Sir William in
reply said he was entirely ignorant ofthe
whole affair, but it was probable that the
crews of some of the British war ships
might have landed at the Island of Mity-
lene in the course of regular boat drills
and landing exercises. The British Em-
bassador assured the Turkish Minister
that no fortifications had been con-
structed on the island by British troops.

This view ofthe case was confirmed by
dispatches received during the night,
which stated that a force had landed from
the British war ships and had re-em-
barked, and that the men-of-war had left
tho Island of Mitylene for Mormorito.

The atfair created groat excitement in
diplomatic circles for a short time, and it
is still asserted that these same "ma-
neuvers" had at least the purpose ot
showing the Sultan and his advisers how
easily England could change her boat
drills and landing exercises offthe Island
of Mitylene into a dangerous reality.

Paris, Sept. 15.—Ribot. the Minister of
Foreign Affairs, has received a dispatch
from the French Consul at Smyrna staling
that the British naval division which has
been maneuvering near Sigri on the
Island of Mitylene, has leftthat island.

Bkrlin, Sejjt. 15.—An official dispatch
which has been received here from Con-
stantinople denies that Sigri is occupied
by a British force.

REPUBLIC OF MEXICO.

Rebellious Indians Defeat tho Troops
and Sack a Town.

City of Mexico, Sept. 15.—-Minister of
Justice Boranda next week assumes
charge ofhis portfolio in the Ministry.

Justice Sierra has been elected Presi-
dent of the House and Carlos Rives of
the Senate.

La Pahia says troops operating against
the rebellious Indians in the State of Hi-
dalgo were defeated by the Indians, who
attacked and sacked the town of San
Bertolo.

The President yesterday reviewed 8,000
soldiers ofthe army.

A workingmen's torchlight procession
last night marched by the Palace and
cheered President Diaz. The Palace was
crowded with peoplo congratulating the
President on his birthday. He has been
made the recipient ofmany rich presents.

It is feared recent heavy rains have en-
dangered the sugar, coffee and cotton
crops in the southern States.

The rumor that there is to be a change
in the United States legation is semi-
officially denied.

The Chief of Police is endeavoring to
ascertain who sent out the story con-
tained in a dispatch telegraphed from
Ban Francisco August 31st last with
reference to the alleged revolutionary
feeling in this country, and woe be it to
him if caught. *It is surmised two per-
sons are concerned in it—one a journalist,
the other an engineer and ex-member of
Congress, who brought npon himself the
odium of the (Government on account of
his independence.

The Spanish transatlantic line of steam-
ers will not suspend trips to Mexico.
The merchants throughout the country
will make up the subsidy which the
Government formerly paid the line if
President Diaz decides not to renew it, as
the line is very popular here.

All the steamers from the United States
and Europe touching at Vera Cruz will
hereafter touch at Tampico.

The German merchants here are
strongly opposing reciprocity between
Mexico aim the I'nitcd states.

CHOLERA SPREADING.

Enormous Death List Reported From
Asiatic* Turkey.

Boston, Sept. 15.—A report received at
the Custom-house fuom Asiatic Turkey
Says that tho cholera is rapidly spreading
there. New villages are affected every
day, and the number of deaths reported
in the city of Aleppo from June to the
middle of August was 1150. There are no
definite figures for other cities, but the
death list is enormous. In towns where
the pestilence is raging they burn the
huts in which the cholera patients have
died. Many military physicians have
been sent to these places, and sanitary
cordons have been established on tho
Euphrates at Biredjio and Rumkalch.
Moslems and Christians are allowed to
leave the village, but the .Jews are com-
pelled to stay. Many are British subjects,
and the British Consul has interfered for
them. They might, after paying money,
be allowed to go out like their neighbors,
but by interference tho Consul saves
their money.

London, Sept. 15.—Letters from Jiddah
state that the death rate from cholera
among pilgrims to Mecca is unprece-
dented. The -authorities on August 24th
estimated that 11,000 pilgrims died during
the season. At that elate all signs of the
epidemic had disappeared.

Italy Preparing for War.
Rome, Sept. 15.—1n view of the threat-

ening aspect of the political situation, the
Minister of Finance proposes to increase
taxation from fifteen to twenty million
lire. The Government is privately urg-

ing a speedy completion of tho men-of-war now boing built, and has orderedothers to Spezzi aud Naples to completetheir armaments. At the same time all
merchantmen classed as cruisers havobeen ordered to sail to given points im-
mediately to ship guns and ammunition.

Sentence Commuted.
London, Sept, 15.—1t was announced

to-day that Home Secretary Matthews
bad remitted eighteen months of the sen-
tence of imprisonment imposed upon
Austin Bidwell, an American forger, whowas convicted in 187_ lot frauds prac-

FIDELITY BANK ROBBERY.

INTEREST INTIIEALBERTSON CASE
UNABATED.

The Courtroom Crowded to Suffoca-
tion to Listen to Tho Testimony—

R. B. Albertson on tho Stand.

Tacoma (Wash.), Sept. 15.—Interest in

the Austin Albertson case continues un-
abated. Thecourtroom was again crowded
to suffocation to-day.

J. P. Kochkersperger, for the prosecu-
tion, testified that as the special agent
employed to adjust tiie claims and losses
arising in the business of the Fidelity
and Casualty Company, he had l>eea dis-
patched to T?coina armed with a copy of
a letter written to his company by E.

BA]LWAY TRAINMEN.

An Injunction Suit Brought Against
the New Board of Trustees.

Gai.esi.urg (111.1, Sept. 15.—T0-day tho
old Board ofTrustees of the Brotherhood
ofRailway Trainmen, discharged by the
Grand Master, applied to Judge Glenn at
Monmouth for an injunction restraining
the new hoard from interfering with the
old board in the examination of the
books ar.d accounts of tlio Brotherhood.
This action resulted from a refusal of
Grand Secretary Sheehan to recognize
the old beard, and his intention to place
ihe books in the hands of the new board.

The bill alleges, among other things,
that the Grand Master, under the Consti-
tution, has no right to appoint trustees
when such offices were not legally
vacant; that the old members wero
legally elected at the regular convention,
and have never been legally deposed. A
temporary injunction was issued. Mr.
Sheehan asserts that his refusal to allow
the oid board to examine the books was
1tased on the belief that they have been
rightfully discharged.

News from Admiral Brown.
W\shinoton, Sept. 10. — A cable-

gram was received at the Navy
Department from Admiral Brown,
dated Valparaiso, Chile, Septem-
ber 14th, saying that the Baltimore,
which took refugees north to Peru, re-
turned yesterday to Valparaiso, and that
lie would sail for Callao, Peru, immedi-
ately on the ilagship San Francisco. Both
the State and Wavy Departments are in
ignorance of the reported escape of Bai-
maceda to the San Francisco, but it is
said that if the ex-President has succeeded
in getting on board the United States
naval vessel he will not be surrendered.

The "World's Fair Management.
Los Angeees, Sept. 15.—Tho Times

the management of the World's Fair is
rotten to tho core, and that be will
take steps to have an investigation at
Washington, unless Davis is removed as
Director-General on the ground of his
unfitness for the place.

Army ofthe Cumberland.
Columbus (Ohio), Sept. 15.—The re-

A largo number of the dis-
tinguished men who make up the party
are expected, including Generals Alger,
Kimball, Wood and Conger.

Alien Laud Laws.
Waco (Texas), Sept. 15.—The first case

CHINESE SMUGGLERS.

Decision Affecting the Operation
of the Exclusion Act.

RULING OP THE TREASURY DEPART-
MENT SET ASIDE.

Train Wreckers Attempt to Ditch a

Train Near Whiting;, Ind.—Two

Men Accused of Murder Taken
From a Jail at Somerset, Ky., and
Lynched—California Ranks Third
In tho Hop Product of the United
States.

Special to the Record-Union.
Washington*, Sept. 15.—July 31st the

United States Commissioner at Detroit,
in the case of a Chinaman found unlaw-
fully in the United States, ordered him to
be returned to China, as being the coun-
try whence he came. The case was ap-
pealed to the District Court, and to-day
tho Treasury Department received a dis-
patch that Judge Swan had reversed the
decision ofthe Commissioner and found
that Canada was the country from which
the man came and had directed his re-
turn there. Acting Secretary Spaulding
telegraphed the Deputy Collector at De-
troit that in case the Chinaman came be-
fore the court on habeas corpus proceed-
ings to request the District Attorney to
take an appeal, if the proceedings wero
under the Exclusion Act of 18*8, and the
decision will be regarded as final.

At the Treasury Department, with the
information now before it, the decision is
regarded as one of great importance, and
it is said that the practical effect, if the
proceedings at Detroit were under the
Exclusion Act, will be to render inoper-
ative the provisions of that Act. The
Attorney-General has heretofore decided
that under the provisions of the Act the
country whence the Chinaman comes
means China, and the department has
been sending all Chinamen convicted of
being unlawfully in the United States

a \u25a0.-. to that country.

TRAIN WBEGKEBS AT WORK.

Attempt Made to Derail a Train Near
Whiting, Ind.

Chicago (111.), Sept. 15.—A bold at-
tompt was made to wstek the cannon-
ball express on the Pittsburg, Eort
Wayne and Chicago Railroad last night.
When the train was two miles east of
Whiting, Ind., Engineer Dierson saw an
obstruction on the track and, reversing
the lever, the engine came to a stop just
as the pilot pushed its nose against a bar-
iier of railroad ties.

As the train stopped, Charles Howard
Of Whiting, an employe of the Standard
Oil Company, came running up and said
that he knew all shout the attempt to
wreck the train. "There were five of
them," Howard said, excitedly, "and it
was their intention to wreck the train
and then rob the express messenger aud
passengers.* 1

Howard then told how-he met the live
men at Whiting during the afternoon,
and said that they invited him to walk
down the tracks after darkness had setin. It was about 7:lo o'clock when the
party reached the spot where the ties

that all the men were armed, and point-

! ing theirs revolvers m him, they com-

HOP CROP.

California Ranks Third in the Number
of Pounds Raised.

Washington, Sept. 15.—Statistics of
hops is the subject of a bulletin about to
be issued by the Census Office, from
Which it appears that New York, Wash-
ington, California, Oregon and Wiscon-
sin, in the order named, are the principal
states yielding that crop, they having
produced 99J per cent, of the entire crop
of the country last year. New Yorkpro-
duced 29,063^28 pounds. Washington 8,-
--:>13,250 pounds, California 6,547,338, Ore-
gon 3,513,.")2<>, and Wisconsin 428,547
pounds. The Pacific Coast States are in-
creasing their yield, while the other two
JStates are decreasing in that particular.
The highest average yield last year was
in Caliiornia 1,648 pounds per acre, Wash-

ington averaged 1,625 pounds per acre,
and Oregon 1,155 pounds.

Telegraphers Amalgamate.

St. Louis, Sept. 15.—The long-talked-of
amalgamation between tho Brotherhood
of Telegraphers and the Order of Rail-
way Telegraphers was accomplished at
to-day's session of tho Grand Lodge of
the former organization. Ramsey and
Thurston appeared in behalf of tho rail"
road men with power to co*_summato a
consolidation under the agreement ar-
rived at at their meeting in June last.
Eugene V. Debs was present as arbitrator
on any question of differences that might
arise. The matter was thoroughly de-
bated in secret, and the action resolved
upon by tho executive officers of each
body was ratified by the delegates pres-
ent. It was also resolved that the opera-
tors' organization make application to be
admitted to tho Federated Council of
Railway Employes.

Dallas (Tex.), Sopt. 15. — Judge
Rainey, at Watahatchio, yesterday de-
clared the chartor of the Texas Trunk
Eailooad forfeited to tbo State, and to-day
named John H. Gaston, of Dallas, re-
ceiver. The Trunk is now without a
charter, and has three receivers—Dilling-
ham, appointed by Judge Pardee; Ma-
ronoy, appointed by Judge Burke of Dal-
las, and Oaston, named by Judge Rainey
of the District Court. 'Meantime no
trains aro being run. The employes are
idle, and people along the line have fallen
back upon the wagon and cart for trans-
portation.

ad valorem. The importers claim that
they should enter free as paintings im-
ported in good faith for presentation to a
society Incorporated for educational and
religious purposes.

OUTRAGES IN CHINA.

RENEWED TALK OF A JOINT
NAVAL DEMONSTRATION.

Rioters Determined Upon Forcing the

Countrj* Into a State or
Revolt.

Special to the Record-Union.
Tientsin, Sept. 15.—The Foreign Min-

isters at Pekin have urgently protested
to tho Chinese Government" against the
latest outrages.- There is renewed talk of
a n:ival demonstration upon the part of
the combined lleets of the Powers. The
North Coast Government is dispatching

! explicit instructions to the Governors of
the central provinces ordering them to
protect foreigners residing or having
business in the interior.

JOINT ACTION AGREED UPON.
Paris, Sept. 15.—L'Awtorite to-day

states that according to the latest advices
from China the Powers are deeply af-
fected by the recont outrages perpetrated
upon foreigners in China, and they have
agreed in principle upqn joint action.
The only detail remaining to be deter-
mined upon by the foreign nations on be-
half of tho Powers, according to this
paper, is to designato which of tho
Powers shall control the proposed opera-
tions directed against China by com-
bined fleet.

REVOLUTION PENDING.
Washington, Sept. 15.— Dr. W. H.

Abercrombie, United States Consul atNagasuki, who is here on a visit, says a
revolution is impending in China. Says
he: "The country is divided into two
great factions, ono of which is secretly
plotting to overthrow the present mon-
archy. The Emperor is of Tartar blood,
and there is a great hatred of the Tartar
among the Chinese proper. They have
been planning for years to overthrow the
reigning dynasty, and sooner or later I
think the discontent will break out in
open revolt. This is the underlying
cause of the riotous attacks on foreign
missionaries. The anti-Tartar element
hopes to embroil the Government in
quarrels with the different nations. They
aro willing that any number ot mission-
aries should be sacrificed if the responsi-
bility is thrown on the Emperor and his
advisors, whoso downfall they are thus
helping to bring about,

"The position of our country is humil-
iating. Ifserious outbreaks should oc-
cur American citizens would bo com-
pelled to call on the English or Russian
commanders of battle ships to come to
their assistance. Tho powerful ironclads
these nations have in Chinese waters
make them feared and respected. Beforo
Ileft Japan our solo fleet there was com-
posed of three insignificant vessels—the
Monacacy, Palosand Allianco—miserable
craft that would only excite derision ifa
crisis should occur. Not one of them
could be safely trusted to navigate the
Yellow Sea, and the first was condemned
years ago. Now that the Charleston has
been ordered over tho situation is, of
course, improved."

On Trial for Assault to Murdor.
San Rafael, Sept. 15.—The case of

Charles Cochrane of Sausalito for an as-
sault to murder his cousin, Martha Story,
came up before Justice Troy this morn-
ing. F. W. Roid appeared for tho de-
fendant. Attorney Roid objected to the
case being tried by Judge Troy on the
ground that Judgo Simptom of Sausalito
had noright to transfer the case to an-
other township on his (Simpton's) own
motion. The case willbe pushed most
vigorously by Miss Story.

THE FLOODED DISTRICTS.

The Damage Done is Terrible iii
Its Extent.

TWO-THIRDS OF THE HOUSES TN CON-
SUEGRA IN RUINS.

Tho Death I.lst Swelling to Appal-
ling Numbers-Thoso Saved From
Drowning in Greatest Distress for
Want of Food and Shelter—Crops
Ruined and Thousands of Heads of

Stock Drowned.

Madhdo, Sept. 15.—The floods whlob

caused so much damago and which are
already known to havo resulted in the
1 ss of thousands of lives havo been gen-
eral in the south of Spain. The damage
done is terrible in its extent. In the
province of Toledo tho rush of water
from tho Consuegra River was so sodden
and unexpected that hundreds ofpeople
were drowned in their beds. Four hun-
dred bodies have already been recover..i
and at least one hundred OOrpai scan be
Been Seating in the swollen river. A na-
tional relieffund has been opened, andall
the newspapers announce that they al-
ready to receive donations. The grape
and grain crops M*ere destroyed through-
out the flooded soctions ofthe country.

The overflowing of Consuegra threat-
ens to causo further damage. Two-thirds
ofthe hooaea practically destroyed are
Still standing, but tho foundations are
sapped and they threaten to fall at any
moment. The families saved from drown-ing are in great oistr. ss from want of
loud.

An estimate, classed as a moderate one,and which is within rather than over the
actual number, places the total death list
at two thousand. Large numbers of
corpses still rest where they were found.
I uless soon interred an epidemic feier i-feared. So far as possible the bodies of
the drowned are being gathered from the
streams, mud banks and ruins, and arebeing buried iv trenches. Many of the
bodies found are entirely nude, showing
that they must have been washed from
their beds.

I -happily, the worst is not vet known.and months of terrible privations ano
« xtreme suffering are before the utterly
impoverished survivors. The crops aregone, cattlo swept away, houses ruined,
and all that would enable them to earn
their bread has vanished beneath tie-
torrents of water which havo rolled over
tow ns and villages, fields and farms.

The extreme distress, positively raven-ous, and a feeling of starvation prevailing
in many sections of (he flood-devastated
country has another, and^if possible.
blacker sido. Bands of desperate men,
determined to obtain bread at any cost
for their hunger-tortured families, have
been driven to making raids upon and
pillaging buildings where they expected
to find food. Troops have been instructed
to tako the most severe measures to pro-
tect property.

Two thousand kilos ofarmy bread have
arrived in the flooded districts. When
the Government delegate in charge of the
first consignment of bread arrived he
was beset by tho famishing inhabitants,
male and female. The majority have
been naked or clad in rags, most of themon their knees, with hands uplifted,
praying for succor. When all tho bread
was gone there still remained many
mouths unfilled, many sufferers who had
not been able to obtain even the smallest
portion of this temporary relief.

At Almeria, the capital of tho province
of that name, the number of dead is still
unknown, but it is admitted that over
500 houses havo been destroyed, and that
a large number of peoplo have perished.
The villages of Pusoto* Lapicee and Villa
Franca, in tho province of Ciudad Real,
have boen severely ravaged by fioods.

The Queen has subscribed 9-0,060 to tho
relief fund, and tho Bank of Spain has
added 36,000.

At Almeria tho flood has stopped op-
perations at tho electric light and gas
works, and the city is in total darkness.
The river Andariary has overflowed Its
banks, converting the valley into a vast
lake. Itis estimated that over 5,000 hoad
of horses and cattlo wero drowned.

The police have succeeded in sup-
pressing pillage. Food is rapidly arriv-
ing for the sufferers. Fresh corpses aro
being discovered all the time. The bodies
of sixty persons have been found in a
public hall, whey they had been over-
taken by tho flood in tho midst of a wed-
ding feast.

The terriblo storm which set in near
Valencia Tuesday morning destroyed tho
rice crop. The rivers Turia and Jucar
are risiug rapidly, and threaten further
disaster.

The Government has set apart $100,000
for relief measures, and has asked tho
Bank of Spain to grant credits to the
Governors of suffering provinces.

DIED FROM HIS INJURIES.

A Drunken Laborer nt Byron Receives
a Blow*Which Ends Fatally.

Martinez, Sept. 15.—0n Saturday, tho
Sth inst., Frank Beard, a laboring man,
quarreled with Stephen Ballonger, bar-
tender in P. M. Holway's saloon at By-
ron. Ballenger refused to givo Beard a
drink, ho being already under the influ-
ence of liquor. Beard assaulted Ballen-
ger, who hit him on the head with a cider
bottle, felling him to tho floor. Beard
was carried to tho lock-up, and on Sun-
day his queer actions attracted attention.
The examining physician pronounced
him insane, and he was committed to the
Stockton asylum. Wednesday he died.
Tho examination disclosed a fractured
skull. Ballenger was arrested and held
on a charge of manslaughter, with a bond
of |5,000. Ballenger is reported as a quiet,
inoffensive man, while Beard was quar-
relsome and ugly while in liquor.

Inquest on Young Holman's Body.
San Jose, Sept. 15.—At the inquest in

the Holman murder case held by tho
Coroner two 15-year-old boys testified
that they saw the fight commence, both
stating that Adams fired two shots
at Ny Bornal, and was chasing
him when Holman ran toward
Adams and yelled for "God's
sake, Frank, don't." Adams ordered him
to stand back, wheeled around, leveled
his pistol at Holman, and fired, and Hol-
man fell. The inquest will be resumed
to-morrow. Tho defense to be adopted,
ifAdams is held, is that ofinsanity.

Coos Bay and Eastern Railway.
Marshfield (Or.), Sept. 15.—A cargo

ofrails arrived here to-day for tho Coos
Bay and Eastern Railway. Tho grade is
almost completed ior twenty miles.
Coal bunkers and water tanks are being
constructed. Tho first locomotive is ex-
pected in a few days, when track-laying
will begin.
