Washington, Sept. 16.—A eonferenco
between the World'8 Fair Foreign Com-
missioners and the principal officers of
the Treasury Department respecting the
modification of certain features of the
customs regulations, so as to facilitate
free entry of foreign exhibits at the fair,
was held at the Treasury Department
this morning with closed 'floors.

Secretary Foster assured the commis-
sioners that ho would do everything in
his power to meet the needs of foreign

! exhibitors, and where modifications in
• the existing statutes are required he
would cheerfully recommend Congress
to enact the necessary amendments.

The commissioners made it plain that
the suggestions they had brought for-
ward embraced the wishes ef intended
exhibitors in every European nation
visited by thorn.

At the conclusion of the hearing: the
commissioners proceeded to the White
House, where they were received by the
President.

The Act of Breathing.

In each respiration an adult inhales one
pint ofair. Ahealthy man respires 16 to
20 times a minute, or 20,000 times a day;a child 25 to 35 times a minute. While
standing, the adult respiration is 22 times
per minute; while lying down, 13. The
superficial surface of tho lungs, i. c., of
their alveolar space, is 200 square yards.
The amount of air respired every 24
hours is about 10,000 quarts. Tho amount
of oxygen absorbed in 24 hours is 500
litres (about 744 grama). The amount of
carbonic acid expired in the same time is
400 litres (611.5 grams).

Two-thirds ofthe oxygen absorbed in
24 hours is absorbed during the night
hours, trom i> i\ m. to (> a. m.; three-
fifths of the total is thrown oil" during the
day. The pulmonary surface gives off
150 grams ofwater daily in the state of
vapor. An adult must have at least 360
litres ofair in an hour. The heart sends
BUO quarts of Mood through tiic lungs
every hoar, orabout 5,000 gallons daily.
Tho duration of inspiration is five-
twolfihs of expiration, seven-twelfths of
the whole respiratory act. During sleep,
inspiration occupies' tin-twelfths of the
respiratory period.

Singular Discovery.
A singular discovery is reported to

have been made in Edwards County,
Texas. It is known as the "Devil's Sink
Hole." Recently it was partially ex-
plored. One man was letdown by a rope
1.30 feet. Here he found a ledge and a
passage way leading from it seven feet
higii, wide enough for three men abreast,
and running at a stoc-]> incline downward.
lie followed it 300 feet and came to an im-
mense lake of water, ice cold. lie had
no means ofdetermining its extent, bnt
a stone hurled with all his force splashed
in the water fully seventy yards away.
Tlif-bank of the lake was covered with
pio.-os of rook, looking as though they
had been blasted. Some were brought to
the surface and assayed about thirty
ounces of silver to the ton. All that re-
gion is rich in silver Indications, and it
is supposed the mysterious cavern is an
abandoned Spanish mine, and lias other
exits and entrances.
