Architect Seadler Reiterates Some of
His Statements.

The Roof is Ready to Fall In—Archi-

teot Hamilton Says the Build-

ing is Safe.

The published statement that Architect
Seadler had inspected and would con-
demn tho school-building at Twenty-first
and L streets, caused much comment
about the city yosi i ilay.

.Mr. Seadler, it \u0084.w appears, was not
delegated by the entire Board of Educa-
tion to inspect the building, but was re-
questod to do so by one member, Mr.
Davis. Mr. Seadler pays that he has no
formal report to make to the Board and
simply informed Mr. Davis of what he
had learned.

poor WORK.
Mr. Seadler, when seen by a reporter

yesterday, said that lie would not take
the responsibility of saying who was to
blame for the shaky condition of the
building. Mr. Hamilton, tho architect
who drew the plans, he understood, was
not satisfied with the way in which the
work had been done by Contractor Bov-
yer, and had refused tb accept the build-
ing from him.

yThe building," said Mr. Seadler,
"was thrown together in a short space of
time, and, it seems to me, verycarelessly,
It may have been ignorance, but I hardly
think so. There is almost absolutely no
support for the roof; the only propaKMed
are Ix4-inch and ixti-inch pino boards,
and they are sprung until they form per-
fect rainbows, ll does not take an archi-
tect to tell that the building is poorly con-
structed. It is there, and anyone can see
the danger at a glance. There is not a
floor in the building bat is badly out of
plumb, bat the principal danger comes
from the roof.

Continuing, Mr. Seadler said that in

his opinion the necessary repairs could
be easily made. He said: "My estimate |
for raising and bracing the roof and
flooring, which is all that is necessary,
will not be far from ?4(X). Itis not so
much tho cost as the danger which has
been hanging so many days over the
heads ofour children. In short, there is
nothing at present to keep the roof from
tumbling in whenever it takes tho notion.
I think it would oe well for you to see
Mr. Hamilton, as he may be able to give
Home light upon the subject.

SAYS IT IS ALL RIGHT.
Architect Hamilton, upon whose plans

the building was supposed to have been
erected, Bays he considers tho school
building entirely sale, and believes th;it
ail talk to the contrary is nonsense. lie
does not think that he has been treated
properly in this matter in not having
been notified that any investigation was
going on.

Ho sent his draughtsman, Mr. Field,
out to inspect the building yesterday, and
the Latter reported it to be perfectly safe.

"When the School Board wanted the
building," said Mr. Hamilton yesterday,
"there were numerous bids, and I told
the hoard that if Mr. Bovyerwas given
the contract i should withdraw. ;is 1 had
no great opinion of his work, but finally
consented to goon. Itis <|iiite likely there
is a sag in the rafters, bat this can be
easily remedied, and Ishould have been
only too glad to Lave made any repairs
necessary, free of cost, had the board
come to me.

SCHEPPLEMAN'S SMARTNESS.

A Special Officer Who Got Himself
Into Serious Trouble.

Without Authority Ho Evicted a Help-

le&s Family—He Acknowledges

His Error.

Special Police Officer A. Scheppleman
has got himself into rather serious
trouble, and may havo a hard time prov-
ing that he is innocent of the charge of
misdemeanor that has been preferred
against him.

His trial will take place on the 25th in-
stant in the Police Court.

Last Tuesday Scheppleman went to a
house on front street, near N, occupied
by an Italian family, and ordered the en-
tire party to move from the place imme-
diately. The mother of the family was
ill,but notwithstanding this fact, tho oc-
cupants were compelled to leave tho
house at night and their possessions wore
carried out into the street. Allthis was
douo because the monthly rent had not
been paid. These facts were published
in the Record-Union last Wednesday,
and since that time the husband, G. I'al-
adina, has sworn to a complaint charging
the officer with misdemeanor in violat-
ing Section 418 of the Penal Code, by en-
tering upon property and evicting the
occupants of a house without the author-
ity of law.

A friend of Scheppleman, it abpeara,
owned the house and as a special favor
asked him to go to the place, show his
star, and order the family to vacate the
premises. Scheppleman did so, and now
finds that his friend has placed him in an
unenviable position.

Captain Lee questioned Scheppleman
rognrding the matter, and among other
things asked him ifhe thought that as a
special officer he had tho power and right
to do as he did.

Scheppleman said he did not think he
had the authority, but as the owners of
the house were friends of his he consented
to do as they suggest i.

He was informed by the Captain that
he had acted on very bad advice; that no
police officer could* order anybody oft" a
premises for non-payment of rent, and
that even a Constable" or Deputy Sheriff
could not do so until the proper notice
had been served on the parties and after
the summons issued had not been
heeded.

City Attorney Hart says that there is
no question but that the officer will bo
convicted of the charge.

Ifa person were to shoot deer for tres-

i passing on his ground and injuring his
property, and that fact were conclusively
proven before a jury, it is not likely the
shooter would be convicted.

There is a clause in the game law which
would seem to have been intended to
give persona the right to shoot wild game
al any time for food. It reads:

"Every person who shall take, kill, or
destroy any of the animals or birds men-tioned in this section at any time, unless
the carcass of such animal or bird be used
or preserved by the person taking or
slaying it, or is sold for food, is guilty of
a misdemeanor."

But this clause is followed immediately
by the following very stringent one:

"Every person who shall buy, sell,
offer, or expose for sale, transport orcarry, or have in his possession any deer
or deer skin, or any hide or pelt from
which tho evidence of sex has been re-
moved, or any of the aforesaid game at a
time when it, is unlawful to kill the same,as provided by this and subsequent sec-
tions, is guilty of a misdemeanor."

Those clauses seem to be contradictory
and conflicting; for, while tho former
says ono may kill and oven sell, for food,
deer and other game at any time, the lat-
ter declares their possession during tho1 close season to be a misdemeanor.

Itwould take a Philadelphia lawyer to
l straighten the thing out and harmonize

these clauses, and the sooner tho courts
can be got to pass upon the points at
issue the better. We would not feel like
advising our correspondent in the matter,

j but suggest that ho consult a lawyer.

THE CASE DISMISSED.
Attorney Hart's Argument Induces

the Court to Dismiss Trabue.
Tho question as to whether or not the

examination case of \V. IT. Trabne,
charged with obtaining money by fraud-
ulent means, should be continued, was
argued in Judge Cravens' court yesterday
by City Attorney Hart and A. L. Hart,
attorney for the defendant.

The City Attorney wanted tho case con-
tinued, but he was not prepared to make
an affidavit showing good cause.

The defendant's attorney claimed that
the case had been continued once, and
under tho law the examination must be
proceeded with unless uood cause were
shown tho court that a continuance
should bo granted. He claimed that his
client had not been treated right in tho
firstplace. lie was arrested last Monday
and made to give bail,although there wasno complaint against him. It was not
until he learned that fact and demanded
his I ail money back that a complaint wassworn to. Tho attorney branded such
conduct on the part of the police depart-
ment as contrary to law or any principle
Of morals.

Judge Cravens ordered the caso dis-
missed.

Ho
is sorry now. Fitzsimmons seized him,
and, alter taking the knife, gave him a
second thumping.
