from a European-tour, said in an inter-
view: ‘I traveled through all the famous
grape-growing sections of Spain, Italy,
France and Germany, and I am con-

vinced inside of ten years the Old Worid |
will have to rely upon this country al- |

most entirely for its supply of firsi-class
wines. I had read a good deal ut
devastation among the Furopean vine-
yards, caused by phylloxera and other
diseases of the vine, but I had no concepe
tion how completely paralyzed the grape-
growing industry is until I made the
trip. In France and Italy nearly three-
fourths of the vineyards have altogether
been wiped out by phylloxera within five
years, and the remaining one-fourth
acreage is rapidly sucenmbing to the
plague. Five years ago Spain produced
six times the amount of grapes harvested
from last year’'s crop, and the situation in
Germany is as bad. It will not be long
before the United States will lead the
world in the production of grapesand
wine.
