PURPOSE OF RECLAIMING THEM

And developing them, that is of outlin-
ing a plan by which the irrigation of
these lands may be eflected. I do not
know that this convention will care to
undertake that important work. Prob-
ably as much as they will desire to under-
take is simply to outlinea plan and po]icg
for the general Government upon whic

these lands shall be ceded to the various
States and Territories. It has now come
to be generally acknowledged that the
benefits of irrigation are so great as to be
beyond any question, in all the great
West. The benefits of a system of irriga-
tion have been so firmly established as
to be beyond further question; and the
fact that this great domain, the public
lands, may be developed into an empire
of untold importance, is one which will
be conceded upon the bare statement of
the facts. We are all prepared—we all
came here with that conviction, we be-
lieve that to be true. It will not be
necessary for us to discuss the propo-
sition as to the benefits of irrigation.
We all came here convineed of its super-
lative benefit to the country, and we are
therefore prewmared to go on from

which it may be best accomplished.

Now, it seems to me that right here at
the very basis of our work, after we dis-
pose of the proposition, if we can do so,
of how best to advise the general Gov-
ernment with respect to these lands,
there comes up the further important
question, and one which ought to be con-
sidered to some extent at least by this
| congress, of how best to irrigate these
i lands—how best to devise a system that

may be successfully applied in the de-
velopment of these lands by irrigation.
