GREEDY FLAMES.

Five Buildings in Chinatown Laid in
Smoldering Ruins.

The Fire Department Has a Desperate

Strußsle—A Fire in Another

Quarter at the Same Time.

Chief Guthrie and his force of brave
fire laddies had a hard tussle with the

l tire fiend Saturday night nnd yesterday
j morning.

It was about 10:30 o'clock when an
i alarm rang in from box IS for a fire
inthe grocery store of Emil Bayer, at
Seventh and I' streets. Acoal oil lamp
had exploded just as Mr. Bayer was clos-
ing up the store for the night. A forty-
gallon tank of oil was standing near

; w here tho explosion occurred, and the
contents ignited Immediately. The

I flames spread so rapidly that Mr. Bayer
I barely had th:io to escape with his lift.
As it was, his face w^,s scorched by t!ie
explosion, and he bad to break through
a class door in order to get out, cutting
bis hands badly.

The interior of Chinese nouses
are always intricate and hard to get
through, but these buildings were the
worst Iever saw. l>esides all this there
were a lot oftoughs around the lire who
wore pillaging the houses whenever they
got a chance, and they gave us no end of
trouble before the polico chased them off.
Some of them were arrested. Iwas glad
when the railroad's water train hove into
view, as tho situation was commencing to
look desperate. Had we had its assist-
ance sooner I think tho lire could bave
been kept within one or two buildings."

Large crowds of Chinamen and boys
swarmed into the ruins yesterday, and
began diguing for valuables. In some
instances ihoy were the tenants of the
burned stores and houses. Mrs. Wo
Hoon, wife of thp Chinaman who con-
ducted tho poultry store, was on hand
early at the Bite of her late home and
kepi tho crowd away from that place. She
then made a search of the place, and, it is
said, recovered 91,660 in money from the
smoldering ruins. It was kept in a
small iron box in the store, and was found
intact

La^l night tho crowds of wrockers made
another march on the ruins, many of
them carrying lanterns, but they found
Dei u'y Constable Swift there, and he for-
bade them entering the p!a:-e. He had
baeri placed on duty there by the Chinese
Who occupied the several burned houses,
and remained on duty all night.
