
MONEYED INSTITUTIONS.

Facts Concerning the Various Banks
of the State,

The Commissioners Report the Result

of Their Investigations—Savings
vs. Commercial Banks.

The report of the State Board of Rink
Commissioners has just been issued from
the State Printing Office. It shows that
during the year nine new State savings
and fifteen commercial banks have en-
gaged in business. They are:

Savings—Tulare Savings Bank, River-
side Savings Bank and Trust Company,
German-American Savings Bank of Los
Angeles, Farmers' and Mechanics' Sav-
ings Bank of Sacramento, California
Mortgago and Savings Bank of San Luis
Obispo, People's Savings Bank of Fresno,
Watsonville Savings Bank of Fresno,
Visalia Savings Bank, and Santa Bar-
bara Savings and Loan Bank.

County Bank, Ferris Valley Bank, Bank
of Pacific Grove, Bank of Bakersfield,
Citizens' Bank ot Los Angeles, Monterey
County Bank ot" Salinas, Rideout Bank
of Marysvillc.

SAVIN"CiS BANKS AS ADjrNrTS TO COM-

MKRHAI, HANKS.
The Commissioners say, under this

head: The tendency of unused money
to drift from commercial banks into
eavings banks has induced many of the
former to establish savings banks'in con-
junction with their existing institutions,
and this method is growing rapidly in
Xhe rural districts. The custom is to es-
lablisii a savings bank with virtually the
same stockholders as the parent institu-
tion, and conduct it in the same office
under the identical management, at a
minimum of expense, and while t'n re
are many of such twin institutions that
are well managed, strictly within the
law, the custom is subject to some criti-
cism.

"« Competition in banking, like all otlior
enterprises, lias naturally reduced profits,
and many interior commercial banks
havo deemed it wise to oiler interest
upon term deposits, thus undertaking a
savines lank business, and perhaps,
With the high rates of interest prevailing
in the interior, they can afford to pay
their depositors a moderate share ofthis,
although when the various element- of
commercial banking and savings bank-
Ing are carefully considered, it may he
naid that it is not good hanking for cither
to encroach upon the other.

"Commercial banking has necessarily
certain risks which do not obtain in sav-
ings banks, whose funds are mainly the
deposits of the poor, to be held sacred ;
and the legal [Imitations placed upon
savings banks are such as toprotect them
against the hazards incident to and un-
avoidable in commercial banking.

"So long as the two are kept entirely
(separate and the law fully complied with,
there is no objection, but the custom of
Laving a savings bank merely as an ad-
junct to a commercial bank naturally
causes the former to participate in much
that may be undesirable in the latter.
Nearly all of such savings banks are or-
ganized with a minimum of paid-up cap-
ital, and. there being no law on the sub-
ject, the Commissioners are powerless to
enforce their demands for a proper paid-
up capital, the organizers depending upon
the sir- Dgtfa of their original institution,
tho commercial bank, and giving it the

Of whatever span; cash the savings
department may have.

\u25a0".Many of tin- interior National banks
have these State savings banks as ad-
juncts, and thereby secure additional de-
posits and enhance business: but these
savings banks, being bat departments of
comiiieneial hanks, are subject to such
risks and hazards as the law particularly
intends to protect them against."

HANKS IN MQt:ii»ATiON.
The Pomona Bank has been taken into

court and therefore removed from the
jurisdictionof thi-- commission.

The Dime Sa\ ings Hank, dosed by this
in November last, has paid,

. or arranged for the payment of its de-
positors in full. This bank commenced
with a capital of£1,000, and is \u25a0 lit illus-
tration of the DOCOSSity of a law requir-
ing at least $25,c00 paid up capital.

The Mercantile Bank, which voluntar-
ily retired in February, has paid all its
depositors.

The Bank of Laporte applied to the
Superior Court for voluntary dissolution
on the 24th ol December, 1890.

The Masonic Savings and Loan Bank
has now been in the list of liquidating
banks since 1878.and the efforts of this;
commission to dose its business have re-sulted in the approaching sale of tho only
remaining real estate, it is hoped that
matters may be brought to a conclusion
ere long, and that this bank appears now
for the last time in this report.Like the above, the Oda Fellows' Sav-
ings l'»ank has been iii liquidation for
man] >• irs, but is making itrenuoua ef-
forts to dispose of about $60,000 worth of
real estate, toe bulk of which is in one
property, negotiations for which are now
pending. A suit between stockholdi n
and depositors hasalso Interfered with \u25a0
final settlement, but efforts are being j
made tocompromise, and thus end a long i
and weary work.

| Truckee, and every night at the latter
j p!a;-e the ear is detached, as there is no
further need for it on the trip, the pas-
sengers arriving in San Francisco in
time for breakfast.

When the new time-table goes into
effect the train will arrive in Sacramento
at breakfast time, and a dining-car will
accompany the train throughout the en-
tire trip from Ogden.

To meet the requirements a handsome
dining-car is teing tilted up in tho rail-
road shops in this city. Itis one oftho
observation cars that made tho trip
through the country with '•California on
Wheels." It is being thoroughly re-
modeled and will be ready for use in a
week or so.

It is expected that the change in tho
time of the arrival of the train will go
Into effect the Ist of next month.

From
thai tiiisi- up to tho od und 4th of Decem-
ber (ISiJOj there was no appreciable rain-
fall, but on the above dates there was a
heavy storm, giving 2.."0 inches.

The monthly reports of the Southern
Pacific Company show the highest tem-
perature at any point on their lines was
at Volcano Springs, where it reached 120°
in the shade. Tho lowest temperature
was 12° at Bowlder Creek, CaL, Halleck
in Nevada, and Palisade-, making a di;-
lerenoe for August of ST between the
highest and lowest temperatures in this
Stute or in Nevada on their lines.
