FIREMEN NARROWLY ESCAPE CRE-
MATION AT MINNEAPOLIS.

There was 2 sudden explosion,
and a great stream of fire burst from the
end, then from the roof at the right and
leit, completely shutting from view of
the great crowd on the street the dozen
firemen who were on the roof. Through
a momentary break the crowd could see
the men attempting to reach the ladders,
Four fell or jumped. Again the smoke
arose, and there upon the ledge stood the
firemen apparently dazed and not know-
ing what to do. *slide down on the
hose,” yelled the erowd. One did so,
landing safely. All were finally rescued.

Of the cighteen men who were on the
roof of the annex, three are in a precari-
ous condition, and the others are all
badly burned and bruised.

A block of frame and brick stores on
Washington avenue, the yards of the
Mill Wood Company, Kansas City Grain
and Feed Co.’s store, and several other
smaller structures were destroyed or
badly damaged before the fire was gotten
under control. The Empire Elevator
Company, who operated elevator “C,” es-
timates the loss ou the elevator and con-
tents at $100,000; insurance, $78,000. The
Moore Company’s loss is $50,000; insur-
ance, 88,000, The total loss is placed at
$197,000; insurance, $107,000.

FORESTS AFLAME.

St. PAavr, Sept. 2d.— A Pioneer Press
special from Hinckley says: The forests
of this vicinity are atlame in every direc-
tion. Every possible precaution has been
taken to prevent the destruction of the
city, but danger stiil threatens. No esti-
mate of the losses near here can be given.
A msan who came in to-night reports that
all the region between here and the lake
is burned over. One firm has lost four
lumber camps, and another three. Be-
tween eighty and one hundred million
feet of standing pine has been burned.
At Finlayson the danger is now all
passed.

SEVERAL LIVES LOST.

Pive City (Minn.), Sept. 24.—Terrific
forest fires are raging in this vicinity,
and are rapidly approaching the town.
Several farmers in this vicinity lost
houses and other buildings yesterday,
and two school-houses were burned, the
pupils escaping with difficulty. It is
estimated that the loss to timber in this
section has already reached $200,000, and
this is being increased at the rate of $700
every hour. River farmers fighting the
tlames several miles from here yesterday
were surrounded by fire and burned to
death.

DUELING.

The Pope Condemns It as a Contradic-
tion to Civilized Discipline.
VIENNA, Sept. 24.—In a letter oy duel-
ing, Pope Leo says, in part: ‘“Beth di-
vine and human law forbid that man !
shall be wounded or killed except where
the interesis of all are concerned, or
where it is necessary for self-defense: but
those who challenge others to combat for
their personal concern, or aceept such
challenge, and are not constrained thereto
by 2ny necessity, these use their giits of
mind and body for no other purpose than
to kill or wound their opponents.
“Indeed, we can think of nothing which
is a greater contradiction to civilized dis-
cipline, and which nn(lornn_m-s the just
order of things more, than when the right ‘
is left to every citizen to defend his own !
rights and to avenge his honor as best he
thinks fit. A decree of Pope Alexander
III. condemns all combats arising 1rom
private afiairs. The Council of Trent,
with great severity. prescribed punish-
ment to all who undertake or take partin
such combats. It brands them with
shame and expels them from the church,

who fall. Pope Pius IX. pronounced the
severest punishment against seconds,
witnesses and all who know of duels.

Paris, Sept. 24.—The Chinese Charge
d’ Affaires, in this city, had an interview
to-day with the Minister of Foreign
Affairs, and communicated to the latter
the contents of the dispatch he received
from the Chinese Government, that the
Pekin officials had ordered the Chinese
Northern fleet to proceed to protect the
disturbed region, with instructions to
protect foreigners from molestation.

A DEPLETED TREASURY.

TREASURY OFFICIALS HAVE
HUSTLE TO MEET DEMANDS.

TO

Less Than a Million Dollars Currency

Avallable in the Vaults at

Wasliington.

Special to the RECORD-UNION.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 24.—Less than §1,-
000,000 currency available for business
in the vaults of the treasury at Washing-
ton is the condition that confronted the
treasury oflicials to-day. In the sub-
treasury at New York there is $5,000,000
in currency, and in the various sub-
treasuries $4,500,000 more, making in all
$10,500,000 in currency. There is now in
course of redemption $2.500,000 in cur-
rency, which makes the grand total $13,-
000,000 in currency.

The next balance as shown by the
treasury statement is $45,000,000. In-
cluded in this is $14.000,000 in bank de-
positaries and $17,000,000 in subsidiary
silver, leaving the available balance as
stated between $13,000,000 and $14,000,000.
This statement does not include $100,-
000,000 gold reserve, which Secretary Fos-
ter has stated at various times he could
use in case of necessity, nor does it in-
clude gold and silver coin in the treasury.
It includes only the currency available
for current demands. ¢

It is stated on good authority that dar-
ing the present week the Treasury offi-
cials have had to ‘*hustle” to get together
sufficient currency to meet the demands
of drafts, and, where practicable, drafts
have been drawn on the sub-tieasury at
New York to avoid curtailing the small
currency balance in the Treasury Depart-
ment. Money has also been transferred
by express and telegraph to points re-
moved from the sub-treasuries, to meet
urgent demands, as the Treasury could
not afford to have funds remain idle at
small points.

This *eramp’” for currency was brought
about by the redemption of 43 per cent.
bonds, more than $16,000,600 of which
have been redeemed during the present
month, and also to the falling off in cus-
tom receipts, which show a decrease of
about 30 per cent. during the present
month over the same month last year.

Pension payments have also figured in
reducing the available currency, $7,500, -
000 having been paid out on this account.
There now remains but £9,000,000 of 4i-
per-cent. bonds to be either redeemed or
continued, and when these are disposed
of it is thought the available currency in
the treasury will rapidly increase.. Of
the $9,000,000 of 4j-per-cent. bonds it is
believed that about $7,000,000 will be.pre-
sented for redemption. ;

While the Treasurg Department s,
therefore, at this time having a tight time
to find currency to transact business, the
pressure will soon be removed and mat-
ters will move along as smoothly as they
have for some time past.
