Rev. R. M, Stevenson Discourses on
the Subject.

Tho .Responsibility Resting on Those

Who Have Beeu Forewarned,

and Hence Forearmed.

At the First Presbyterian Church Rev.
R. M. Stevenson, the pastor, yesterday
preached an eloquent and able sermon
from tho following text: "For it were
better for them not to have known the
way ofrighteousness than, after knowing
it, to turn back from the holy command-
ment delivered unto them." (2 Peter ii.,
21.)

To me, said the reverened speaker, the
chapter where this text is found is one of
the saddest in the whole scriptures.
There are pictures in It that are revolting,
and from which a pure, refined nature
would gladly turn away; but when wo
remember that an Infinitely holy God
caused the drawing of these pictures and
ordered the awful sentences written
which wo find here, we may know that
"it is for our learning.'" Further wo can
recognize tho truth ofthe statements and
the sad truth of the pictures. The
fact that I can bring myself to present
the truths which I do to-day is evidence
of their exceeding importance, as it seems
to me.
I ask your attention to the following

proposition: Tho person who volun-
tarily assumes a responsibility occupies
an altogether different position from
what he did before he assumed it. For
instance, a young man of a good liter-
ary and law education, of bright pros-
pects, married a music teacher in the
State Normal School of Nebraska.

Now we all are ready to say: "Yes, tho
responsibility resting upon him after he
took those marriage vows was altogether
different from what it was before." He
became responsible for the protection,
support, comfort and love of that woman
and ofittheir children.

Eight or nine children resulted from
that marriage, but that father took to
drink, went to the gutter, embezzled
money, and lied from justice, leaving
his bondsmen to pay his obligations.

That man tried 10 impose on me ten
days ago, or such a matter, and he * 11«. 1
successfully impose on a number. He is
going over this State imposing on every
one he <an. He is an outcast, a wanderer
on the face of the earth.

Who can ever tell what that wife and
those children suffered in the years of
ihi.-, man's drunkenness v.nd crime.' The
culmination of his cruelty manifested j
itselfin driving them out ofthe house at
the point ol a weapon. Think of the
awful responsibility which that man

sause he has been so glaringly
false to the VOWS he took!

And there have been many circum-
stances which have greatly added to bis
resp< msibility. When he had commits *1
crime and suffered the penalty he pro-

il reformation. The church took
him up and confided in him. The com-
munity restored him to confidence and
gave aim a position of honor.

His obligations were now greater than
aver. For him to abuse such kindness
would be nothing less than ignominy,
but that is just what he did do.

That man is responsible for crushing
the woman whom be vowed to "love,
cherish and protect." He is responsible
for the dishonor cast upon his own chil-
dren. No words can express the degree
of that man's falseness and disgrace. All
of us kindle with indignation at knowl-
edge ofit.

Shall any onedoubt then the proposition
that the person who voluntarily assumes

But we recognize this fact in all tho

affairs oflife. Itmay be a very foolish
thing to "go security" and often is, but
once having placed your signature to se-
cure a note, the only honorable course

OU to pursue is to meet the responsi-
bility ifit becomes necessary.

Indeed, a man only has recognized
standing as a business man and in all his
relations among men just as he ia true to
the proposition laid down.

Shall the church of God take a lower
aid than is recognized by the world?

Itcannot do it and be true to the word of
i. an<l to its own highest welfare. If

any man assume-- a responsibility •"inection with the Church of Jesus
Christ, tht# he is in honor bound to n i
that responsibility.

It is a fitting question then to ask, what
bilities do we assume when we

identify ourselves with the, disciples of
- Christ?

it is certainly understood that we ac-
cept Jesus < hnst as our savior, teacher,

lerand friend. It is understood that
wepromise to live sp nearly like Christ

\u25a0ml as we are able, Striving daily and
seeking divine help. It is understood
that we will take much interest in the
ulvancement of His cause, being willing
to give what time aud energy, thought
md money that we can.

We all know that when we stand up
and unite with any branch of Christ's
body we are expected to assume these
and kindred obligations.

What of the persons then, who, having
voluntarily assumed such obligation-,
afterward ignore them, cease to manifest
any interest in the church, abandon its
services, and act as Ifthey Lad no respon-

lity to the church?

There are thousands who are true to
their bonds in every transaction in life
and lot them not "be smirched because
other base souls are untrue to their obli-
gations. And so there are thousands of
Christ's followers who are genuine coin:
they have thfl true ring, and no shadow
should lie cast upon them because some
professed disciples proved to be counter-
Mt,

A mi it is right to say for the encourage-
iiimil of any who shrink from making a
oonAMioa of Christ, by uniting with the
church, lest they dishonor Him; it is
right to say for their encouragement, that
Christ is not "a hard master." He re-
members that we are "dust." He it was
who told Peter beforehand of the trying
ordeal through which he was about to
pass, and yet He it was that was so gentle
and pitiful with Peter alter his disgrace-
ful fall. And so, while Christ expects us
to stumble ami backslide, he is always as
tender as a nursing mctlich* with the ono
who comes in penitence for forgiveness
and takes thorn into his confidence and j
love again as if they had not wandered.

Christ wishes sincere, genuine efltort in I
the Christian life, and He sees to the rest.
1 take it that the text not only has a les-
son for the backslider, but for those who
know of Christ and His gospel, and yet
who do not avail themselves of the ad-
vantages of this knowledge. It wore
better for them not to have known than, j
knowing, to turn away from tho benefits. \

it is a fair statement that the greater the
advantages the greater the opportunities
we fail to use, the greater is our guilt. 'We say to the boys and girls ofthis coun- I
try: "There is no excuse for you ifyou I
grow up in ignorance. The schools are
not only excellent, but they are free and
it is your privilege to have the fullbenefits i
of them."

It often occurs that a rich man offers to
establish his son in business or to give
him a full, thorough education, and the
.son, preferring sport, turns away from
both. Xow in any case, the more favor- |
able the opportunity abased or the greater j
the advantage neglected, tho Jess excuse j
for the one committing such folly.

Take an actual eas" as told me by tho
man himself. A young man had every j
advantage of education, was litted to |
practice an honorable and Lucrative pro- j
fession aud was launched upon the world
with plenty of money. Instead of going j
to work, instead ofputting in practice the j
knowledge acquired, he wandered over
the world like an adventurer, spending
his money in pleasure. Finally, when j
out of money and in a strange hind and i

far from home, misfortune and sickness
come to him, he wakes up to see his folly
and to discover that even good men have '
little sympathy with one who has abused
all his opportunities.

Now. <ioil has been like a loving father j
t<> many, who have been as negligent of
all that he lias dune for them as has the!
young man mentioned, (iod has given
them all their bodily powers and endow- j
DientS, and has made every provision for
their improvement. Heoflers to take a
peculiar interest in them, even to bring
them as near to himself as sons, and to I
plan for them as only an infinitely wise
and loving father can do. Be sent his ;
Son to tell nun of these oilers, and to !
urge them to embrace them. That Son
no! only told of them, but made provi- \sionto have the news carried far and
wide to every land. And in carrying out
the plan, to make all possible that was
promised, that Son gave up his lifeas a
ransom.

The church wars established and in-
trusted with the great and good mission
of carrying the glad tidings.

Many of tii<»e who have, for long
years, had all the advantages of the
church; who have heard the tidings over
and o\er again, and who have been sur-
rounded by its holy influences, have not
appropriated the good news to them-
selves, and have failed to avail them-
selves of the advantages oU'ered.

It were better for them never to have
had all these advantages than having had
them to negieet them.

The child that has been so situated that
it could not have the advantages of school
is not to be blamed for growing up in
ignorance.

The man who lias been prevented by
ill-health or misfortune from acquiring
money is not to be blamed for his poverty.

And so the one who has never beard of
Christ, who by his situation in a dark,
heathen land, could not know of Christ,
Bueh an one will not be censured for not
embracing < hrist.

In this land, where the very steeples as
they point heavenward leave men with-
out excuse; iv this land, with not only its
countless churches and Sabbath-schools,
but with its millions of printed gospel
messages, that are scattered like autumn
leaves, there is only culpability for the
one who grows up without the advant-
ages of the gospel.

When all shall stand before the judg-
ment-seat of Christ, those who have had
the advantages of the gospel and have
neglected them willhave a severer con-
demnation than those who have not had
such advantages. Indeed, as has been
the opportunity thrown away, so will be
the increased decree of condemnation.

Indeed, men have reasoned on this ac-
count that it were better not to send tho
gospel to the heathen world. But send-
ing the gospel to those without itdoes not
is cessarily bring any into condemnation.
And because some willreject its benefits,
is no reason that others should be de-
prived of them.

While it is better never to have known
than to reject, yet tii<-K' is no such neces-
sary alternative. Men need not reject.
Not only docs rejected opportunity in-
crease guilt, but remorse.

How often do WO hear:
'•i f all sad words of tongue or pen,

The saddest are these, it might have been.'"
During fair week among all those

robbed. I <>ji!y read of one whoacknowl-
edged that he only had himself to blame
for it. He said frankly that if he had
kept away from whisky and gambling he
would not have gotten into trouble.

There are many men. who having come
to the evening of life, "are down" finan-
cially and in every way. Life for them
18 a bitter struggle and disappointment.
It wero better had they never been born,
than t<> be what they have been,
and their remorse is keener because of
the consciousness they have of great ad-
vantages abused.

And SO the one who has had Christian
parents and has been taught in Sabbath-
school, ami has sat under gospel preach-
ing and listened to the elevating Songs of
the gospel, and to the prayers of good
men, will suffer a keener remorse v he
abuses such advantages than one who
has not had them.

Now. I have a word for myself and for
all who profess to be Christians. It is
that all o! us may well ponder whether
we are loyal to OUT vows. We may well
consider whether wo are true to our en-. Some of us can say that we
ire sincerely trying to serve Christ. W.
may have to confess that our service is
not as full as ii should be and yet we are
conscious of a sincere effort.

But 1 fear that some who took tho vows
upon thorn cannot claim to be even try-

I ing to followChrist If they confess to
the truth, 1 think they will acknowledge
that they have no interest in Christ, or in
Hi* cause. They will have to confess

: that they have no interest in His service.
, They have only tho name of disciple
without the reaiity. »

Face the fad that your condition is
worse than it would have bee-n had you
never professed to bo a disciple of Christ.
Tho one who takes vows and proves un-
true to them, loses his own respect, that
of his fellow men and. more than all, that
ofGod, so that his condition is worse than
it he had never vowed.

15ut let me say this. Qod is always
ready to rest' re a backslider to his love
and care. If they come in sorrow for past

1 wrongs, aud with delerminalion^ito be! true in the future. Christ's restoration
of penitent Petef stands as a memorial
for the encouragement of every back-
slider, dot! calls on many a page of His
word tor the return of the backslider, so
let me urge any such, like the prodigal', to

; "come home.''
One word to those who having had

every gospel advantage have never
identified themselves with the disciples

! ol Christ.
Never blame a child for remaining in

i ignorance! who has all the, advantages of
i our frtHj .schools; never blame a boy for
neglecting all the advantages offered him
i >y a wealthy and loving parent as long as
you yourself neglect to acknowledge tho
Christ who has brought you all that has
made you even what you are, and the op-
portunity to be far beyond what you
are, evuu like uuto Himself.

A SATURDAY NIGHT SCRAP.

"Happy Joe" Defeats Gus Mueller in a
Glove Fight.

The Defeated Ptur Gets Hard Punish-

ment from a Chair—Haley will

Fight the "Winner.

Gus. Mueller, a light-we.ight San Fran-
cisco pug, and "Happy Joe," an ebony-
skinned production of the southern citrus
belt, fought upward of thirty hard rounds
at Brown's Comique on Saturday night,
with gloves.

The white lad was severely handicapped
from the start. His attendants did not
understand their business, and one of
them was constantly nagging the youth
in a way that would have early discour-
aged a less stout-hearted and plucky lad.
They never removed his chair from the
inside of tho ring, and early in the fight
Mueller was thrown in his corner and
struck the corner of the chair with his
face, inllicting a big gash near his right
eye, the blood from which kept him in a
sufficiently gorycondition throughout tho
contest to please the most, fastidious ad-
mirer of a prize fight.

It also seemed to give his black adver-
sary more confidence, as if it had been
the result of his cleverness, instead of that
of the chair.

Itwas iu-one sense an unequal contest,
and yet neither was able to severely pun-
ish the other. Had not Mueller fallen
upon the chair, there would not have
been a drop of blood spilled, nor hardly a
lump to .show for a .spirited battle of two
.hours. Mueller is of the "chunky"
build, short-armed, and rather slow, lie
stood stifliy up to his work, and rea h ed
the black lad's thumps on his stomach as
unflinchingly as ifhe were made of wood.

"Joe," on tiie oilier hand, was lithe and
shifty, always bobbing about and avoid-
ing punishment. Ho has arms on him
likethose of& gorilla, and it was almost
impossible for the little fellow to reach
him, except during a rally and when
things became mixed. Then it wasdif-l
ferent, and tho pale-faco was quite at
home.

The darky handles himselfvery much
after the style of < 'hariey Turner, the col-
ored middle-weight. He cannot easily
be whipped by fighters of the Mueller or
Haley style, but it is doubtful ifhe would
stand up long with one of his own style
of lighting who is capable of giving him
an occasional good punch. Whenever
Mueller did force things the darky
would try to run away, and generally
succeeded. He has an awful le!t for one
of his .-iass and his favorite tactics is bo
dash itagainst his adversary's Btomach
ami at the same time clinch with his
right, so as to avoid receiving a return.

lie practiced this trick on Mueller sev-
eral times in nearly every round, and the
latter did not seem to be clever enough to
avoid the bpaad-basket punches. N< ither
did he seem to mind them very much.
Frequently Joe's left went higher than
the waistband, and on these occasions n
would collide with Mueller's (ace,

The latter injured his hands early in
the tight by thumping the hard-skulled
man from the sunny south on the back
of the head when the latter would turn to
run, and toward the last he seemed afraid
to hit a hard blow.

Finally.it became evident that Mueller
could not hope to win, plucky and game
as he was, so he complained of the
referee's unfairness in not allowing a
claim of foul made against tho colored
fighter, and refused to fight any more.Undoubtedly the latter did resort to
wrestling, shoving Mueller down by a
neck-hold, but the referee would not al-
low the claim. lie therefore gave the
victory to "Happy Joe,' 1 but declared all
bets off.

Jerry Haley then went upon the stage
and challenged tho victor, who accepted
the deli, and these two will soon engage
in one of the modern apologies for a pri/.e
fight. Haley is quicker than Mueller,
hut it looks as though he willbe greatly
outclassed in night and reach.

I a property-holder on Q street, and would
i like the question settled—which is the
better gravel, Sacramento or Folsom?

Iwould consider myself badly treated
ifthe street in front of my property was
graveled with pit gravel, and would
"kick like a Spanish steer" if I had to
pay for it. Idon't think any one having
experience in road building will say that
dean river gravel is not the best. The
ciay that is in tho pit gravel will all
work to the surface, and whenever a hole,
has been mad" in the street there will be
a pond of water.

Look at (> street to-day. While it may-
be that there is some mud deposited there
from adjacent streets, much of tho mud
is from the gravel itself. The City En-
gineer says "tho Folsom gravel will re-
main loose and unpacked an inch and a
half underneath the surface." Well, even
if that is so, that is no detriment. That
is just where clean gravel is the best.
The water that falls upon it willpercolate
through it and leave it as dry as a bone
in ten seconds after a shower.

Now, the relative cost is another con-
sideration; but when the wise fathers
conclude to gravel Q street, I,from my
experience ofgravel, would be willing to
pay 50 cents a load more for clean river
gravel.
Idon't pretend to know anything of

! the political aspect of the gravel ques-
tion, and certainly would not be com-
pelled to purchase it through some polit-
ical boodfer, but itoccurres tome that it
could be purchased first-hand from the
owners of it. As my understanding is
that tho Sacramento Street Improve-
ment Company are honest busi-
ness men, and are working for
the good of the community [for I
have had some very pleasant business
connections with them), I hope they will
yet continue to benefit their Iriouds and
overlook tho digs of their enemies.

i ingly deal in an interior article in their
business, but I assure you, gentlemen,

< >ne big, strapping young buck, decked
out in a new suit of clothing and wearing
a broad white felt hat that must have cost
him at least $£>, strutted up to a reporter
at the depot on Saturday night and said:

"!onniie ten cents."
"Give you ten cents! what for?"
The sagebrush humorist never cracked

a smile as he replied: "I want to buy
some rake."

The reporter did not feel disposed to go
without his ten cents' worth of coil" mddoughnuts that night in order that the
Indian dude might indulge his taM.> for
cake, but offered to swap hats with him.
