Two Swine that Have been in Court
for Over Two Years.

The case of Neves vs. Decardo is on
trial in the Superior Court of Yolo. The
Mail says the case is an interesting one,
from the fact that the dispute arose over
the ownership of two hogs, and has been
in litigation over two years. Itappears
that Neves had leased a piece of land on
the river. He subsequently sub-leased
the land to a couple of Portuguese.
