WEANING COLTS.
Tilings That Should IJo Known to In

sure Good Results.
Within the next four weeks the major-

ity oi the colts willbe weaned. The man-
agement of these young things at this
critical period will, to a great extent, de-
termine the future value of tin- animal.
The young colt that is taken suddenly offa liquid diet, such as nature furnishes it,and put on a dry grain feed—not ailowed
even the privilege ofa pasture—wiil cer-
tainly he checked in growth. Who has
not observed this condition of tilings? a
puny, potbellied, long haired colt is sure
to be the result ofthis plan of colt man-
agement. The feeder of young colts
should make the change from the
mother's milk as gradual as possible.
Tiii.s maybe accomplished safely by turn-
ing the colt witii the mare once a day
until she dries up, and in the meantime
give tiie colt a quart ofcow's milkfresh
every morning and evening. The milk
feed should be increased as the mother's
.supply decreases and be kept up until the
colt is roily brought on to a grain diet.
< tets anil middlings or a heavy quality of
bran is the lest tolid feed for the colt. As
to quantity, that must be arranged with
the c<>lt and feeder. The careful feeder
willvery soon ascertain the amount of
feed the colt requires. A colt should
have all it willeat up clean morning and
• 'veiling, and no more. A pasture lot
fenced securely for the colt is an indis-
pensable auxiliary.

The most successful colt-raisers ar-
range to feed the mare ground feed and
oats for some time previous to weaning,
and by this means the colt learns to eat,
and is not suddenly thrown on a new life
when separated from its mother. It is a
good plan to push the colt forward as
i"T>idlj-as possible, give it plenty of ex-
ercise and all the good food it will con-
sume, and make it a horse at three years
oid. ofcourse this three-year-old horse
will not be able to . ndure the tatigue and
constant heavy labor that the aged horse
can; but this does not argue against good
.are and a rapid, healthy growth of the
animal. The stunted three-year-old is at
v greater disadvantage when ho comes to
performing labor than the well-fed ani-
mal. The old idea that in order to grow
up a good, sound, durable horse it is
necessary to starve him half to death dur-
ing his colthood, turn him out to rough it
through winter on hay, with nothing bet-
tor than an open shed or a hay-stack for
shelter, lias exploded lonsr ago with most
f<>lt-raisers.

Gtood '-are and rapid development is
getting the money out ofstock. Give
your weanlings extra care. Keep a sup-
ply of pure, fresh water where they can
tr<> to it at will. Provide a salt box in
Iheir shed or stable where they can help
themselves. Look well to the growth of
the colt, or the big money will not come
to you in this branch of the stock busi-
ness.—The Sporting World.

Ottawa, Sept. 2S.—This morning, at a
meeting of the Committee on Public Ac-
counts of the House of Commons, Secre-
tary of State Chapleau put in an affidavit
from Mr. Senecal, late Superintendent of
the Government Printing Bureau, which
he said he had received from certain
member of the Senacal family. Itis set
forth that during his continuance in
office Senecal at various times re-
ceived presents, in the way of a
bonus, from parties from whom he
purchased the plant of the Printing
liureau, but never, either directly or in-
directly, gave any sum whatsoever out of
said presents to John A. Chapleau; that
although lie sent at various times money
to conservative associations at Montreal,
this was never done at the suggestion or
request or with the knowledge of Chap-
leau. Somerville protested against put-
ting in this letter from an absconder, and
Chapleau admitted that it was not evi-
dence.

Discovery of America.
Rome, Sept. 28.—The Executive Com-

mittee of the Italian-American.exhibi-
tion at Genoa in honor of the discovery
of America by Columbus have finally ar-
ranged for the erection of buildings,
which willcost 500,000 lire. It is the de-
sign ofthe committee that the exhibition
shall consist of samples of agricultural
and industrial products of Italy and
America, with the object of showing the
kinds of goods that can be most advan-
tageously imported and exported. Itis
expected thus to give new impulses to
transatlantic commerce. This would
be a good opportunity for American mer-
chants to introduce their goods into a new
market.

SERIOUS STATE OF AFFAIRS.

ALARM FELT OVER TOE SITUA-
TION IN CHILE.

Complications Arise Rctween tlio

United States and tlio Now

Government.

Washington, Sept. 28.—For two hours
this morning the President was in con-
sultation with representatives ofthe State
and Navy Departments. While no offi-
cial information upon the subject can be
obtained, there is reason to believe the
Administration is confronted with a seri-
ous aspect of affairs in Chile. Since last
Friday cablegrams in cipher have been
passing between Washington and Valpa-
raiso, but the officials refused to make
their contents public. It is gathered,
however, they relate to affairs in Chile,
and that serious complications have
arisen between the Junta and the United
.States representatives in that country.

At present the United States naval
force in Chile consists of one vessel, the
Baltimore. The San Francisco touched
at Callao, Peru, last week, on her way
northward. An effort was made by the
Navy Department to communicate with
her, but she sailed for Acapalco, Mexico,
Friday before the cablegram reached her.
There is no other modern vessel on the
Pacific side that could be dispatched to
Chile.

It is assumed that Commodore Ram*
Bey, Chief ofthe Navigation Bureau, who
was called into consultation with the
Cabinet officials, was asked to explain
the exact extent of the resources ofthe
Navy Department.

Senor Montt, the Chilean Congressional
Envoy here, has received a dispatch from
Senor Matta, Minister of Foreign Affairs,
stating that the peace was not disturbed
by a revolt ofthe military.

It is conjectured here that the matters 1
undor consideration at the conference
were statements from Minister Egan and
Captain Schley of recent oecurenees in
Chile, which are also conjectured to ac-
cord with special dispatches from Val-
paraiso printed in New York this morn-
ing. Just what Captain Schley had to
communicate to the Navy Department
cannot be learned, but it is surmised that
it related to the treatment of refugees, or
that a bitter anti-American sentiment in
Chile, resulting from the seizure of the
Itata, has resulted in hostile and un-
friendly demonstrations toward the offi-
cers and men of the Baltimore.

NOT THRKATENING.
Washington, Sept. 28. — Secretary

Tracy, while declining to make any
statement relative to the conference at
the White House this morning, said he
did not intend to send any more ships to
Chile, and that he did not regard the
situation there as threatening.

BIG BLAZE IN PHILADELPHIA.
