The
party got that evening $5,500 in gold dust.

“1The next day eight more Chinese
came to camp in a boat. .They were fired
on and all killed and their bodies, with
the others, thrown into the river. The
party then took the boat and went to an-
other Chinese camp four miles distant,
where thirteen Chinese were working on
a river bar. These were all shot apd

killed, and their bodies thrown into the |

river. The camp was robbed and $50,000
in gold secured.

“*My son was present only the first day,
but was acquainted with the facts, as they
were talked over by the parties in his
presence. The circumstances here de-
tailed oceurred on the Uregon side of
Snake River, near the northeast corner
of the State.g

FAMINE IN RUSSIA.
The Suffering More Widespread Than
for Centuries.

Loxpox, Sept. 28.—A dispatch from St.
Petersburg to the 7elegraph, describing |
the situation in Russia arising from the
failure of the crops and detailing the |
harrowing incidents of the famine*now j
prevailing, says not for centuries has |
such widespread distress been recorded.
The Telegraph’s correspondent says that !
the authorities delayed taking any action

to relieve the distressuntil it was too late.
In addition to the secarcity of food, which
has caused untold suffering, the distress |
is intensified by the enormous number of
unusually disastrous fires throughout the
famine-stricken district. In many dis-
tricts entire villages were destroyed.
Added to this came the cattle plague, and

families thus lost their only means of
subsistence. What little food it is possi-
bie for the peasants to obtain is of the
vilest description, but so sharp are the
pangs of hunger they gladly eat stuff
that at other times they would not touch.

Heavy rains have fallen and the ground
is so soaked with water the potatoes are
rotting. The price of potatoes has already
doubled and is still rising.

The Peasant Board has sent petitions to |
the Ministry, praying that taxes and
arrears of taxes be wiped out.

A circular has been issued by the Min-
ister of the Interior, which enumerates
thirteen Governments in which the peo-
ple are completely famine-stricken, and
eight in which partial famine prevails.
The great fair wEich is annually held at
Nijni Novgorod, attended by merchants
and dealers from all parts of Russia, was
a failure this year. .This was due to the
enormous number of bankrupts, and
their consequent withdrawal from trade.

In many villages the peasants have
nailed up their huts and have left their
communes to scour the country in search
of work. Hundreds of them have failed
in their search, and are begging along the
roadsides. In numerous cases seed corn,
which was furnished peasants by the
Government, has been eaten instead of

Notwithstanding the terrible condition
of the peasants, taxes continue to }»e ex-
torted from the starving people. Every-
thing is taken from them to satisfy the
demands of the taxgatherer. Where
peasants display any unwillingness to
pay taxes the collectors resort to physical
means to extort money from them. The
knout is extensively employed by
officials of the tax collecting department
of Russia.

munication between the legation in San-

It this provision had been fully enforced,
complaints of the partisan character of
the census could not justly be made.

But, unfortunately, the Supervisors were |

themselves largely appointed upon po-
litical considerations, and as a result the
appointment of enumerators were, in
many localities, a matter of political
patronage. Careful inguiry by your
committee shows that while in some
places political considerations had no
weight, yet the Supervisors were influ-
enced in many other cases by partisan
consideration. Men were often chosen
without reference to their fitness, on ac-
count of their political services, and in
such cases the work was often badly
done, in many instances thoroughly dis-
credited.

The committee then goes on to give at
great length reports from civil service as-
sociations in ditferent sections of the
country. The general tenor of the re-
poris are that the work of the men said
to have been appointed as a reward for
political purposes was untrustworthy.
Much space is devoted to New Yori,
where, says the committee, the worst ef-
fects of the patronage system are appar-
ent. C. H. Murray, a Republican poli-
