JAPANESE  PHEASANTS
- A
Said to be Thriving on the Rancho
del Paso.

A Covey of the Young Birds Recently

Seen There—If so, They Will

lapidly Increase.

Last fall five pairs of Japanese pheas-
ants were turned loose on the Rancho
del Paso by order of the State Fish and
Game Commissioners. An attache of the
Recorp-UN1oN accompanied Deputy
Commissioner Shelby to the grant when
the birds were liberated. It was deemed
advisable not to putthem out near the
river, where the brush and timber were
dense, so the crates were opened on the
bank of Arcade Creek, near the resi-
dence of Superintendent Mackey.

There was not much cover for the birds

| there, but it was deemed the better place

for them, in case they did not wander too
far away. There was one old rooster in
the lot, and he almost daily presents

[ himself in the barnyard to feed with the

poultry, after which he disappears. Only
at rare intervals have any of the others
been seen.

Fred. Gotcbed, one of the old and
trusted employes of the ranch, informed
2 Recorp-UNI1ON reporter the other day
that a covey of little pheasants was
recently seenin the vineyard, near where
the birds were turned out, and it is there-
fore quite possible that more than one
brood has been hatehed.

This will be good news for sportsmen
in this section, for these pheasants are
very prolific, generally raising several
broods a year, If the young ones now

| on Rancho del Paso manage to escape the

greed of prowling pot-hunters and the

hawks, another year will find lots of |

birds along Arcade Creek and in’ the ad-

jacent stubble-fields.

These pheasants are choice table fowl,
far surpassing even the grouse.

open ground, but whenever found in
good cover they lie well to the dog and
afford the shooter good sport. Promiscu-
ous hunting is not permitted on the
Haggin ranch, whereiore the birds may
reasonably be expected to thrive.

Years aco less than
pheasants were put out in Oregon, and
now the country swarms with them.
They raise thre¢ and sometimes four
broods a year. As soon as the young
are able to get about pretty lively they
are turned over by the hen to the care of
the rooster, who looks after them while
the former lays another nest full of eggs
and hatches out another family.

According to Mr. Shelby’s caleculations,
if the five pair of pheasants on the Hag-
gin grant, in this county, should meect
with no ill fortune, the natural increase

| in three years would be about a quarter
{ ot amillion.

It is also said that parties have this
summer seen coveys of young Chinese
quail on that portion of the grant where
a number of old birds were liberated a
vear or so ago. They are also prime
game birds, and it is to be hoped that
they may thrive and become numerous
in this section.

“You — —, I want you tothrow
up your hands, and quick, too,” said the
man, pushing the weapon over uncom-
fortably close to Donnelly’s face.

Donnelly considered the aflair a joke,
and, laughing, went on to make the
change.

“Here, now, I mean business,” said the
robber, and then Donnelly began to real-
ize that there was trouble in store for
him.

The second robber then went around
the bar to assist Donnelly in opening the
till, which the latter resisted. Then the
man who was holding the revolver struck
at the barkeeper with the weapon. Don-
nelly threw up his hand and warded the
blow off. He was not so successful, how-
ever,with thesecond blow,as it struck him
on the head. The robbers then turned in
and beat Donnelly brutally, nearly kill-
ing him. They then opened the till and
carried off a large sum of money. They
were joined at the door by two more
men who had evidently been standing
guard,

Donnelly was discovered some time
later and carried to his room in the El-
dred House, where his injuries were at-
tended to by Dr. Simmons, Jr. He is
in a bad way, but will probably re-
cover.

Donnelly was able to give the police a
zood description of the robbers, and it is
thought that they will be captured.
