GENERAL BOULANCER

Commits Suicide at the Grave of
Mme. Bonnemain.

GRIEF OVER THE LOSS OF HIS
MISTRESS THE CAUSE

Ono Thousand Armed Men Said to be
Marching From Quezaltenango on

the City of Guatemala—Passengers

on the Steamer Which Left Guate-

mala on the 16th Inst.

JrusseLs, Sept. 30. — General Bou-
langer has committed suicide.

The suicide cccurred at the tomb of
Mme. de Bonnemain, his mistress, who
died here recently. Boulanger commit-
ted suicide about noon. He stood alone
by the grave of his mistress for some
time, when the attendant, who

Rushing to the spot, he

found General Boulanger lying dead

{ upon the ground with a revolver clenched

in his right hand. An examination of
the body showed the dead man had placed

The aflair caused great excitement here
and some commotion among the Gen-
eral’s followers in Paris.

The police and the dead man’s friends

The General’s position, financial and
political, has been getting blacker and

blacker recently. tle had no hopes for
the future, and his remaining friends
were few and becoming colder as the
onee famous General dropped more and
more out of public notice. There is no
doubt the General was conscious of these
facts, and they preyed upon his mind.
Coupled to this was the morbid love or
infatuation which he had for his dead
mistress, to whom he was undoubtedly

 Henley, foreman of the Grand
Jury, id to-day: *“I regard Judge
Murphy’s decision as a judicial outrage,
and as an unlawful attempt to set aside a
lawful judgment of Presiding Judge
Wallace. The Grand Jury has not yet
met to discuss the matter, but we will ig-
nore the decision as if 1t had not been
made,”

Other Grand Jurors expressed similar
opinions, and said no attention would be
paid by the jury to the decision.

Attorney-General Hart said: *“The
Grand Jury is alegal body, and was le-
gally impaneled in accordance with the
ws of the State. As to Judge Murphy’s
decision, I cannot express an opinion un-
til I have read it.”

On being asked if he would take steps
to have the Supreme Court rule on the
validity of the Grand Jury’s proceedings,
the Attorney-General said :

All reports agree in the statement
that as soon as the General reached the
the second time he immediately
placed the pistcl to his head and shot
himself. The report of the revolver was
heard by the coachman who was driving
the General’'s landaa, and by the valet
who accompanied the suicide to the ceme-
tery. They both rushed to Mme. Bonne-
main’s tomb, and there found the General
qulte dead, lying across the grave. Death
must have been instantaneous.

As the police were bearing the General’s
hody away froin the tomb of his mistress,
with the intention of placing it in the
landau for conveyance to Brussels, the
dead man’s mniee, accompanied by M.
Dutins, reached the cemetery. The niece
fainted upon hearing the news, and Du-
tins’ grief at being too late to save the life
of his friend was excessive.

The corpse has been prepared for burial,
but is only being viewed by intimate
friends of the family. The latter unani-
mously desire that the funeral shall be of
the most simple order. Some of the Gen-
eral’s political friends are in favor of a
public demonstration. The corpse re-
poses upon a table draped with black
cloth. 'vhe remains are c¢lad in a black
frock coat, upon the breast of which are
several decorations, notably the cross of
the Legion of Honor, conferred upon the
General after he had been wounded in
1859 at Turbigo, in Algeria, when a Lieu-
tenant. The wounds in the temple
caused by the fatal shot have been hid-
den by pieces of hroad white silk ribbon,
so pasted as to almost completely conceal
the cause of death.

The relatives persistently decline to
farnish the public with any definite in-
formation as to written declarations which
he left behind him. Boulanger lett a will
and a political testament in his desk. It
is stated that the latter declares unshaken
confidencein his party, enjoins his friends
to prosecute the great aims healways had
in view, and ascribes his own death
solely to inconsolable grief over the loss
of Mme. de Bonnemain.

The funeral will i»rnbahly take place
Sunday afternoon. The General’s mother,
aged 86, is still firm in the belief that her
son wentto a fete and has not yet re-
turned.

Shortly after Mme. Bonnemain’s death
General Boulanger’s wife wrote, offering
to forgive the General and share his exile,
but her letter was unanswered. Toward
the end of August, after a violent par-
oxysm of grief, Boulanger laboriously
carved on Mme. Bonnemain’s tombstone
with a penkpife: **A bientot, Marguerite.”
From that day he was a changed man.
He became emaciated and haggard, al-
most beyond recognition.

On learning of the suicide, Prince Vie-
tor Bonaparte called and remained at the
residence for half an hour.

cause of his suicide was the stoppage a
few days ago of political subsidies from
supporters, indicating that his career was
finished.

It is surmised that the Archbishop of
Malines has refused to authorize religions
services on the occasion of the funerzl of
Boulanger.

General Boulanger was born in 1837,
In 1856 be was appointed Sub-Lieutenant
in the First Regiment of Algerian Tirail-
licurs. From that time his advance in
his profession was rapid. In 1857 he took
pert in the Kabyle expedition. In 1839
he was wounded at Turbigo, and received
the decoration of the Lggion of Honor.
In 1861 he was with the expedition to
Cochin-China. During the Franco-Ger-
man war he acted as Chief of Battalion
in the Army of Paris and was wounded
at Champigny. In 1880 he was appointed
Brigadier-General, in which position he
began to show signs of a great talent for
organization. He was sent to the United

es as head of the Mission on the Cen-
tenary of Independence. He was ap-
pointed to a General of Division in Af-
rica, but returned_in twenty monihs to
the War Office as Minister in 18%6. While
in Tanis he exalted the military over the
civil anthority arbitrarily. While Min-

| ister he energeticaliy urged the expuision

of the Princes from France, though ful-
some praises, written to the Due d’Au-
male, his superior officer, when he was
promoted to Brigadier-General, lessened
the force of popular strength. His
acts as the leader of the Revanche party
in the past few years have been widely
noted and are familiar to the reading

THE NEWS AT PARIS,

All the evening papers contain obituary
articles, but none, with the exception of
Le Jour, reflects upon the political aspect
of the General's lite. Le Jour says he had
not the courage to survive her who sacri-
ficed herself for him. The Le Jour article

FOREST RESERVATIONS.

Committees Wait Upon the President
and Ask Their Protection.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 30.—Committees of
the American Forestry Association and
Association for the Advancement of
Science presented to the President to-day
a memorial relating to the various forest
reservations to be proclaimed by the
President under the Act of March 3, 1891.
The committees submitted detailed in-
formation regarding the Tulare Reserva-
tion, in Calitornia; Pecos River, in New
Mexico; Pike’s Peak, Colorado; Flathead
and Marias, in Montana, and the Min-
nesota National Park, which they
strongly urged the President to create and
to provide for proper protection.

FOREIGN GOLD.

to Encourage Its Im-
portation.
WasuiNngroN, Sept. 30.—The Director
of the Mint, with the approval of the
Secretary of the Treasury, has issued in-
structions to the Superintendent of the
assay oflice in New York that in cases of
deposits of foreign gold or bars, such ap-
proximation of value as in the discretion
of the Superintendent may be regarded
safe, not to exceed ninety per cent,
of the value will be paid pending
melt and assay. The purpose of this
regulation is to encourage, as far as
can be legally done by the Govern-
ment, the importation of foreign gold
into the United States by allowing
importers spot cash value for foreign gold
as soon as received, instead of requiring
them to wait while the deposits are being
melted and the exact gold determined.
