There
were obstacles in the way of a legal
character to tho creation of a trust how-
ever which made it difficult to enter
upon the scheme, obstacles not dissim-
ilar to those that arose iv the case of
Girard College and other notable In- i
stances, and with which intelligent |
readers arc familiar. ,

Accordingly on the 9th of "March, 1885. j
the legislative. Act to advance learning ;
and providing for the creation of trusts ;
for founding and endowing universities, j
colleges and schools was approved.

In preparing this Act to protect such j
endowments the far-seeing business wis-
dom and Intellect ofGovernor Stanford
were clearly made manifest. It was his
authorship and it is believed by the best !
legal minds to cover all points that were I
exposed prior to the Act, and to make
such trusts safe aud insure their faithful
execution and tiie accomplishment of |
their high porpoei 8.

WHAT IT PROVIDES.
The scope of tho Act is shown in its

very first section. It provides that its
wording shall be liberally construed
with a viewto effect its objects and pro-
mote its purposes, and in the construction
thereof the singular number shall be
deemed to include the plural, and the
plural shall be deemed to include tho
singular number, and the masculine gen-
der shall be deemed to include the icin-
inine gender.

The person making such a grant as is
contemplated by the Act may designate
the nature, object and purposes of the In-
Stitiltion to be endowed and maintained;
the name by which it shall be known: the
powers and duties of the trustees; tiie
mode and manner and by whom the suc-
cessors to the trnstees are to be appointed;
rales and regulations for the manage-j
ment of the institution (but sucii rules,
unless the grantor otherwise prescribes,
shall be deemed advisory only, and shall
not preclude the trustees from making
such changes as new conditions from
time to time may require); the place and
time for tlie erection of the institution !
and its character and extent; the trades
and professions which shall be taught, i

and the terms upon which scholars may,
be admitted, as well as for maintaining
free scholarships tor the children of per-
sons who havo rendered seivice to the
State, .and for the children of mechanics, i
tradesmen and laborers who have died
without leaving means sufficient to give
such children a practical education; also
the terms by which students may attend
the Lectures with* ut cost to themselves,
or may have ace» ss to the museums, art
galleries and conservatories of music
conni cted with such institution (ifso con-

without becoming students of
this particular institution.

BIGHTTB BESEBVKD.
Continuing-, «the Act provides that a

p rson making such a grant as is con-
templated may reserve the right to
amend or modify the terms and condi-
tions of the grant. The right may be
also reserved to have absolute dominion
over the persi oal property conveyed, and
he may also provide that if his wife sur-
vive him, she, during her life, may have
the same absolute control.

Any person or persons making any
such grant may at any time thereafter,
by iast will or testament, devise and be-
queath to the State of California all or
any of the property, real or personal,
mentioned in such grant, or in any sup-

atal grant, and such devise or be-
quest shall only take effect in case, from
any cause whatever, the grant shall be
annulled or set aside, or the trusts therein

id Bhall for any reason fail.

THE ENDOWMENT.

Tho Document "Whicii Conveyed tho
University Property.

On tho 14th of November, 1885, <*ov-
ernor Stanford and wife made and cxc-
CUted the grant of endowment. This
document, which was drawn with con-
summate skill by Hon. Creed Haymond,
is substantially as follows:

The
trust, however, is not to take effect until
after the death of both Mr. and Mrs.
Stanford. Until that time they or the
survivor after the death of either, resen eH
absolute dominion, free from all account-
ing or liability, over the rents and protits I
oi the tends, and over any p irsonsj prop- !

M\v HAKE ALTERATIONS.
Mr. and Mrs. Stanford also reserve tlie '

right to alter the ti rue- and conditions of
the do< vi the Act of the
Legislature—even to the whole nature,

during their lives all the duties, and all
the powers and privileges given by the
grant to the trustees. Alter the death of

NO SKiTARIANISM.
The trustees are warned to prohibit

; benevolent creator, and tiiat obedience to !
His laws is the highest duty of man; to
have taught in the university the right

joperation; to afford equal facilities and
give equal advantages in the university
to both sexes, and to maintain on the j

j Palo Altoestate a farm for instruction in
agriculture in all its branches.

They are to establish and maintain, in j
jconnection with the university, such a
number of free scholarships as" the en-
dowment ofthe institution, considering ;
all its objects, will justify. Such scholar-
ships must he given either to those who,
by good conduct and study, have earned
the right thereto, or to the deserving chil-
dren of those who, dying without means
in the service of the State, or in the cause
of humanity, liave a special claim upon
the good-will of mankind.

The trustees are to tix the terms and
conditions upon which the students gen-
erally may be admitted to all or any of
the privileges of the university. They
are also to ux the term-, and conditions
upon which the students ofthe public
and private schools and other deserving j
persons may attend tiie lectures ofthe
university, or engage in original research
thereat, and the terms and conditions
upon which the agricultural farms, labo-
ratories, museums, art galleries, mechani-
cal institutes, conservatories and other
institutions, part of the university,

j shall he opened to deserving per-
sons, without their becoming students
thereof. Further, they are to establish

! and have given at the university by its
I ablest professors courses of lectures upon
the science ofgovernment, and a] on law ,
medicine, mechanics and the oilier arts
and sciences, whicii Bhall be free to the
post-graduates of the colleges of theuni- I
veraity hereby founded, and to post*

j graduates of all other colleges and uni-
versities, and to all deserving persons, to !

the liii1 capacity ofthe lecture-rooms, un- :

State.
The grantors fillvacancies in the board,

WHAT IT MUST BE.
The nature of tbe institution, according

to the terms of the gram, must be that of
a university in the broadest sense of tho
word, with such seminaries of learning
as shall make it of the highest grade, in-
cluding mechanical institutes, museums,
galleries ofart, laboratories and const r ,-
atpries, together with all things necessary
for the study of agriculture in all its
branches, and for mechanical training,
and tho studies and exercises directed tol
the cultivation and enlargement ofthe
mind. Its object shall be to qualify stu-
dents for personal su< cess and direct use-
fulness in life. Its purposes are to pro-
mote the public welfare by exercising an
iniluence in behalf o! humanity and civ-
ilization, teaching the blessings ofliberty
regulated by law aud inculcating love
and reverence for the great principles of
government as derived from the inalien-
able rights of man to life, liberty and the
pursuit of happiness.

PROVISIONS FOB IMI'IIOVEMEXTS.
The grantors instruct the trustees with

pence to the addition ot buildings
and improvements at Palo Alto as fol-
lows: "They shall be built as needed,
and no faster, and in a manner which
shall allow for additions and extensions
from time to time, as the necessities ofthe
university may demand, the trustees
bearing in mind that extensive and ex-
pensive buildings do not make a uni-
versity; that it depends for its sue
rather upon tho character and attain-
ments of its faculty.

I a Tlie Palo Alto farm he deemed by soil
and topography and climatic advantages j
a Imirably adapted to the purpose.-; in !
view. He conjured the board to see to it j
that no objectionable people should re- 'side upon the estate, and that no drinking
saloon should be opened npon the prem-
ises. He then proceeded to outline tho

I purposes and whole scheme of tbe Uni-
versity. This portion of his address cov-
ered the same ground traversed on tho
same subject in the grant of endowment,

: and it is not necessary thcrelbro to repeat
it.

LAYING THE CORNER-STONE.
The work ofconstructing the buildings

of the university was now actively en-
tered upon by the grantors. Prepara-
tory, however, they visited various edu-
cational institutions in the United States
and in Europe, and consulted with tne

j best minds thai had given thought to and i
had experience in educational lields. j
When the general idea of construction

i had been settled and tho plans prepared,
Governor Stanford set on foot the work

i of construction, and on tho 14th ot -May,
I 18S7, he and his wife laid the corner-stone
: at Palo Alto, Sauta Clara County.

Rev. Horatio Stebbins, I>. b., one of
tbe trustees, offered sprayer, and Judge
Lorenzo Sawyer, President of the Hoard
of Trustees, delivered the address of the
day. This scholarly oration was of ex-
tended character, and was eminently tit-

i ting for the occasion. He referred to the
wisdom of the donors retaining to them-
selves tho right to carry out their de-
signs. He quoted from the grant of en-

i dowment the purposes and objects of the
j institution, and declared that to no nobler
objects more beneficient purposes or

THE fNIVKUSITV EUILDINf.S.
The Leland Stanford Jr. University,

! which was yesterday dedicated to the high
purposes intended by its founder, is fo-

ci upon the Palo Altotractofover 8,000
acres. The Palo Alto Railway Station is

:; the estate. The university is mid-
between Menlo Park and Mayfield,

one and a half miles distant from either.
The location is an elevation above San

Francisco bay, and at the base of the
fooi hills of the Santa Cruz range, and is
surpassingly beautiful.

Twelve buildings constitute the inner
quadrangle. These aro built of the buff-
colored Almaden sandstone. They are
in tho Moorish style of architecture, of
one story, and connected by a continuous
covered passage or colonnade. Two
buildings for shop-work in mechanical
engineering are also completed, as is the
stately building known as tho "Leland
Stanford Junior Museum," which is to
contain collections in art and collections

j of antiquities.
Madrono Hall, the dormitory foryoung

I men, already finished, is built of stone,
: four stories high, and with rooms forj about 380 persons. The building is pro-
vided with elevators, and in each room
are electric lights, hot and cold water,
steam-heat, and suitable furniture, aud
with bath-rooms on each floor. No pains
or cost has been spared to render it per-

j fectly adapted for its purpose.
Manzanita Hall, a similar building for

the use of young women, will be com-
pleted before the spring of 1892. It is

smooth artificial stone instead ofrough
sandstone.

The gymnasium will probably be fin-
ished early in the year.

TIIK AiaUIiTCCTERE.
The thought of the architecture sug-

gests the old Spanish Mission, low build-
ings ranged around a plaza. The twelve
buildings, heavy, oblong and one-storied,
are connected into one by an arcade on-

apassing a great court, and will be
gra.-d by a graceful chapel, and inclosed
in another quadrangle two stories high
with the arcade facing outward and hav-
ing a Romanesque arch opposite to the
chapel.

The iutoution is to have another one-
story quadrangle on each side of the
double one.

Viewed from the court the structures
are seen to be characterized by simplicity
and dignity and to admirably accord
with the character of the institution.
There has been no waste in construction,
nor yet any close restriction. The whole
effect Indeed is of solidity, permanency
and dignified grace.

It was the intention that the buildings
I should be plain and substantial, yet not
cold and repellant, but in harmony
with the aims-and purposes that inspired
their erection.

Tlie quadrangles and dormitories were
originally planned by Architect Richard-
son of Boston, and after his death carried

j out and completed by Shepley, Rutan A: Coolidge.
The .Museum is of artificial stone,

Greek in type, but made to meet the tone
of the architecture of the quadrangle. Its
architects wen; Percy & Hamilton of San
Francisco, whoi also designee} the girls'
dormitory and the minor buildings. This
building has been the especial care and is

I the especial gift of Mrs. Stanford. It is
to be the casket for a collection ofantiqui-

- and art treasures Which her son be-
gan to eather, and to which she has been
steadily augmenting.

Tin: PBOPSBTT GIVEN.
The endowment of the university has

D variously estimated at from $10,000 -
to $20,000,000.1 The exact amount Gov-ernor Stanford has not made known

since the expenditure of money in pre-
. paring the university and tho sums to be
! left it by the willare matters of present
privacy with the donors. The Palo Alto
tract, as slated already, embraces over
B,oooacres. The soil is sandy loam, clay
loam and adobe. It is put to farming
largely, and to the raising of tine horses.
The park at the entrance embraces 'iW
acres, and is adorned with a ereat variety
of trees and by landscapo gardening of a
high order.

The Vina ranch is In Tehama County,
at the junction of Deer Creek with tiie
Sacrameuto River. It is part of the old
Lassen grant, and was once known as the
<*orko ranch. From t'erko. Senator
Stanford purchased it. He added to it
until it embraces 50,000 acres, costing him
$ 1,000,000. Upon it he has mown.the
largest vineyard in the world of wive,

raisin and tablo grapes. Tho vineyard
exceeds 4,000 acres in extent, and the
vines number by this time probably
three ami a half millions.

The ranch is divided into agricultural,
horticultural and viticultural divisions,

j timber and bottom lands, and grazing,
plains and foothill lands. The irrigation
system of the ranch is one ofa high char-
acter and great extent. Tho Gridleyranch, the third ofthe four gifts to the
university, is in Butte County. and em-
braces about 21,000 acres of exceedingly
rich when land; nrobahlv there is nonebetter, none that yields "greater wheat
product per acre.

TIIK WORK.
The school year begins October 1, ISOI,

and closes June 13. \-aa The work be-
gins with the freshman clfiss. candidates
for which must be 18 years ofage or over,
and pass examination orbear certificate -from high schools recognized by the I'ni-
versity of Caiiiornia.

Tuition in all departments ofthe uni-
versity will be fn-e and the cost of living

j at the university has been placed at the
actual cost to the institution for board,
rooms, heat, light and attendance. The
nucleus of the library of the university
is 5,000 volumes.
