
A FULLCENTURY OLD.

Spanish Tiles Obtained for the Roof
of Slitter's Fort,

Trustee Gregory Found Them In Mon-

terey— Senor Malarin's Sacrifice

of an Historic Landmark.

For some time past the Board of Butter
Fort. Trustees have been trying to solve

' tho problem of securing old-fashioned
Spanish clay tiles wherewith to roof the
buildings of that famous property. Tho
manufacture of that particular kind in
the State practically ceased some forty
years ago, when modern edifices began to
supplant the old-time and universally-
used adobe buildings with their attend-
ant tile roofs.

At the last meeting of the board it was
decided to, ifpossible, secure the required
covering from some of the adobe build-
ings stillstanding in certain portions of
the State. A member ofthe board (Eu-
gene J. Gregory) was commissioned to
make the necessary arrangements for
supplies in that line. He accordingly
visited Monterey, as the nearest adobe-
inhabited place, and finally decided to
negotiate for tho tiles now in position on
the roof ofthe "Olarte" building— a large
and imposing structure that was erected
in IS".M, and which has since acquired
much historical celebrity.

In due time the owner of the property,
Mariano Malarln, was found at his ranch
near < rilroy. Mr. Gregory explained his
mission and desire to purchase the tiles
ii1. question. At the same time he in-
formed the gentleman concerning their
Intended use. To use Mr. Maiarin's
own language, expressed in that courte-
ous tune of dignity and affability Iwnioh
is bo truly indicative ofthe typical Span-
ish gentleman ofcbivalric times :

"To remove the tiles means the demoli-
tion of the buildings, i will therefore
give you a letter to my agent, with in-
structions to remove the tenants, deliver
V«»u the tiles, and tear down the build-
ing.

"Money," hecontinued, "could not buy
these tiles from me, for i would notplace
any price on them; but 1 consider it an
honor to be represented in the restoration
of Sinter's Fort and similar historical
properties that have become closely id, n-
tiued with the history of my native State.
It willever be a source ofpleasure forme j
to feel that I can affiliate with the spirit of
loyalty which prompted others in pro-
moting that most laudable work. They
and the State are deserving ofmuch credit
for the noble efforts put forth Inthe di-
rection named, and I am only too proud
of the opportunity thus afforded to con-
tribute, in a measure, to its successful
consummation. You are therefore wel-
come to the material mentioned, and to
any other sen ice which may lie in my
power to extend."

It is hardly necessary to say that Mr.
Malarm's generosity is * fully appreciated
by the board and the public in general,
especially in view of the historical sig-
nificance connected with the matter. Mr.
Malarin was born in the city of Monterey
on January lf>, 1827, and "in the \u25a0

house in which his mother tirst saw the
light of day. He is, therefore, one of the
State's oldest Native Sons in the State.
Inearly lifehe was prominently identi-
fied with the important political occur-I
r, aces of the tin ably the tirst i
Constitutional Convention, which was
held in Colton Hall in Monterey in De-
oomber, 1849, at which time our State was
practically founded, and given its leaseof
life.

HAGGERTY'S TRIAL.

Evidence of How He Murdared His
Oldest Son.

Ills Daughter Relates the Terribio
Story—Sho Thinks Her Father

is Insane.

The taking of testimony in th? trial of ;
old John Haggerty for the murder of his
son, John D. Haggerty, was commenced
in Superior Judge Van Fleet's court yes-
terday.

District Attorney Ryan, in his opening
.statement, related to the j;iry the story of
the terrible crime. The father had come
home one Sunday afternoon in a drunken :

tndition, an.l found fault with the latter
inse he was "keeping bums around

tho house." Words were exchanged, and
then the inebriated father drew his
pocket-knife and plunged the blade into
his son's heart.

The entire day was consumed in hear-
ing tesiiiijony forthe prosecution* Coro- j
ncr Clark was sworn, and gave evidence
in reference to tho inquest, and City
Physician C. B. Nichols testified regard- j
ing the autopsy on the deceased.

Miss Sadie Haggerty, daughter of the j
defendant, was called to the stand. She I
was an eye-witness to the killing, and
told the Court and jury what she saw.
"Iwas at home," site stated, "on Sunday,
April 19, 1-"!. .My I rother, John D. Hag-
gerty, was away during the forenoon. I
He returned about noon with a friend, j

i Hecame into the kitchen wht re I was pre-
paring dinner. Papa was sitting in the
kitchen also, with a can of beer. He was

og a handful ofelover,. My brother I
asked him ii lie was enjoying his rooster |

uey, twitting him on bis fancy for
chickens. They finally entered into a

Iquarrel, as they often did, each contend-
ing that he could whip the other. John
said he could whip papa, and papa said
he would ught my brother for$1,000 for
the lirsi blood.

"John w;is washing at the sink, and
papa got np and went to the front room,
where he continued to apply vile names
to my brother. John threatened to pitch
him o-.tt of i!ie house, head first, if be
not hush. Afterward my brother s;u
down in the kitchen near the stairway.
Papa came out and went to the wood-
shed, and soon returni I. !. was busy
preparing dinner. I beard a scuffling
noise, and, turning around, saw papa
in the act Of stabbing my brother.
He struck John in the brea-rt and then
walked out of the house. John goi up
and walked across the room and then
sank to the floor. I saw the biood Sow-

-1 ing from his breast, and then 1 ran to one \
I of the neighbors and told them what had
happened."

On cross-examination the witness told
of incidents t.:. ling to prove that be*
father was, at limes, of unsound mind.
On a number of occasions he had de-
voured clover by the handful, washing it
down with heavy draucnts of beer, and
glorifying in the teat, because, as he de- !
dared, he was filling up "on real Irish
shamrock." At other times he would

lay to the children "how soldiers
ride,"' illustrating his remarks by strad-
dling the fence and clothes line. She told

Other witnesses testified, but no new

facts were brought out, other than that
Haggarty hud frequently threatened to
killhis son..

SHE FEARED HIM.

Mrs. Van Olinda Expected Death at
Her Husband's Hands.

Saw Him Following Her Before the

Tragedy and Sought Protection—

Result of the Inquest.

Coroner George Clark held an inquest
last evening in the cases of Edgar Van
Olinda, better known as "Dick" Van
Olinda, and the lalter's wife, whose tragic
deatli Monday afternoon shocked the
community.

Quite a largo crowd of the morbidly
curious gathered about the morgue prem-
ises in the hope ofobtaining :i view of the
remains of the murdered woman and sui-
cide. But none were admitted except
witnesses, jurymen and relatives of the
dead persons.

The evidence given by the principal
witness at the inquest, George Me'heim,
developed the fret that Mrs. Van Olinda
knew that her husband was armed with
a pistol Monday afternoon, and was seek-
ing to kill her. Methena is married to
Mrs. Van Olinda's sister, and to him she
went for protection shortly before the
shooting.

Mathena testified that be bad known

the dead woman since she was
years old. She was born in Camden, N..r. He last saw her alive on Monday af-ternoon at 4 o'clock, twenty minutes be-
fore her deatli. She called at the place
where the witness was employed to see
bini about some peaches which she was
going to can. While they were talking
she pointi d toward the corner of Secondand .1 Btreeta and said: "There's Dick;he's been following me. 1 know be has
a pistol.and I'm afraid he will shoot
mo."

The witness told her not to be alarmed,
that he did not think that "Dick" would :
ao anything of that kind. She insisted
that he would killher, and begged the
witness to walk with her. He const nted
and as tiny started toward Front street!
Van Olinda overlook them.

"Seehere, George, that is my wife and !I want to -peak with her." said Van
< ilinda.

"All right,"said Mathena, "go ahead
and talk.' 1

The husband and wife then walked up
I strei i togji Ui r. Math< us followed them
for some distance and then lost sight of
them. A few moments later he heard of
the shooting. i

Mathenn said that on several occasions j
Vim Olinda had threatened to killhis
wife. Several days ago he visited Wash- j
tngtoii and toldthe witi oss that he wanted i
bis little boy. Mathena said he gu
nee aid have the littlefellowifhe wantedhim. He added, also, that be might have !
his wife, too, if he would not abuse her. |
\ an < tlinda said ho did not want his wife, j
He said he had a pistol in bis pocket for j
her, and intended to kill her on sight
Mathena tried to talk him out of it. lr.it I
he only grew tho more demonstrative. 'Mrs. \ un "linda happened to be away
with the children at that time, or herhusband might have done his bloody
work then.

TOLD HKH TROUBLES.
11. s. Beals, the photographer, was the

next witness. lie said that Mrs. Van
Olinda called at his place to get some pic-
tures of her children. While there she
told the witness her troubles. She said
that her bosband had been In the habit of
getting drunk and beating her, and that
she bud left him. she said that ho had
frequently threatened to kill her, and she
was afraid of him. At that time, how-
ever, she <ii ! not seem to think that hewould ur" so far as to kill her.

Mr. Skelton, the wood-merchant in
front of whose place the tragedy took
place, was sworn, and testified "that he
was standing on I Btreet near his place
when Van Olinda and his wife came
along. They both appeared to be <[ii:et
and neither was excited, to all appear-
ances. Witness was looking at them.
Suddenly lie saw Van Olinda push his
wife against the woodyard fence and say
something to her. At the same time he
drew a revolver and shot at her. As
she was falling ho fired again. Then
he put the revolver to his own head and
shot himself twice.

P. McDowell testified that he was Btand-ing on the corner of Sixth and 1 streets
when ho heard two shots. Looking down
1 street ho saw Van Olinda shooting bim-
seJf. He ran down to where the tragedy
took place, arriving thereabout the same
time Mr. Skelton did. Justice of the
P<;. \u25a0•• Henry arrive,! there shortly after-
ward and turned Van Olinda over on his
back. Tin pistol withwhich the bloody
work w;is done was lying underneath the
body. By .Judge Henry's instructions
tho witness took charge of the pistol.

Mr. McDowell identified the pistol. It
was a 38-caliber five-shooter. Four cham-
bers were empty. The one unexploded
shell bore marks ofhaving been struckby the hammer, but had missed lire.

ll.UiA NARROW ESCAPE.
\u25a0 . E. McKenna, another eye-witness tothe tragedy, proved quite an erratic wit-

ness. He had evidently not yet recov-
ered from the excitement of the previous
day. Ho gave a very dramatic descrip-
tion of the shooting and illustrated all of
the movements and tremors of the Van
< ilindaa.

"I was only about forty feet from them
when the first shot was tired," he said,

j breathlessly, "and the bullet whizzed i
right by my head. Iheard it plainly. It

, made a loud, buzzing noise us it went by
my ear."

The witness was probably a little "rat-
tled." There were just four shots fired,
and all four bullets were found in the
dead bodies. It has been suggested that
the bullet which McKennaneard whiz
v. BS B stray one from Chinatown. But as
the young man Is very positive about the
matter, it is safe to conjecture that he
Saw the bullet as it went by.

Alter summing un the evidence, the
jury simply found that Mrs. Van Olinda
came lo her death at the hands of her
husband,and that the latter committed

jsuicide after killing her.

A CHINESE LEPER.
Ho Was Smuirarled Ovor From Davls-

vilio Laat Xl«ht.
A Chinese leper came in on one of the

j trains from Davisvil!e last evening and
undertook to board each street ear as it
arrived at the depot, bat B man who
seemed to know what was the matter
with him stood there and warned the
drivers and conductors, and the atllicted
Celestial was not allowed to get on any of
the curs.

He had a roll of blankets with him, and
sat down outside the depot for an hour or
more, being too weak to carrvihctn.

Sp< da] < >lfioerGtooda watched the leper
at a safe distance lor some time, and ro-
ported at the Police Station that a couple
o!" Chinamen came over from Chinatown
and took him away, he knew not where.

Those who Baw the leprous creature say
he was a repulsive-looking sight. No
time should be lost by the health author-
ities in hunting him up and disposing of
him by complete isolation.
