Something About the Best Methods
of Making Batter.

Good Milk is a Prime Necessity—Night-
Working Honey Bees—Fruit Boxes

The discussions on making butter have
been interesting to all readers of the agri-
cualtural papers, which is plainly noticed
by the fact that a large number of persons
have participated in the friendly con-
troversies, but with all that has been
written and published the proper mode
of making butter is yet a matter for fur-
ther discussion. The N, H. Mirror re-
cently offered prizes for the best essays
on butter-making, there being 121 com-
petitors, and it is stated that every
method, from the simple style of former
days, to the newest invention of the pres-
ent times,is represented and practiced, and
while in some cases the writers are antag-
onistic they agree on the main points, It
is accepted that the prime necessity in
production of choice butter is the use of

ood milk, to secure which the cows must
ﬁu adapted for the purpose, and the food
suitable for the cows to fulfill the objects
desired. This is the first lesson in but-
ter-making, for upon it depends success,
no after preparation being sufficient to
make amends for inferior cows and un-
suitable food.

The stables, troughs, and all appliances
are to be kept clean, and the food varies
according to the climate and section in
which the milk is produced, grain, cot-
ton-seed meal, linseed meal, hay, ensil-
age and pasture being resorted to accord-
ing to conditions, in some cases the cows
being brushed and cleaned the same as
Liorses. All the preparations for success
recommended included cieanliness as ab-
solutely essential before any aitempt is
made to skim the milk, but the ther-
mometer is an indispensable appliance.

The correct temperature for churning
scems to be fixedjat 62°, and this temper-
ature is maintained by the use of cold or
warm water as occasion demands. The
“best churn’” seems to be the one to
which the dairvman is most accustomed,
and the handling of the cream largely
depends upon the conveniences for so
doing. Some wash the butter in the
churn, and some do not, and though all
admit the advantages of salt, the pre-
ferred brands of saltdiffer. Advocates of
the different breeds, and of the pasturage
and soiling systems, give their mothogs
from the standpoint of their local advan-
tages toa certain extent, and the result
of the competition is that experience is
the most important factor of the whole.
While nothing new is really added to the
store of knowledge in butter-making, yet

he essays will be productive of benefit,

and the enterprise of the journal which

solicited them is creditable.
NIGHT-WORKING BEES.

Bees work at night in the hive and
build comb as perfectly as if an eleectric
light shone there all the time. 1t has
ofien been asked, says the American
Bee Journal, why they prefer to work in
the dark. Every one knows that honey
is a liquid with no solid sugar in it.
After standing it gradually assumes a
crystalline appearance, or granulates and
ultimately becomes a solid mass. It has
been stated that this change is due to the
same agent which alters the molecular
arrangement of the iodine of silver on the
excited collodion plate and determines
the formation of camphor and iodine
crystals in a bottle. We are informed
that Professor Schieber inclosed honey in
well-corked flasks, some of which he kept
in perfect darkness, while the
vere exposed to the light. The result
was that the portion exposed to the light
soon crystallized, while that kept in the
dark remained unchanged. Hence we
sce why the bees are so careful to obscure
the glass windows which are sometimes
placed in their hives. The existence of
the young depends on the liguidity of the
saccharine food presented to them, and if
light were allowed access to this it
would, in all probability, prove fatal to
the inmates of the hive.

Crab grass is highly relished by all
classes of stock when it is young, but it
is a persistent weed that takes full pos-

session. All (})lums growing where they
are not desired are weeds, and should be
exterminated.

All wastes should be added to the man-
ure heap. At this season, when the rak-
ings and refuse are obstacles, the labor of
cleaning up around the barns and stables
will be amply repaid in the conversion of
all useless material into manure.

If the hens are to give good results do
not ecrowd them on the roost, but allow
plenty of room. A poultry-house oi 100
square feet on the floor should contain
about ten hens,and it will afford the
most ample room for exercise in winter.

Shoots growing around the trunks of
young trees rob the trees of nourishment.
They should never be allowed to start, If
kept back for a year they will cease to ap-
pear. Grass around the trunks will be
more serviceable to the tree if the sod is
cut and inverted.

Though not as large as the Shropshire
or the Oxford, the Southdown sheep
holds the highest position among the
mutton breeds for quality of flesh. It is
also a very hardy and active breed, sub-
sisting where many of the larger breeds
could not thrive.

When the wheat land is well plowed,
pulverized and harrowed, the beneticial
effects of the extra preparation will after-
ward be apparent in the growth of the
crop. A fine seed bed is as important for
wheat as for garden vegetables, if the
highest yield is expected.

Many trees would bear fruit if they had
about one-half of the limbs and branches
cut out, so as to allow the sun to act on
the leaves and assist in preventing mil-
dew. Moo much top and too many
branches draw from the soil the nourish-
ment that should be used for fewer
branches.

Without doubt every insectipest has its
parasite, and one of the most important
things tor a farmer to know is what are
the parasites of his insect pests, and also
what insects feed on other insects. Thus
a large part of the insect world will be
found to be the friend and not the enemy
of the farmer.

There is no reason why the boxes used
for berries and larger fruit should not be
such as to express measure. If in sizes
to hold quarts, pecks or bushels, a more
satistactory arrangement of prices could
be made. There being no standard of
measurement for the boxes now used
they differ greatly.

The Northwestern Agriculturist says
that the finest crop of wheat raised in
Codington County, South Dakota, was
raised this yearon ground stubble-plowed
and sown to millet in June, 1800, and
plowed again the following August, turn-
ing under the millet, which was un-
promising owing to late sowing.

The Jersey Cattle Club has called on the
owners of Jersey cattle to send their best
cows to assist in selecting the fifty cows
that are to be tested at the Columbian
Fair, As the Holsteins have won in
former tests and now hold the champion
records, the Jersey cattle-breeders will
make an effort to win the highest public
record.

Using ewes that have born twin lambs,
using young ewes from twins, and using
rams that were twins, has given good re-
sults in increasing the prolificacy of the
flocks where experiments have been
made as tests in that direction. Even
triplets have been secured by breeding
for greater prolificacy, and by seiection
for that purpose.

The plan of making witless war on
birds is already beginning to bearadverse
fruits in many sections of the country.
Before a man begins to kill off the
feathered songsters he should acquaint
himself with their customs, so as to be
able to distinguish the injurious from the
beneficial, and to carefully protect and
foster the latter. :
