Bronze Statue of the Late Gen-
eral Unveiled at Chicago.

THOUSANDS OF PEOPLE ATTEND
THE CEREMONIES.

Eloquent Address Delivered by Judge
Walter Q. Gresham—The Iroces-

sion One of the Largest Ever Wit-

nessed in Chicago— Mrs. Grant
Among the Distinguished Guests

Present—Description of the Statue.

CHicAGo, Oct. 7.—Under a leaden sky,
from which the rain has been falling at
intervals during the day, wjth sharp
winds blowing across the lake and city;
in the presence of a great throng who had
braved the elements, and the booming of
cannon from the Government vessels off
shore; the screaming of whistles from the
shipping: the resounding strains of the
“Star-Spangled Banner,”” played by
many bands; with the regiments ot Fed-
eral and State troops at ‘‘present arms’’;
while the Grand Army veterans and civie
societies clustered about, the heroic
bronze statute of the late General Ulys=es
S. Grant, upon a magnificent granite ped-
estal, spanning the roadway at the top
of the hill lookipg toward the lake, was
unveiled.

To the multitude present, the great
silent figure, firm in the saddle, looking
steadily across the broad expanse of
waves, scemed as if again in life, and
heedless of the excited throng about him,
scanned the horizon for the enemies of
the land which, in God’s providence, he
had been called to majestically defend.

The enormous crowd that gathered

unerring he would never have ventured
upon the disastrous Russian campaign.
With a definite end aiways in view, with-
out wavering or vacillation, and ever
ready, with large resources, to adjust his
plans to any change of circumstances,
Grant pressed determinedly on to an in-
variably successful termination. He
never lost the fruits of victory through
inactivity, No sueccess ever turned his
head. He rigorously subordinated all
private sentiments and feelings to the
good of the cause that he served. He was
incapable of envy or jealousy, and he
never appropriated credit that was due to
others. He was silent, thoughtful, pa-
tient and sincere. He commanded him-
self as successfully as he commanded
armies, and where he led, all felt safe
against the consequences of incapacity or
rashness.

*“It was the successful leader of our
armies, in our greatest war, who took the
lead in bringing the civilized world to a
practical recognition of the value of peace-
tul arbitrament of internafional disputes,
and the Treaty of Washfngton is a monu-
ment to his memory which will outlive
those of bronze and stone.

““Men like Grant spring from the peo-
ple. A nation needs such men; they are
indispensible to it. A nation may perish
without them.

“Our country was settled by men who
songht a land which they might love as
their own, and pledged their lives and
their fortunes for the maintenance of its
institutions. Our republic was founded
| in the patriotism of the people, and their
love of country was strengthened by the
struggle for its defeuse against foreign
aggression. The Revolutionary War was
a test of the popular patriotism which had
been previously implanted rather than a
development of it. The patriotism which
was ablaze in the speeches of Adams and
Otis and in the intrepid conduet of War-
ren was a steady and fervent heat in the

To attest this there have been recently in
New York several cases, the most recent

being that of Herman Harowitz, of which |

Deputy Coroner Jenkins said that death
took place in a comparatively short time
after the ammonia was taken. In an-
other case, that of a child, Dr. Jenkins
said death resulted in five minutes after
swallowing the ammonia solution.

There are on record also cases of slow
poisoning from ammonia administered
with intent to commit murder. Further-
more, the appearance of workmen in
guano factories, where ammonia is set
free by grinding guano, has been noted
and in every case there is an unmistak-
able system af poisoning. This is dis-
coloration of the skin of the face, which
assumes a blotched, dirty appearance.
First to take on this appearance is the
skin of the nose and forehead., Autopsies
of those who die fromn ammonia poison-
ing reveal a dark hue on the mucous
membrane lining the stomach and in-
testines,

As an agent for causing death by slow
poisoning, ammonia is one of the most
certain and most ditlicult of detection,
owing to its volatile nature.
has led physicians to believe that some of
the mysterious deaths that have taken
place in the history of modern and
medizeval crime are due to ammonia. It
is known now that months have elapsed
between the first symptoms of sickness
and the death of a person from ammonia
poisoning.
