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NUSIC AND THE DRAMA

Mrs. Roumalde Pacheco’'s Great
Play, “Incog.”

Recognition of a California Lady’s Dra~-
matic Efforts—*‘A Midnight Bell’’—
Flashes From the Footlights of
Many Theaters.

Mrs. Roumaldo Pacheco’s play, *“In-
cog,” fresh from its San Francisco tri-
umphs, will be presented in this city next
Monday and Tuesday evenings, com-
ing direct from the former city. It is
seldom that such unanimity of opinion
has been shown by the press throughout
the country regarding any play, the star,
piece and company having made an in-
stantaneous success from Indianapolis,
where they opened, to San Francisco,
The performances in California have also
resolved themselves into society events,
for the fashionables have invariably
turned out to do honor to Mr. and Mrs.
Pacheco, and the play itself, although a
legitimate farce, is on a high plane, and
the clean, bright humor which it contains
especially interesting to people of intelli-
gence and refinement.

Among the successful actors, actresses
and play-writers of America, California
has a much larger representation, directly
or indirectly, than any other State. It
wonld be a long list if one wrote down
the names of the popular members of the
theatrical profession who claim either ed-
ucation or development here. They em-
brace all departments and all lines of
work. The successful play-writers, of
whom there are very few, all told, in-
clude Archie Gunter, Belasco, Clay Green
and, after some years of hard work, Ben
Teal seems to be coming to the front, both
as a stage-manager and a playwright.
Henry Guy Carleton is also a prominent
man now, and he was educated in Cali-
fornia. When one considers that with
Bromson Howard, Augustus Thomas,
Hoyt and one or two lesser lights, the list
of American gwriters is complete, it seems
California claims a good half of the
native authors. Now we add to the list a
lady, who, however, wrote before any of
these men except Bronson Howard, per-
haps., Mrs. Pacheco is not a new dram-

atist. She has long, in addition to her
popularity in sogiety, been known as a
play-writer of detided ability. It wasin
1875 she had her drama *“Betrayed’” pro-
duced, and a few years later, at the Bald-
win, with Maguire’s fine company, she
made another trial with “Loyal Till
Death,” a piece which showed distinct
merit and great promise. Since then she
has made no great effort to obtain further
recognition until now, when she has in-
terested a clever young star and a good
company in “‘Incog.”

Charles Dickson the star is almost too
well known here to need any introduc-
tion to the publie, for, although his visits |
have not been many, the impression he
created as Jack Dexter in ‘“‘The Wife,”
the correspondent in ‘‘Held by the En-
emy,’” and Jack Weeks in *“The Possibie
Case,” will never be effaced from the

memlory of those who were fortunate
enough to witness these wonderful crea-

tions. Mr. Dickson began at the foot of
the ladder, and has worked his way up to |
a star by inherent talent and unremitting
energy. He made his first hit with Rob-
son & Crars, and became their leading
comedian. 'n his methods critics say
that though he possesses an individuality
distinctively his own, he yet reminds one
of Crane and the elder Sothern rolled in
one. Still a very young man, with genius,
good looks, and ambition concentrated in
him in the highest degree, we can rest
assured that the title he now possesses,
that of the cleverest light comedian on
the American stage, will be retained.
Manager George W. Lederer has not
made the usual mistake in selecting a
company to support astar., Owing either
to parsimony or fear of lessening the re-

fulgence of these theatrical planets it has
become usual to surround them with a |
very mediocre lot of people. The George |
W. Lederer-Dickson Company, as it is |
called, is a carefully selected one and the |
llastern press have pronounced it thoi
equal of any similar organization on the |
boards.

Ellen Burg, the leading lady of the l
company, was prior to thisseason con-
sidered one of the best actresseson the
German stage. For the past two seasons
she has been leading lady at Amberg’s
Theater, New York City, and during that
time created parts in plays, afterward
translated by Augustin l):lly. and played
by Ada Rehan. This is her first appear-
ance in this country outside of New
York and Philadelphia. Alice Shepard,
the second lady, is spoken of asa beauti-
ful as well as talented actress, and was !
last season leading lady in *“The Wife"
with the Lyceum Traveling Company.
Clara Lipman will be remembered as the
ingenue of A. M. Palmer's Company, and
later leading lady with ‘““The Burglar,”
Nellie Buckley is a California girl, re-
nowned for her beauty, who has achieved
success in the principal companies in the

East. Among the men is Harry Daven-
pori, the brother of Fannia Davennort,

He was last year with Harrigan. Robert
Edeson and Louis Mann are also with
the company. Mann is well known here,
being a frequent visitor in first-class
companies, J, L. Ottomeyer was one of
the principal successes In the original
cast of *‘Jim the Penman,’” and noted for
being one of the best stage managers in
the country. Earle Brown, a Californian,
Louis Mason and Edgar Allen constitute
the balance of the organization.

The story of “Incog,” isthat of a young
man, Tom Stanhope, who, being driven
from the hotel where they are stopping
by his father for ret‘usin%to marry his
ward, and persisting in his determina-
tion to marry his ward’s companion,.de-
termines to return ‘“‘incog.,’” so asto be
near the object of his affections. To this
end he disguises himself after a photo-
graph which he has picked up. The pho-
tograph is that of Dick Winters, one of a
pair of twin brothers, who cannot be dis-
tinguished from one another by their
most intimate friends. Dick has been
confined for some time in a private sani-
tarium, in order to cure him of a slight
affection of the brain, which prevents him
from recognizing anyone, not even his
own wife and children, who are residents
of the same hotel in which the action
takes place.

Dick has just been discharged cured
from the sanitarium, and is on his wa
to join his family. By a singular coinci-
dence the other brother, Harry, is en-
ﬁnged to a young lady, also a guest of the

otel, and having just returned from a
trip abroad, is on his way to see her.
Tom arrives first under the alias of Jack
Darling, and concocts a scheme with his
father, who does not suspect his identity,
to win the hand of the companion, Kate
Armitage, and thus checkmate Tom.
Just as he is getting on famously, and
has revealed his identity to Kate, Mrs.
Winters enters and claims him as her
husband, while the children cling to him
affectionately, and hail him as a *“‘papa.”’
This, to the intense amusement of Kate,
who understands the situation, but the
consternation of the father, old General
Stanbope; and the rage of the General
may be imagined when Miss Somers
claims him as her intended, and Mrs.
Winters as her husband.

The two women have a regular set-to.
Next comes Dick, whom Kate mistakes
for Tom and proceeds to embrace vio-
lently, when enter Mrs. Winters and
Miss Somers and a triangular fight is
waged over the unfortunate man. Harry
comes last and is also made the victim of
similar mistakes, and from that time on
ensue a series of amusing situations. As
will readily be seen by the foregoing,
Mrs. Pacheco has evolved a play on the
plan of *“The Private Secretary,” “All
the Comforts of Home,” *“Mr. Wilkin-
son’s Widows’” and the other great com-
edy successes of the day, and this is the
style of play which creates fun without
horse-play and is likely to become quite
popular.

*Incog” will be preceded by a curtain-
raiser, a one-act comedietta from the
French, entitled ‘“Book IIL., Chapter 1,”
in which Messrs. Dickson and Edeson
and Miss Burg will appear. It is said to
be a delicious morsel, and doubly inter-
esting from the fact that it requires the
highest and most delicate order of com-
edy acting, in contradistinction to *In-
cog,” which calls for a much broader
style.

Much interest is being manifested here
regarding ‘‘Incog,” and it is practically
certain that Mr. Dickson will find his
San Francisco experience, where they
were obliged to put the orchestra in the
wings, repeated.

‘A MIDNIGHT BELL,”

The highest compliment that can be
paid to Charles A. Hoyt as a playwright
is, that he has created a dramatic gem in
his sweet sympathetic and absorbing dra-
matic play, “A Midnight Bell.” It is in-
finitely beyond the farce comedy crea-
tions which he has heretofore offered the
public. It breathes a purer and more
exalting influence, giving, as it does,
something to think about. *“A Midnight
Bell” is not only the very essence of
comedy, but teems with homely phil-
osophy. The characters are almost with-
out exception faithfully drawn, and in
the realism of the life picture is the great
strength of the production. The play
was seen here last season, and if large
audiences and hearty applause is any eri-
terion, A Midnight Bell’”’ was a pro-
nounced hit. It returns to the Metropol-
itan next Thursday evening for a two-
night’s engagement, October 15th and
16th. Many have seen it before, but any-
thing which will make people think or
recall tender memories, or arouse their
sympathetic interest rather than tickle
their risibles, can be heard again and
again with profitable pleasure. The vil-
lain of the play is not made disgustingly
conspicuous, while the good people are
unafifectedly so.

“A Midnight Bell” offers several
studies in human nature, notably Dea-

con Tidd, the clergyman and the old
maid., They are so refreshingly original

that the audience instinctively concludes
that they are real characters, for they
have known persons just like them.
Then the plot and its development are
thoroughly counsistent with probability,
and there is no burlesque in the incidents
or situation, but a delightful, but har-
monious hamor.
