Funeral Services Over the Remains
of Charles S. Parnell.

raOTJSANDS PAY THEIR RESPECTS
TO THE DEAD.

rrhe Coffin Literally Hidden in Flow-

ers—Tlie Largest Procession of the

Kind Ever Witnessed in Dublin—

Tho Scene Most Impressive—Terri-

ble Crush of People at the Grave

Anxious to Obtain a Last View of

the Bier.

Dublin, Oct. 11.—The remains of

Charles Stewart Parnell arrived at Kings-
town this morning. After leaving London
there were no demonstrations along the
railway routes until Chester was reached.
Here large deputations from Liverpool,
Manchester, Preston, Newcastle-on-
Tyne and other places joined the train.
Mr. Parnell's colleagues in Parliament
extended greetings to the various deputa-
tions.

The funeral train reached Holyhead
about 2 o'clock. It was a typical British
October morning — dark, dismal, wet,

cold and hazy. Notwithstanding the un-
j.tvorable surroundings, eager groups of
]>eoplo had collected on the quay to watch
Ihe transference of the coliin from the
1rain to the mail boat. The case in which
'he coliin had b;en placed was borne
upon the shoulders of seamen to the
i (earner. The ParneUites followednext
behind. Sobs were distinctly audible as
the procession filed down "the double
gangway to the ship. The coffin was de-
posited Inan inclose specially fitted up
3or its reception, and here faithful follow-
ers ofthe dead chiefkept watch through-
out the voyage across the channel, reliev-
ing one another at regularly stated inter-- uls. Amongst those who kept guard
were the Lord Mayor of Dublin, High
; h ritf Meade, and Mr. Parnell, brother
ofthe deceased.

The journey across was uneventful, the

deep, had been dug out of an artificial
mound covering the plot, which has long
been used to inter the poorest people.

By 4 o'clock the police became over-
whelmed by the ever-increasing crowd,
and by a withdrawal of a portion of their
force, who went to clear the way for the
funeral at the entrance gates to the ceme-
tery. When the first part of the proces-
sion reached the lower gate, at 5 o'clock,
it was found impossible to penetrate the
dense masses. In the struggle with the
onlookers, the police were obliged to
abandon the attempt to drive them back.

The surging crowd around the gate,
seeking to see the cortege, met .the great
contending wave of others trying to en-
ter. A scene of great confusion ensued.
The procession lor a time was checked
and thrown into disarray. It was de-
cided to close the lower gates, and this
was affected amid great disorder, just as
the hearse reached the spot.

The hearse was then taken to a plat-
form specially constructed for the pur-
pose, in order to enable those in the pro-
cession to file around and have a lull
view of the bier. At 6 o'clock the fast-
fallinu dusk found the procession still
Tiling past. There seemed to be no like-
lihood that the stream ofmarchers would
end tillfar into the'night, so orders were
given to remove the coflln to the aide of
the grave. The body of Clan-na-Gaels
succeeded in clearing the way to the
grave, and formed a circle, in which were
grouped the Lord Mayor of Dublin, civic
dignitaries, Parnell's colleagues in Par-
liament and relatives.

The crush was terrible. Darkness had
set in. The noise of shrieking women,
eriesof children, and shoutsofmen,strug-
gling amid the crush, made inaudible the
voices of the clergy reciting the ritual of
the Church of Kngiand.

The first portion of the service had
been celebrated at St. Nicholas Church,
whore the remains rested twenty minutes
while on their way from the City Hall.
At the grave Key. Mr. Vincent of Ro-
tunda Chapel, and Rev. George Fry of
Manchester officiated. They wereobligedto cut the services short, as the crowd
broue into the protecting circle and over-
whelmed the inner group.

Some time after, in dead darkness,
when the crowd had thinned away, the

| more intimate friends again grouped
themselves around the grave, deposited
wreaths thereon and took a last view of

j the coffin. The grave became heaped up
With masses of lioral tributes.

Apart from the disorder at the ceme-
tery the day was without accident. Prob-
ably never anywhere was a great popular
demonstration attended by so little ex-citement. Most of the public houses re-
mained closed throughout the day, out of
respect to the dead. The police, unfail-
ingly obtrusive in Irish public gather-
ings, were to-day conspicuously absent.
To-night Sunday quietness prevails.

Various estimates have been made as
to the number or persons who witnessed
the demonstration. tho Daily News
placing it at 200.000. Hourly dispatches
were sent Mrs. Parnell at Brighton, de-scribing the scenes at Dublin. She is
still prostrated.

quake shock ever felt here was experi-
enced at 10:34 o'clock to-night. Chimneys
toppled over, several buildings were
shattered and badly shaken up, drug
store fixtures suffered greatly, bottles
were thrown down from the shelvos to
the lloor, and other damage done. The
Masonic Temple, a line building, was
shattered. At the State Insane Asylum
great excitement prevailed. The patients
were almost uncontrollable. It is re-
ported that the building was cracked and
other damage done.

AT HUISUN.
Suisun, Oct. 11.—At 10:29 to-night a

heavy shock of earthquake shook up this

| half a minute. It was the heaviest earth-
jquake known of here for years. The
damage was slight, but the fright to the
people extreme.

All her crew
were saved. The schooner Adams was
considerably damaged. The Peck was
valued at $166,000. The steamer lies
jicross the canal, completely blocking it,
and navigation will be impeded several
days.

ern ordnance.

San Antonio, Texas, says: i>. p. New-
comer, the United States Em migrant In-
spector, has just returned from a visit to
Piedras Negras, Mexico. He states that
there is great destitution among the lower
classes ol Mexicans in the States of Chi-
huahua and DurangO there can bo no
doubt.
