We cannot hope to popularize the army
so long as we ape the methods and details
of Furopean armies, and there is no
necessity for so doing.”

INDIAN SCHOOLS.
A Thorough Inspection to be Made by
the Superintendent.
VASHINGTON, Oct. 12.—The Commis-
sioner of Indian Affairs has written a let-
| ter to Dr. Dorchesier, Superintendent of
Indian Schools, instructing him to visit
the contract schoois and subject them to
the same thorough inspection made in
the Government schools. The Superin-
tendent is also to make special inquiries
| into the character and qualifications of
| employes of contract schools, compare
| the course of study with that in Govern-
| ment schools, and point out any defects
and superiority.
| The Commissioner says it is the pur-
pose to promote pupils where it is found
that the course of study is defective or
the facilities for industrial training want-
ing, or for other reasons pupils cannot
receive as good equipment for life in con-
tract schools as in Government schools,
The Commissioner also says, “You
will say distinctly and emphatically to all
persons connected with contract schools,
that whenever it is found by this office
that those in charge of these schools, or
| those whom they send to the reservations
to procure pupils, or those who arein
any wise directly connected with these
institutions, are using influence against
the Goverminent schools, by advising the
| pupils to stay away, or by advising
parents to withhold their children, or by
advising agents to not co-operate with
the Government in any way, directly or
indirectly, that they will be held styictly
; responsible for it, and if the necessity
comes upon this oflice, which T hope wiil
not, this effice will not hesitate to annul
the contract with such institutions of
learning.”

NEGOTIATIONS UNCOMPLETED.

Not Yet Settled that Our Cereals Will
be Admitted Free in Germany.
WaAsSHINGTON, Oct. 12.—The report pub-
lished this morning to the effect thata
i convention had been conciuded with
Germany by which the cereal products
| of the United States would be admitted
free of duty, ete., is not true. Negotia-
{ tions have for some time been in progress
{ between the two Governments with a
| view, on the part of Germany, to secure
the continued free admission of her sugar
into this country in return for certain
coneessions in customs duties to be ex-
tended by Germany to American pro-
duects of various description. Itis learned,
| however, that these negotiations are still
in an uncompieted state of progress, with
good prospects of being brought to a sat-
isfactory conclusion before the 1st of next
January, when the President will possess
the power to issue a proclamation impos-
ing duties, conditionally levied by the
| Tariff Act of October 1, 1820, upon all
sugars imported from any country that
| imposes duties upon agricultural or other
| products of the United States which in
1is judgment are not reciprocally equal
! and reasonable.

CYCLOiNE ATV SI:ZA.

LIFE AFLOAT ATEFENDED WITH
PERIL AND DISCOMFORT.

Ocean Steamers Have Rough Passages
—Many Passengers Meet With

Serious Accidents.

Special to the RECORD-UNION,

NEW Yorxk, Oct. 12.—This season the
cyclones at sea have caused life afloat to
be attended with peril and much physical
discomfort. The Alaska, one day over-
due, has not yet been heard from, and the
Augusta Victoria was not sighted until
early this morning. The Umbria, one of
the best storm-defiers of the Cunard line,
due yesterday morning, was not reported
off Sandy Hook until last night.

cyclones. The Augusta Victoria arrived
at her,dock shortly before noon. Her
officers reported that from October 4th to
the 6th she experienced heavy westerly
gales with a tremendously high sea. She
sustained no great damage, but several

passengers were thrown down and a
nnber of them had theirs arms and legs
broken. Eight or more were severely
cut about the head.

During the greater part of the passage
of the Augusta. Victoria not a passenger
was allowed on deck, and during the
whole voyzge her commander never
slept. He was on the bridge day and
night, and it was the unanimous verdict
of all on board that to his wonderful sea-
manship and skill in handling the great
vessel is due the safety of the ship and
passengers. During four days her decks
were under water most of the time. The
seas were like mountaing, and the big
vessel pitched and plunged violently
with every shock.

On the 7th inst. a series of accidents
happened that crippled many passengers.
Dr. Leyburn aad Augusta Truelson, cabin
passengers, both had arms broken. In
the steerage the misery was great. The
inmates were not allowed Jon deck, and
were packed into a dense mass. Atevery
lurch of the ship they were thrown to the
floor, and frequently in trying to rise as
the vessel righted, were thrown back,
and not a few received painful injuries.
There were eighteen members of the
Eppe family, and not one of them escaped
without bruises.

On the 8th the storm was at its worst,
and during the entire day the main deck
was under water. Many more accidents
occurred. Mrs. White and her daughter
were thrown across the cabin by a lurch
of the ship and both had their right arms
broken. Nathan Solomon, Franz Ru-
dolph and John Schreiner, the latter of
this city, also suffered fractured limbs.
[n the steerage those who had escaped
the day before came in for their share,
and fully thirty ,suffered painful bruises
and cuts, and one or two had arms dislo-
cated. All were attended to on board,
and were able to move to-day.

The officers and passengers of the Um-
bria also report a terrible voyage. On
October 7th Mrs. C. P. Morman of Louis-
ville died of apoplexy. One of the pas-
sengers said that shortly after passing
FFastnet Light they struck a breeze which
by noon on Monday had become a hurri-
cane. This weather continued through-
out Tuesday, but Wednesday it moder-
ated during the day and the passengers
were able to go on deck for the first time
since Sunday.

Wednesday evening, however, another
hurricane came on, and the ship was
sPeedlly in the thick of it again. At10
o’clock, with the wind and sea thunder-
ing upon the ship, a pin in the ma-
chinery was discovered loose, and the
engines had to be stopped, this incident
being vaugely descri by the engineer
in the reply to an anxious l;]ms;songer’s
query as ‘“‘only a bug in the snifter.”
After four hours’ heavy rolling the ma-
chinery was repaired and the voyage re-
sumed.

During the whole of Thursday -it con-
tinued to blow with great severity, the
ocean resembling ro linf hills. The
weather moderated slightly Friday, but
continued very nasty until they gotin.
Throughout the voyage the Umbrie ship-
ped immense quantities of water. Two
saloon passengers were painfully injured
and a number of seamen badly knocked
about, two sustainiog fractured bones.

Loxpox, Oct. 12.—Parnell’s Parlia-
mentary colleagues have issued the fol-
lowing manifesto: ‘““Ireland has lost her
leader, but her cause remains. Your
duty to the living and dcad is to maintain
erect and unsullied the flag of national
indopendence. You, the people of Ire-
land, gave into the hands of Parnell and
his colleagues the charge of your political
interests, and the honor and safety of the
national cause. You asked us, by con-
stitutional means, to restore prosperity,
peace and freedom to our country. And,
animated by his spirit, guided by his
clear intelligence and firmuess of soul,
we carried the cause to a point where the
tower of victory could be secen by all.
But in an unfortunate hour a majority of
the Irish representatives, at the bidding
English statesmman, broke our

ranks, abandoned the flag of independent |

opposition and ranged themselves as fol-
lowers and satellites of British statesmen.
We refused to become parties to the
treason, relying upon the native convie-
tion and maintained iuterest in our alle-
giance to the independent national party,
in the belief that the people would justify
and support us.

REVOLUTIONARY MOVEMENT.

A Rising Among Insurgents in Uru-
guay Speedlly suppressed.

MoxTEVIDEO, Oct. 12.—There was a
serious attempt at a revolution here yes-
terday. Members of a revolutionary club
in the suburbs of the city fired upon the
the troops stationed near at hand. The
latter relurned the volley with deadly
effect. Several persons were killed out-
right, and many wounded. Attempts
were made to assassinate President Coes,
and to capture members of the Junta, but
were unsuccessful. Subsequently the in-
surgents dispersed and the city became
quieted down.

Later information is to the effect that
the political outbreak originated with the
Blanco party. The rising seems to  have
extended everywhere throughout the
country districts, but was speedily and
effectuaily suppressed.

Conspiracy Against the Czar’s Life.

Loxpon, Oct. 12.—A Telegraph’s St.
Petersburg special says: A conspiracy
against the Czar’s life was discovered in
Kiefl. A printing-press used in the pub-
lication of seditious matter has been
seized, and there is a serious outbreak
among the students of the university,
who have been given to violent revolu-
tionary speeches. Although many of
them have been arrested, the spirit of re-
volt is spreading.

England’s Answer to the Porte.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct. 12,—The British
Embassador has delivered to the Porte
England’s reply to the latter’s note in re-
gard to the recent passage through the
Dardanelles of vessels of the Russian
volunteer fieet and as to the action taken
by the Sultan in the matter. England’s
answer enters into a full explanation of
her position in the matter, and clearly de-
fines the ground she takes.

America Will Reap the Beneflt.
MADRID, Oct. 12.—The daily papers to-
day quote from a recent circular of the
Governor-General of Cuba that after the

lapse of the comimercial treaties next
February the “most favored nation
clause” will cease to operate. The
United States alone will thus reach ad-

SHOT IN THE BACK

Peculiar Mexican Law For Pun-
ishing Political Prisoners.

FORCED TO MAKE AN ATTEMPT TO
ESCAPE AND SHOT DOWN.

The Hearing of the Behring Sea Mat=

ter and Other Important Cascs Be=

fore the United States Supreme

Court Postponed on Account of

the Attend=
ance of Three of the Justices.

Sickness Preventing

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 12.—A Times-Dene
ocrat San Antonio (Tex.) special says:
Two suspected revolutionists, captured
within the last few days by soldiers, have
{ been shot under a peculiar Mexican law
permitting the shooting of prisoners who
“attempt to escape.” By its warrant
hundreds of men have Dbeen executed in
Mexico the past five years. A politieal
prisoner is given to understand that ho
must make a break for liberty, and if ho
does not he will be shot anyhow. The
victim is allowed to put some ten yards
of space between himself and his captors,
and is then tumbled on his face with
bullets through his back.

It is noticeable that these ‘“‘escapes’
never oceur in a thickly wooded or
{ bushy country, where the prisoner would

have some chance to dw'l,\:u. The mili-

tary rule instituted by the Mexican Gen-
j eral along the Rio Grande since the
| Garcia outbreak is an exceedingly strict

one, and people are afraid to be seen in
groups of two and three.

U. S. SUPREME COURT.

Sickness Causes the Absence of Three
Justices.

WasniNGgroy, Oct. 12.—The Supreme
Court of the United States met for the
October term to-day. Three Justices
were absent from court. Chief Justice
f Fuller is in Chieago, where his daughter
| is very ill, and Justices Bradley and ( iray
| have both been ill, but are now recover-
ing. The business transacted was the
admission of applicants to practice before
the court and the announcement by
Justice  Field that the most important
cases advanced for argument next Mon-
day are postponed until the second Mon-
day in November. This step is taken for
the reason that it is desired they shall be
heard by a full bench, and the probability
is all the Justices will not be present on
Monday next. 'The list includes the Say-
ward case, which involves the question
of the jurisdiction of the l'nilmi States
over the seal fisheries in Behring Sea, the
anti-lottery cases, the elevator case and
cases involving the question of the consti-
tutionality of the McKinley Taritl’ Aect.

The court adjourned a few minutes after
12 o’clock, and went in a body to pay its
respects to the President.

To-morrow Moses Solomon of Chi-
cago, attorney ior «Fielden and Schwab,
{ the anarchists who were committed to
the Joliet Penitentiary for life at the time
that Spies, Ling, et al. were condemned to
death for murder at the Haymarket riot
in Chicago, will file papers in the two
cases to secure the release of the two con-
viets, and then move that the cases be
advanced. The principal point is the old
technical one, already argued in the Illi-
nois courts, that the men were sentenced
{ by the Illinois Supreme Court when they
| were not present, and that the court had
no power 1o so sentence them. There are
other technical points raised. General
Ben Butler is associated with Solomon.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 12.—A Dbulletin is-
sued by the Census Office to-day on live
stock on ranges shows that in January,
1800, there were upon the ranges 5i,728
horses, 5,433 mules, 14,109 asses or burros,
6,828,182 cattle, 6,676,502 sheep and 17,276
swine, with sales of horses in 18%9
amounting to 81,418,205, cattle $17,915,712,
sheep §2,669,663, and swine $27,132. The
total number of men on the rangesin
care of the stock is 15,390,
