NEW STRAWBERRY PLANTING.

A contemporary publishes a method
for raising strawberries by shutting out
weeds and keeping the ripening berries
clean without labor. He places a broad
board over the row of plants, which come
up through auger holes bored at regular
distances, The board prevents the weeds
from growing in the strawberry row, and
allows ithe plants to spread their stems
on every side, and prevents the berries
from becoming soiled with the earth.
"The auger holes are to be about two
inches in diameter, and the plants
dibbled down through the holes in setting
out.

HIGH ROOSTS.

High roosts are an abomination. The
Jarge, heavy hens can only reach the _hlgh:
roosts with difliculty, and they are liable
to be dislodged from their position,
thrown off and injured by the fall. Make
the roosts low—a foot from the floor be-
ing sufficiently high—and have all the
roasts on a level, instead of making them
step-like; that is, one higher than the
other. Bumble-foot, lameness of the
joints and other ailinents are often due to
high roosts, and it is to their seeking lofty
perches that young turkeys are usually
affected with swollen feet and legs. 1tis
really doubtful if roosts are at all neces-
sary in a poultry-house, as those who
have tried the plan of providing litter for
the hens, and cleaning it away daily, re-
| port that the hens keep in much better
| condition, being less liable to draughts of
air, and are seldom lame.

A presentment
is an informal statement in writing, rep-
resenting to the court that a public offense
| has been committed which istriablein the
| county, and that there is reasonable
ground for believing that a particular
individual, named or describec therein,
has committed it; and it may apply to |
auy number of persons lirectly con- |
| cerned in the particular offense.
TAKING OF EVIDENCE,

An indictment is an accusation in writ-
ing made by you, and presented to the
{ court charging a person or persons with a

public offense. In the investigation of a
charge, for the purpose of either present- |
ment or indictment, you must receive

only such evidence as is given by wit-

| nesses produced and sworn before yvou,
or such as is furnished by legal docu-

meutary evidence, or the depositions of
witnlesses, such as are provided for in par- |
| ticular cases. In regard to what deposi- |
| tions are admissable before you, vou will |
be advised by the District Attorney. You
should receive none but legal evidence,
and the best evidence in degree, to the
exclusion of hearsay or secondary evi-
dence. You are not Leund to hear evi-
dence on the part of, or in behalfof a
arty who ‘may be accused before you:
put you should weigh all the evidence |
submitted to you, and if, in any case, you {
have reasons to believe that other evi- |
