John Conness' Firm Stand for Union
Principles—Where Canvas Shoes

Originated—The Old Hussars.

Shortly after the State election tho story
was started in political circles th.it John
Con ness, who had been defeated by Le-
land Stanford for Governor, was trying
to bring about a coalition between the
Douglas and Breckenridge wings of the
Democracy. George C. Gorham wrote a
letter to Conness asking him if the re-
port was true.

Mr. Conness, who then resided at
Georgetown, El Dorado County, replied
by a published letter, in which he ex-
pressed great indignation. "Upon the
terms of Union," ho said, "Ican have
political association, and upon none
other. No party can now be useful ex-
cept to the extent to which it contributes
to this great cause. To the Democratic
party,Jas Buchanan made it, I am bit-
rerly opposed. To the democratic party,
aa Douglas would redeem it, Iam iirmly
attached and devoted; but my attachment
;;nd devotion to it goes no further than
i he extent to which it can be made useful
to the universal cause of civil liberty."

Mr. Conness can now look back upon
hi.s course of thirty years «igo, when"the
j:ito of tho nation hung in tho balance,
with the proud satisfaction that he had
merinced political ambition for the good
of his country.

The citizens of Marysville
and Yuba City and the members of the
State Board of Horticulture cordially in-
vite fruit-growers, shippers, packers,
nurserymen and others interested in hor-
ticulture and kindred pursuits to be
present at said convention and to partici-
pate in its deliberations. Every eflort
willbe made to insure a largo attendance,
and it is to be hoped that the meeting
will be of interest and profit to all.

A large and line exhibition of fruits
will be made, and it is especially re-
quested that samples of fruits, either
fresh or dried, be brought for compari-
son. Packages of fruit may be sent, ad-
dressed to the Chairman of Exhibit Com-
mittee, C. N. Tharsing, Marysville, with
a curd attached stating briefly how pro-
cessed.

SUPPOSED SUICIDE.
A Colored Man Named Samuel Drum-

luoud Found Dead.
While two boys, named Mark Peck and

Ralph Hunter, were fishing on the river
bank, between J and X streets, about 1
o'clock yesterday afternoon, they saw a
human body floating nearby. Procuring
a boat they went out, tied a cord to one of
tho arms and towed tho corpse to the
shore, where they fastened it and then
went and notified the police.

Word was sent to the Coroner's office,
and the body taken to the morgue. Hero
it was identified by Albert Grubbs and
others as that of Samuel Druminond, a
colored man, who had for a long time
been in the employ of Mr. Grubbs as
driver ofa job and express wagon. Since
the State Fair, however, he had not
worked for Grubbs.

A couple of weeks ago Drummond was
taken ill, and a few days since was sent to
the County Hospital. The last time
Grubbs saw him was on Friday.

Allthat is known ofdeceased is that he
was a native of New Bedford, Mass., and
was unmarried. His age was probably
about 90 years.

Tho Coroner thinks the body must have
been in the river about three days.
Whether it was a case ofmurder, accident
or suicide is not known, but tho general
opinion is that Drummond took his own
life in a moment ofdespondency.

JEWISH CUSTOMS.

Commencement of the Beautiful Feast
of Tabernacles.

Ono of tho Most Charming in tho Jew-

ish Calendar of Religious Events

—Its Pretty Features.

Last evening commenced the Feast of
Tabernacles, a Jewish festival of great
interest, which will continue for a period
of eight days. The festival derives its
name from the tabernacles of booths,
which form the chief feature of tho cele-
bration. "Suecoth," the Hebrew name,
means tabernacles, and tho German
"Laubhuetten," verbally translated,
means booths made of foliage.

The orthodox Israelite erects a booth
in his garden or yard, or anywhere ad-
jacent to his dwelling, makes the roof en-
tirely of branches nnd twigs oftrees or
shrubbery, decorates the interior ofthe
booth with tho choicest ornaments at his
command, and during the eight days of
the festival conducts the family service,
pronounces the daily blessings and par-
takes ofhis meals in the booth.

The modern Jew is satisfied with par-
ticipating in the ceremonies of the festi-
val within the tabernacle provided by
the congregation adjoining the syna-
gogue, where each evening and morn-
ing at the cm-o <>i service the entire con-
gregation join In the ceremony of the
festival, pronounce the benediction and
taste ofthe wine and the fruit provided
lor the occasion.

The booths are in compliance with di-
vine command to commemorate the ex-
odus of 1 he children of Israel from Egyp-
tian bondage.

According to the "Midrssh" (Jewish
folklore) among the great miracles which
the Lord performed In behalf of Israel,
while they wandered in tho wilderness,
were the piiiar of fire to guide them,
manna lor food, water from the rock and
the weed which grew from the barren
\\ Uderness :\)id which served as a cover-
ing for their tents to protect them from
tho scorching son oi" an African desert.
They were then commanded once a year,
at this period, to dwell in booths covered
with weeds and foliage, they and all their
future generations.

Tho Suecoth wa;, also tho harvest feast,
when all Israel flocked to the temple,
bringing tbairofferings and sacrifices of
;h 1 ni^t fruits and cereals ofthe season.
It was during the,Suecoth festival that

the temple was Oiled to overflowing with
the choicest products ofthe orchard, vine-
yard, tield and (arm, and the custom still
pro\ ails in Asia Minor and other Oriental
lands.

Immediately after his ajrest Brown
made a confession, and this went hard
with him when ho was confronted with
it at the trial yesterday.

GARDNER'S CASE.
A Mot!cm For a, New Trial to be Made

Daniel Gardner, who was convicted of
criminally assaulting little Lizzie Cox,
willnot be sentenced to-day, as was first
announced.

—Sentence Postponed.

Attorney Holl, of counsel for the de-
fense, appeared before Superior Judge
Van Fleet yesterday and asked that the
passing of sentence be postponed, as he
was compelled to leave the efty for a few
days, lie was anxious to be present
when judgment was imposed, aa he
desired to move for a new trial.

Judge Van Fleet allowed a continuarice
until Thursday next.

Referring to the result of the trial yes-
terday the KKcoun-UNioN- stated that
Gtardner was defended by Grove L. Johu-
son and Judge Holl. This was partly in-
correct. Mr. Johnson conducted the
opening of tho case, including tho im-
paneling of the jury, but subsequently
went to Marysville, leaving Judge Holl
to conduct it, the hearing being private.
It wn.s, it appears, Hiram W. Johnson
who participated in the argument for the
defense, but ho did so without having had
time to thoroughly familiarize himself
with the evidence.

HAGGERTY'S SENTENCE.
It Will be Imposed Next Wednesday—

Tho Court Growls.
John Haggerty, convicted of murder in

the second degree, in having killed his
son, was to have been sentenced yester-
day, but on motion of W. A. Anderson,
one of the old man's attorneys, tho pass-
ing of sentence was postponed until
Wednesday next.

Mr. Anderson desires to make a motion
for a new trial, but was not ready yester-
day.

Judgo Van Fleet was not inclined at
first to grant the continuance, remarking
that the too frequent dragging along of
criminal cases in his court was fust be-
coming a nuisance. Mr. Anderson
pleaded, however, that he wanted to do
the best he could for his aged client. The
court finally continued the case until
Wednesday.

A Residence Robbed on SnuJay and

A Room Thiof "Who Did Not Care to

Welch, charged with burglary, was
called in Superior JudgeCatlin'a court
yesterday, the prisoner stood up and
pleaded guilty to the charge.

Lynch was arrested some time ago, and
held to answer in the Police Court, for
entering the apartments ofAlbert Rogers,
a barber living at Third and J streets.
He stole a quantity of clothing there-
from—something over giUO worth—but
several days lator the clothing was recov-
ered in a second-hand store, where he
had sold them for $5.

He will be sentenced on Monday.

RICH DISCHARGED.
Ills Alleged Perjured Testimony Was

Declared Irrelevant.
David P. Rich, the witness who A\as

arrested on a charge of committing per-
jury while on the witness stand in the
second trial of Daniel Gardner, was dis-
charged from custody yesterday. Rich's
attorneys, Ed. J. Dwyear and A. L. Hart.called attention to tho foot that in the last
trial Judge Van Fleet ruled Rich's testi-
mony out as irrelevant and incompetent.

The law says that perjury cannot be
charged when the testimony given is
shown to have been declared to be ir-
relevant. At Gardner's second trial,
however, Rich's testimony was admitted.

Folsom Vagrant.

Louis Brown, who was recently found
guilty of vagrancy at Fol.som, and sen-
tenced to live days' imprisonment, was
brought to tho County Jail yesterday toserve his sentence.

June, IS9O, tho Western Co-operatlvo Col-
oni/ation and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to busiuesj,
with the foliowin;: officers: President, wiu-
lam McKay; Vtoe-President, M. P. Brown;
Directors-H. Q BBls, Charles Brooke and
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manager,
Meal D. Barker; .Solicitor, C. E. Hnook; Treas.

The balance of the tract, . was pur-
chased. A contract wus entered Intofor thepurchase ot a large number of fruit trees.
Vines,etc. This early purchaso of trees was
the mcr.ns of saving between $3,000 ana
«4,000 to the company, the prices in some
oases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas winch the pa t forthhave been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly

become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands la
trull trees, etc., the ilrst year. Consequently
In this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and! between 20.000 und 30.000 vines will be! pTa.nt«a.

The satisfactory working of this scheme hashad the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous oftotaling in with them. An additional 200acres hare been added to tho sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley taWhich their operatiorsu are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has comotobesolouj: neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, hut one thing is very sure, anathat is that this neglect will never again befelt ia the valley.

The fruits set out nre mostly or the Rtandardvarieties-peaches, aprlcors, BarUett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, et \u25a0\u0084 while alongboth sides of tho avenues, throughout th«tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
A considerable number ot citrus trees are alsobeing set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal

j D. Barker, Genera! Manager of tho company,
resides on the tract, and to his care Is to be as«
eribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might With profit be followed by more
ambitions places. \ small park ofsome threa
acres has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
ofthe beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be Obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money? It
is not expected that Tanered will over bo a
large and busy city, but it is thought that itcan be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell In.

A petition has been circulated recently andvery largely signed, asking the county to ac
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the cast side of the creek access to
fancrcd Station. The Tanered colonists are
quite willingto give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure ot public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespreud benefit to the whole
county and State. Tho attractions and com-
forts of the cities are. woll known, but to those
who are willingto settle on the land und show
that the country also affords sdtractions an<
comforts and ways of making money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forih.
