THE FREgNO MUMMY.
The Flesh Dried as Hard as Sole

Leather bj- tho Sun.
A dispatch from Selma says: Dr. E. E.

Brown, Coroner of Fresno County, has
returned with the body of the dried man
found about forty-live miles west of Sel-
ma by J. H. Hall aud Robert Flkmgton.
The body is just what Hall said it was,
only tho mummification has been more
perfect than the imagination could picture
from a verbal description. The llesh has
dried as hard SS sole leather and is asilark as tlie Egyptian mummy of old.
The only sloughing about the body is
about the stomach, the skin on the hands,

urms and face never having been
broken. The eyes are dried up. but the
features are so natural that one knowing
the man in life could easily recogniz...
him now. The corpse had been lying
out in the weather at least a month or six
weeks, and it is so dried and preserved
that it would keep in its present condi-
tion for years.

The man had on a pair of overalls, a
striped Manuel shirt, a black necktie and
heavy boots, lie wore a beard, white on
his chin, three inches long, and closely
cropped on his cheeks. He had an extra
pair of overalls, a gray flannel shirt,
black necktie and a cardigan jacket. A
white cotton hat, wide brimmed, was
tound near him, and a blank book and
a carpenter's rule were found in his
pocket. In the book the only writing
was "Pat Riley, care of E. B. Low, Call-
enta." The book appeared to havo been
dipped in grease, showing that the sun's
rays had a powerful effect on tho man's
body.

The jury decided the man to be about
56 years old, and tliat he died from the
effects of drinking alkali water, thirst
and exposure.

Some
purchasers have learned from the Gov-
ernment reports that this powder has in
its composition other things, notably
lime and sulphuric acid. It is not a pure
powder, and being sold by means offal.se
statements and misrepresentation, its
agents aro already in trouble. Afalso
label upon any package makes the salo of
it illicitby tbe retailer and wholesaler
alike.

Baird, agent in this city, yesterday, that
he had succeeded in carrying through
the Transcontinental Association a meas-ure providing for a car rate of $1 on
canned goods and 81 40 on dried fruits.
This is to transcontinental points and is
subject to the acceptance of the lines em-
braced within the Western Freight As-
sociation, Southwestern Railway and
Steamship Association, the Central Traffic
and the Trunk Line Associations.

"The Southern Pacific Company," said
a railroad man to an Appeal reporter yes-
terday, "is doing everything possible to
induce these as .ociations to make the re-
ductions which thejfcsuit and canned
goods men are askingA>ut as it depends
upon the actions of art-timber of trallic
associations there is a material element of
uncertainty. It will, however, be no
fault of the Southern Pacific if those
shippers fail to get tho benefit of what
Mr. Stubbs has repeatedly urged upon
the members o/the Eastern traffic organ-
izations."
