City Physician Nichols Talks on the
Ambulance Question.

Sacramento Behind tho Times, and

Bcinc luaushed At—The Deadly

Express Wagon Condemned.

•"What is being done with reference to
establishing au ambulance service in
Sacramento?" asked a Record-Union
reporter of City Physician C. B. Nichols
yesterday.

"Absolutely nothing so far as I can
learn," said the doctor, with an air of
despondency.

"Itis a shame and a disgrace, too," he
continued. "Sacramento should have
been equipped with one of these systems
years ago. But it appears that even the
old adage of

'BETTER LATE THAU NEVER*
Does not work here. We are too far be-
hind the times. Eastern people who
come out hero and see us bouncing the
sick and injured over the cobbles in
rickety express "wagons laugh at us and
call us heathens, brutes, etc. I don't
blame them, either. It is nothing short
of criminal negligence on the part of the
city government, and 1 heartily concur
with Chief of Police Drew and Captain
Lee in their denunciation of tho false
economy that is being practiced in this
regard. An ambuianee would be of great
assistance to tho police in their work, and
would pay for itself in \u25a0 short time.

"The ambulance system is not a new
fad, at all," said Dr. Ni< hols, warming
up to the subject. "It lias been iv use
in the United States for a long time in all
of the larger cities, and wherever tried
have proved eminently successful. Dr.
Edward IJ. Daltonof new York was the
originator <>t the system. <tfcourse there
were ambulances in the army during the
late war, but Dr. Dalton's was the first to
be introduced in a city. Itappears that a

Ou one of the docks, and was taken to
the JLJellevue Hospital in an express
wagon, ala Sacramento. I'pon arriving
at the hospital, the Commissioners of
Charities and Corrections were there, as
were also a number of physicians, in-
cluding Dr. Dalton, who was an associ-
ate surgeon there. It was immediately
<een by all that something better was
needed than an express wagon, and Dr.
L>alton advanced the idea of the ambu-
lance. He was directed to draw up a re-
port embodying this suggestion, and de-
scribing what was needed. He did so,
and his recommendations were adopted
and turned over to the city authorities.
The latter were not slow to see the value
it the suggestion, and on December 2,
1869, the system was introduced in New
York under the supervision ofThomas S»
Bowman.

"Now," continued the doctor enthusi-
astically, as he drew a note book from
his pocket, "Iam going to give you some
figures, to show how this system in-
creased in usefulness in Now York. You
had better take them down, as they will
be useful to you. During the year of
1873 the New York ambulance system
•.\;ts called upon 1,484 times. In tho year
1863 -just ten years later—il was called
upon 10,413 times. Does that look as if
ambulan tal rather tl
useful? I guess not. 'l he 5 nited States
has the distinction of first adopting these
systems. But Europe has not been slow
to follow. Paris

"A QUIET CHAT."

The Mayor's Idea of Considering
Public Matters,

& ————
lASt Night's Meeting to Discuss the

City Jail Proposition—Held

with Closed Doors.

It was supposed that the Police Com- j
missiouers and City Trustees would hold
a jointopen meeting last evening, for the
purpose of endeavoring to come to some
conclusion in regard to furnishing a new |
building for a city jail,or thoroughly re-

pairing the old City Hall, but it appears !
that the members desired to caucus among
themselves in private, so the reporters
were excluded. The meeting was held in
the ofiice of the City Assessor. The Mayor
quietly called each of the Trustees and
Police Judge Cravens and Chief of Police
Drew into the room and then locked the
door.
It is understood that a general discus-

sion was indulged in, but that no conclu-
sion was reached.

Mayor Comstock stated to a Record-
Union reporter before the meeting that,
as far as he was concerned, nothing would
be done at present.

"We have spent $2,000 in putting in a
new pipe from the pump to the river,"
said the Mayor," and we have to lay out
$S,OOO more this fall in grading and rip-
raping tho Front-street levee. The
greater portion of this money we will
have to draw from next year's appropria-
tions, and it does not look ;;s though we
willhave any money with which to make
any extensive repairs to any of the pub-
lic building-;. I am opposed to doing any-
thing ofthe kind until we have thefunds,
and I guess we'll have to pet along with
the old jailfor a time, at least."

In addition, the Mayor said he had
written to parties in the East inquiring
as to what would be the cost of putting in
a substantial standpipe to assist the ma-
chinery in the Water Works. He was
anxiously awaiting a reply, an<i if the
cost would not be great he would favor
buying the plant and removing the tank
from tiioold City Hall. This, he thought,
would remove all danger of the building
collapsing from tho Immense weight on
its roof. He also proposed to see that Dot
over lour feet of water was kept in tho
tank. He understood that recently over
six feet of water was pumped into it, and

! he did not wonder that the officers about
the jail felt somewhat uneasy.

Judge Cravens said that if he wore a
member of the Grand Jury he would try
very earnestly to indict somebody ior
maintaining a nuisance in the shapoof
an unsafe and unsanitary building. He
supposed, though, that the Grand Jury
would make Us usual report about how
filthy a place the jail is, and then let the
matter drop.

Chief Drew also seemed to think the
ease hopeless.

The Mayor hinted, before the meeting
took place, that he favored "a quiet
chat." He did not want to see such big
Items in the newspapers, sometimes
people talked out their minds too freely
and the whole thing got into print.

roads, on scientific principles, the coat of
maintaining them would have been
merely nominal, and wo to-day would
have a good property on our hands in
place of the cow trails that wind about
among our hills.

-No country in the world is more
favored with good road material, close at
hand, than is our own Calaveras County.
The roads, instead of being ditches to
convey water in the rainy season, should
be turnpiked up so as to shed the water,
good substantial culverts should be
placed at proper intervals and the road-
bed should tie constructed ot the hard
cement gravel which is so abundant.
Five miles of road built In this way is
worth more to the county than iifty miles
of patched road. Wo call to mind now
several stretcHea of road in the Murphys
road district built nearly twenty years
ago, when John Batten was Road Over-
seer, built, too, over what had been al-
most impassable morasses, that have not
cost the county a dollar in the way of re-
pairs nnee then, and are to-day as good
as when he built them. Again, let any-
one examine the piece of road in
front of Judge need's place, ad-
joining town, constructed at the
Judge's own expense, and recall the
previous condition of that same road,
and he can see what can be accomplished
for a moderate outlay, when the money
is properly applied.

We believe the road masters do the best
they can under the system, but the sys-
tem is wrong. It is of no use to waste
the money in driblets. When we have
good schools, good government and good
roads, we can invite people to come to
us. and they willcome. Nature has done
the rest in endowing the land with fertile
soil, abundance ofwater, line climate and
beautiiul scenery; let man do his part.

Bcsy Fnrit-Giwers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OF T.AST YKAH
Robert A. and Neal D. Barker associated

themselves with William McKay, ull of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitable
loaation inwhich to rugoee in tho profitable
occupation of fruit-growing After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Ithodes tract at
Tancred.

.Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Land Company, owning the tract la

qiestion. With W. H. Miiis. the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchase of about 380 acres of foothill land
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use,, they spoke to a
number of Mends about it, with the result
that the tract was dividedamong the following people: B. L. HJekok, 40 acres; \V. T.
Parnctt. 'JO acres; N. T. Greathead. SO acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acre.;; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. D. Barker, ::o acres; K. A. r.arkor,
SO acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 aorea; B. ir. iia*
tett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; a. W.
Kelly 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.

Soiar this had been merely a private yen.
tare of the gentlemen above named, but ia
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to join it than the area of the
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands, "Why not s;e: some more
land and divide it up in th same way?"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of the whole of it, after .subdividing
Itaccording to the requirements of the loh*
Gcribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus Issued, and finally,on the r.th of
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with She following officers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-President, M. V. BrOWn;
Directors-H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke mid
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manager,
Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, V. E. Snook; Treaa.
urer, First National Hank, of Oakland.

The balance of the tract, :;?:{ acres, was pup.chased, a contract wa> entered Intoforthepurchase ot a lan,-e number of fruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees wai
the means of saving between $3,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the -oinaeases having more than dor.' then.

The ideas which the pro ; forta
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of tho WHnpany has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtlngly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands in
fruit trees, etc., the first year. Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and
between 20.000 and 30.000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are n, w desirous of
joining in with them. An additional iiOOacrea have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley In
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to bo so
long neglected Is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this ne-lect will never again be
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, liartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of tho avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade,
Aconsiderable number ot citrus trees are. also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown In the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no d«ubt. provided
proper care is pivrn to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more

j ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
of tho beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city,but it is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the east bide of the creek access to
fancied Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willingto give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
6ides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure ot publlo
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to thosa
who are willingto settle on the lar.d and show
that the country also affords attractions and
comforts and ways of making money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forth.

The following is a list of the principal mem-
bers of the Tancred Colony, with tho number
of acres owned by each, and a toot worthy of
mention Is that in each contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquorshall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land. The ap-
