Governor Markham Adopts a New
Plan Therefor.

He Thinks a Pardon Should Not bo
Granted Unless It Meets the Prison

Directors’ Approval.

Governor Markham proposes to adopt
a new plan for hearing applications for
pardons. According to Private Secretary
Higgins, the Governor thinks that the
pardoning action by the Executiveshould
be more open and public than in the past.
He believes the people ought to know, if

they desire to, all that is going on when |

efforts are being made to secure pardons,
and what pressure is being brought to bear

by the applicant; also what the latter’s |

reasons are for asking a pardon, and the
circumstances connected with his arrest
and trial.

To this end Governor Markham pro-
poses to inaugurate an entirely different
plan from the present one. He will first

receive all applications and carefully ex- |

amine each omne, to familiarize

with the details of the crime for which |
he |
judgment of the court was |

the convict is serving sentence. If

proper and the sentence reasonzble, he
will return the application, or, in other
words, deny it.

On the other hand, if, after reading an |

appeal, he finds there is reason for the
exercise of executive clemency, he will
submit the application to the Board of
rison Directors and ask them to vote on
the question as to whether or not the ap-
pheant is deserving of a pardon. The
voard may hear what the Warden has to
#say concerning the conviet’'s prison life,

and examine fully into the applicant’s |

case. If the board approves the applica-
tion, then the Governor will use his own
Judgment as to whether or not he will
grant a pardon. In no case, however,
will he exercise his power when the
board reports unfavorably on an applica-
tion.

The Governor will insist that
meetings of the Board of Prison Direct-
ors shall be public, and the newspapers
may publish full accounts of the proceed-
ings if they desire to do so.

“The Governor thinks that this plan
will be a good omne,”” said Mr. Higgins to

A Puzzled Citizen.

Eps. Recorp-UNioN: Permit me to
present one view of the policy of the city
relative to her debt, to a new charter and
the possible abolition of the Debt Com-
mission. I illustrate it by a conversation
had with -a neighbor this morning, I
favoring the continuation of the Kunded |
Debt Commission scheme my friend op- |
posed. |

“We would be better off with the |
abandonment of the Debt Commission,” |
aid he. |

“I differ with you,” I replied, “for this
reason: Suppose I owe, on notes, A, B, |
C, D and E, and that they fall due at dif- [
ferent periods between 1892 and 1903, |
eleven years, and that I must pay inter-
est annually upon them. Now suppose
that I set aside asum and buy up the note
held by A and stop the interest to him.
The interest I should have paid to A,
however, I set aside and use it with other
savings to buy up B’s note and stop the
interest on that. Then I take more sav-
ings and the sum I should have paid
year by year in eleven years on the A
and B notes and buy up C’s note and so
on until in six years I secure them all. |
Now, is not that better than to let the |
notes run until due?” '

To this my neighbor replied: *“No. |
Suppose your house needs repairing, that |
it will go to decay if you do mnot protect
it; that the drainage is so bad that your
family is made sick; that your drinking
water is nnfit for your household; that
your stable is falling down and your |
stock needs better shelter; that vour lot |
is low and needs grading; that your street [
is impassible for need of paving. You |
cannot repair the house, put in good !
drainage, improve the outhouse, pave
the street, or get a better water sapply,
because you tax yourself all you ¢an pay
in order to buy up the notes you owe be- |
fore they are due. Should you not be
the gainer by using that money to secure

principle when due? Will it cost you
any more to pay the notes when due than
now, as you cannot now buy them at
less than their par value? Are you not
more benefited by present use of the
means (which under your plan you raise
by paying interest on notes already taken
up). to preserve your property and the
health of your family and increase your
carning capacity, than to expend the
money in taking up a debt before it is
due?” 3

I confess this view of the case staggered
me, It appeared to be one in which bene-
ficial use is better than finanecial specula-
tion, when the latter keeps my nose to the
grindstone. That is, under the Debt Com-
mission scheme am I raising money to
discharge a debt before it is due, and yet
continuing to pay interest upon it, just as
if T had not discharged the debt? But I
still held out, and said:

*But, my friend, by buying up notes
and continuing to pay the interest on
them to myself to create a fund to buy in
other notes, I discharge the debt so 1nuch
sooner, and am a free man.”

“True,”” he replied; *“but which is bet-
ter, to let the debt run its full period and
pay the annual interest and the principal
when it falls due, and live decently and
grow strong and have what common ne-

| cessity demands, or to suffer in health,
{ comfort and prosperity and pay the debt

before due, and leave yourself a worn-
out and decrepid man before your time?
Of course it would be a good thing to get

| rid of your debt before due; but is it a

good thing to pay a note due eleven years
hence five vears before due, when you
have practically to pay the interest for the
whole eleven years in order to secure the
surrender of the note in six years, at the

| expense of suffering for that whole six

years, when by letting it run you can save
health and property, and insure pros-
perity during the whole eleven years and
yet have no more to pay in the end ?”

‘“‘Hold on. I do not pay interest for
eleven years to secure surrender of the
note in six years. I pay par for the note,
that is all.”
